FLIGHT PATTERN: The St. Louis Cardinals and visiting Athletics play the 
rubber game of a three-game series tonight at Busch Stadium ... After 
tomorrow’s scheduled off day, the Cardinals continue their six-game 
Northern California homestand by welcoming the San Francisco Giants 
for three games over Cardinals Hall of Fame Weekend ... The Cardinals 
open play today in 4th place in the NL Central, 16.5 games behind first 
place Milwaukee and 6.5 games out of the final NL Wild Card position.

2 MILLION STRONG: The Cardinals tonight will surpass 2 million in home 
attendance for the 40th consecutive full season unaffected by work stop-
page or COVID-restrictions since 1982 ... The only other Major League team 
with a longer streak of 2 million fans is the Los Angeles Dodgers with 49 full 
seasons since 1971 (excluding 1972, 1981, 1994, 1995, 2020, & 2021).

WINNING FORMULA: The Cardinals are needing a 13-9 run over their 
final 22 games to finish with a winning mark, above .500 ... St. Louis has 
had winning marks in 25 of their past 31 seasons since joining the NL 
Central Division in 1994 and in 23 of their 25 seasons played since 2000.    

•	 According to Elias, the Cardinals play the toughest remaining strength 
of schedule, with combined .544 winning pct. against the Athletics (1g), 
Giants (6g), Mariners (3g), Brewers (6g), Reds (3g), and Cubs (3g).

WE GOT A TRAIN TO CATCH: Last night’s one-hour, 55-minute game was the Cardinals 2nd-fastest of the season behind only a 
one-hour, 49-minute 1-0 win on May 17 at Kansas City (also started and won by Miles Mikolas), and their shortest home game 
since a 1:54 contest on Sept. 1, 2006 vs. Pittsburgh (3-1 win) ... Mikolas threw three pitches in the 4th inning last night, logging 
the 4th three-pitch inning thrown by a Cardinal since pitch tracking became official with Manny Aybar (Sept. 15, 1998 - 5th inn.), 
Kent Bottenfield (April 7, 1999 - 5th inn.), and Mike James (April 20, 2000 - 9th inn.) - must have started the inning, threw 
exactly three pitches, and recorded three outs

YUNGRY: The Cardinals rank 4th in MLB this season with 449 combined games by players age 24 or younger, trailing the Rockies 
(540), Athletics (576), and Nationals (616) ... Cardinals age 24 or younger include Jordan Walker (age 23), Masyn Winn (23), 
Jimmy Crooks (23), Thomas Saggese (23), Victor Scott II (24), Nathan Church (24), and Michael McGreevy (24).

•	 According to Baseball Reference (Weighted by AB+Games), Cardinals position players tie for MLB’s 4th-youngest (age 26.8) 
with the Orioles (26.8), trailing the Athletics (26.2), Nationals (25.9), and Marlins (25.8).

OLI & JOHNNY: With last night’s win, manager Oliver Marmol (2022-25) is now just one win shy of tying Johnny Keane (1961-
64), who piloted the 1964 World Series Champion Cardinals, for 11th all-time among Cardinals managers at 317.

INTERLEAGUE ACTION: St. Louis is 287-282 all-time in Interleague play, with a .504 win pct. that ranks 15th-best MLB ... The 
Cardinals are 21-23 in Interleague games this season (9-14 at home).

OLDEST LIVING MAJOR LEAGUER TURNS 101: Happy 101st birthday to World War II veteran and former Cardinals pitcher 
Bill Greason, who currently is the oldest living person to have played in Major League Baseball ... Greason, who was born on 
Sept. 3, 1924 in Atlanta, Ga., became the first Black pitcher in team history after appearing in three games for St. Louis in 1954.

Sonny Gray was selected by Oakland in the 1st 
round (#18) of the 2011 MLB Draft...pitched parts 
of his first five seasons with the Athletics (2013-
17) before traded to the Yankees with internation-
al bonus slot money for Dustin Fowler, James 
Kaprielian, and Jorge Mateo (July 31, 2017).

Yohel Pozo played two minor league seasons 
for Triple-A Las Vegas (2023-24) in the Athletics 
organization...made his MLB debut vs. Oakland 
while with Texas (Aug. 13, 2021) and singled off 
Cole Irvin for his first MLB hit.

Jacob Wilson’s father, Jack Wilson, was select-
ed by the Cardinals in the 9th round of the 1998 
MLB Draft and played parts of two minor league 
seasons in the Cardinals organization before being 
traded to the Pirates for LHP Jason Christiansen 
(July 29, 2000).

