Bobby Cox (2004-05]), Rays' Kevin Cash (2020-21) and Guardians' Stephen Vogt
(2024-25).....Murphy was named the 20th manager in franchise history on 11/15/23,
replacing Craig Counsell....he signed a multi-year contract extension on 2/20/26.

COACHES: Returning from the 2025 staff is offense & strategy coordinator Jason Lane
(11th season/1st in current role), pitching coordinator Jim Henderson (5th season/1st
in current role), field coordinator Néstor Corredor (4th season/3rd in current role),
pitching coach Chris Hook (8th season), bullpen coach Charlie Greene (3rd season),

2025 IN REVIEW: The Brewers went 97-85 to finish in first place in the NL Central,
5.0 games ahead of the Cubs....Milwaukee had the best record in baseball for only the
second time in franchise history [(1982] and set a franchise record for regular-season
wins....the team beat the Cubs, 3 games to 2, in the National League Division Series
before getting swept by the Dodgers in the National League Championship Series.

BREWING SUCCESS: The Brewers have gualifed for the postseason seven times in the
last eight seasons and three seasons in a row....the team was just two games away
from making the postseason in nine straight seasons (2017-25), missing out in both
2017 and 2022 by a single game.....Milwaukee has won the NL Central in four of the last
five seasaons and three seasons in a row.

BREWING CONSISTENCY: The Brewers, Astros and Dodgers are the only Major League
teams with 86+ wins in each of the last eight full seasons (2017-25).....this does not
include the shortened 2020 season....the Brewers have 766 wins since 2017, which
ranks fourth in the majors behind the Dodgers (85B], Astros (809) and Yankees (791].

out of Mississippi State University....he is signed through the 2026 season after accepting a gualifying offer on November 18 (declined his mutual option on November 3).

starts....he had B quality starts.....opponents batted .188 (45-for-239, Shr)....he recorded 83 strikeouts in 64.2 innings....Woodruff was placed on the 15-day injured list on

September 21 with a right Iat strain, ending his season.