Daniel Descalso was born in Redwood City, Ca-
lif...graduated from Saint Francis High School in 
Mountain View in 2004...played college baseball 
at University of California, Davis (2005-07)...re-
sides in Danville, Calif.

Former 1999 Athletics 2nd round draft pick Ryan 
Ludwick and Jason Isringhausen, who pitched 
for the Athletics (1999-2001), are both Cardinals 
Player Development Special Advisors.

Athletics Hitting Coach Mike Aldrete was the Car-
dinals Asst Hitting Coach (2008-11) and Bench 
Coach (2012-14)...member of the Cardinals 2011 
World Championship team and 2013 NL pennant 
winner...his son, Michael Aldrete, was selected 
by St. Louis in the 39th round of the 2012 Draft.

Cardinals Hall of Famer Willie McGee played 29 
games for the Athletics in 1990 and was a mem-
ber of their AL Championship squad...traded by St. 
Louis to Oakland for Daryl Green, Félix José, and 
Stan Royer...was born in San Francisco...graduated 
from Harry Ells High School in Richmond...played 
college baseball at Diablo Valley College in Pleasant 
Hill...worked as an assistant coach for Contra Costa 
College in San Pablo...resides in Hercules.

Cardinals Video Coordinator Chad Blair previous-
ly served in a similar role with the Athletics from 
(1988-95)...is a native of nearby Santa Rosa, Calif.

Cardinals Hall of Famer Matt Holliday played 93 
games for the 2009 Athletics before traded St. 
Louis for Clayton Mortensen, Shane Peterson, 
and Brett Wallace (July 24, 2009).

Cardinals Hall of Famer Mark McGwire played 
parts of 12 seasons in Oakland (1986-97)...1987 
AL Rookie of the Year...1989 World Series Champi-
on & member of three AL pennant winners (1988-
90)...eight-time AL All-Star (1987-92, ‘95-97)...
won two Silver Sluggers (1992 & ‘96) and one Gold 
Glove (1990)...selected by Oakland in the 1st round 
(#10) in the 1984 MLB Draft...traded to St. Louis 
for Eric Ludwick, T.J. Mathews and Blake Stein.

Hall of Famer Dennis Eckersley pitched nine sea-
sons with Oakland (1987-95) and two with St. Louis 
(1996-97)...converted 386 of his 390 career saves 
between the Athletics (320) and Cardinals (66).

Cardinals Manager of Player Development & Per-
formance Emily Wiebe grew up in nearby San 
Francisco, Calif...attended University High School.

Dean Kiekhefer pitched in four games for the Ath-
letics during the 2018 season. 

Brandon Allen played in 44 games for the Athlet-
ics from 2011-12 & was the A’s Opening Day First 
Baseman in 2012.

Athletics Quality Control Coach Marcus Jensen 
played 16 games for St. Louis in 1999.

Cardinals Hall of Famer and broadcaster Al Hra-
bosky was born in Oakland, Calif. 

Athletics Head Athletic Trainer Jeff Collins is a 
SIU-Edwardsville graduate. 

Hall of Fame Manager Tony La Russa was a 
manager of the Athletics (1986-95) and Cardinals 
(1996-2011)...is only manager to win multiple 
pennants in both leagues and one of two (Sparky 
Anderson) to win a World Series in both...His 70 
postseason victories (50 with St. Louis, 19 with 
Oakland, & 1 with Chicago) rank 2nd to Joe Torre 
(84)...La Russa piloted the A’s to four division ti-
tles, three AL pennants. and the 1989 World Cham-
pionship...is A’s franchise wins leader (798)...also 
played parts of four seasons in Oakland (1968-71).

Cardinals broadcaster Brad Thompson was born 
in Las Vegas...graduated from Cimarron-Memori-
al High School in Las Vegas in 2000.

Cardinals broadcaster Chip Caray’s son, Chris 
Caray, is an Athletics broadcaster.

Athletic writer Katie Woo is a native of Vacaville, 
Calif...previously covered the Giants, 49ers, & 
Warriors for NBC Sports Bay Area & California.

TONIGHT'S GAME:

Southpaw will be making his 26th start of the season and 50th career (117 career app).
Struck out four batters in his last start at CIN (8/29) accomplishing his first 100 strikeout season.
Looking to surpass 5.0 innings for the first time since 6/29 at CLE (6.0 IP); his nine straight starts pitching 5.0 IP or less is the longest in-season 
by a Cardinals pitcher and set the franchise record for uniterrupted by a relief appearance passing Mark Mulder (2006-07)
Leads STL starters in ERA (4.27) and ranks T-2nd in wins (6), 2nd in strikeouts (102), and 4th in IP (131.1) - all career single-season highs.
Libby's career high innings pitched is 149.2 combined in 2022 between St. Louis (34.2 IP) and AAA-Memphis (115.0 IP).
Has allowed a home run in five straight games, his career-long streak; T-4th longest streak by a Cardinals pitcher this season.
Today is his 8th start since the All-Star Break. Was given a 14-day extended pause/rest combined with benefit of the All-Star break between his 
starts on July 11 & July 26.
Over his initial 13 starts of 2025, limited left-handed batters to a .190 BA (11-58) with one extra base hit (Sal Frelick double on 4/25).
Held the opposition to two runs or fewer in eight straight starts (April 13-May 24), longest streak by a Cardinal since Jack Flaherty ran off nine 
straight in 2019 (7/7-8/23).
Has faced all 29 MLB opponents, but has yet to start a game against the Yankees, Tigers, Astros, Mariners, and Nationals.
Is 4-5 with a 4.55 ERA (59.1 IP) in 11 home starts this season & 2-6 with a 4.13 ERA (72.0 IP) in 14 road starts. 
Has worked 6.0 innings or more in 11 of his 25 starts this season (last 6.0-inning start was June 29 at CLE). His May 1 start at Cincy was cut 
short (3.0 IP) by a lengthy rain delay.

ST. LOUIS SOUTHPAWS

His 26th start today is the most by a Cardinals left-hander since Jaime García (30 in 2016). At age 25, Libby’s 26 starts are the most by a St. 
Louis southpaw at age 25 or younger since the 24-year-old García made 32 starts in 2011.
Among MLB lefties age 25 or younger this season, only Washington's 25-year-old Mitchell Parker (27 starts) has made more than Liberatore.
His 6 wins this season are the most by a Cardinals lefty starter since Jordan Montgomery (6 in 2023); the last to win more was Jaime Garcia 
(10 in 2016).
Boasts the 3rd most wins (6) in MLB among lefty starters age 25 or younger this season, one back of both Mitchell Parker-WSH & Garrett 
Crochet-BOS, who each have 7.
Is the youngest Cardinals lefty starter to win 6 games since 23-year-old Jaime Garcia (13 wins in 2010).

LAST TIME OUT (Sunday, August 29 at Cincinnati): Pitched 5.0 innings in a no decision the Cardinals rallied to win in 10 innings (7-5). Surrendered 
two home runs (Marte & Steer) matching his season-high.

2025 HIGHLIGHTS:

Has established single season-highs in wins (6), losses (11), starts (25), strikeouts (102), and innings pitched (131.1) this season.
Cards won each of his 4 starts (6/17-7/5) scoring 35 runs over those games. Held opposition to 2 runs or fewer in each start (3-0, 2.25 ERA).
Ran a career-high win streak to three games after recording three-straight winning decisions to close out the month of June.
Held the opposition to two runs or fewer in a career-best eight straight starts from April 13-May 24.
Was dazzling in a 2-1 win over the Pirates and Paul Skenes on May 6 at Busch Stadium as matched his career high in strikeouts with 8 and 
limited the Buccos to just 3 hits while he logged a season-high 7.0 IP (99 pitches); It was his 4th consecutive winning decision in a Home start 
dating to last season (3-0 in 2025).
Pitched 6.0 innings allowing three runs for a quality start in his first start of the 2025 season vs. LAA (4/1); surrendered all his runs in the 3rd 
inning vs. LAA after retiring the first eight batters of the game.

CAREER:

Is a career 11-20 with a 4.99 ERA in his 49 career starts opposed to 3-3 with a 3.89 ERA in 67 career relief appearances.
Lifetime 8-9 with a 4.10 ERA in 21 career starts at Busch Stadium. The Cardinals are 9-12 in his starts there.
Acquired by the Cardinals from the Tampa Bay Rays with C Edgardo Rodriguez and Rays Compensation draft pick B (RHP Tink Hence) in 
exchange for OF José Martínez, OF Randy Arozarena and Cardinals Compensation draft pick A (INF Alika Williams), January 9, 2020.



LIBERATORE vs. ATHLETICS:

Making his 2nd career start (3rd app.) vs. the Athletics. His first start came at Busch Stadiu (8/16/23) allowing six runs (5 ER) over 4.1 innings in 
an 8-0 loss.
Made a relief appearance at the Oakland Coliseum in the Cardinals final game in Oakland (4/17/25) pitching five scoreless outs.
Is 0-1 with a 7.50 ERA over 6.0 innings.
Has yet to earn a win against an American League West team (0-3, 7.82 ERA, 8 app., 5 GS). Opponent BA is .352 over 117 total batters faced.
