LHP Kyle Harrison, 24, was acquired from Boston with LHP Shane Drohan and INF David Hamilton on February 9 
in exchange for INF Caleb Durbin, INF Andruw Monasterio, INF/C Anthony Seigler and a 2026 Competitive Balance 
Round B selection.....Harrison went 1-1 with a 4.04 ERA in 11 games (6 starts) between San Francisco (8g, 4gs) and 
Boston (3g, 2gs) last season.....he was traded by the Giants to the Red Sox on 6/15/25 as part of the deal that sent 
INF/DH Rafael Devers to San Francisco.....he entered the 2024 season as the top prospect in the Giants organization 
according to Baseball America.....Harrison was selected by San Francisco in the third round of the 2020 First-Year 
Player Draft out of De La Salle (CA) High School.

RHP Jacob Misiorowski, who turns 24 on April 3, made his Major League debut last season with Milwaukee and 
went 5-3 with a 4.36 ERA in 15 games (14 starts) after joining the team on June 12 from Triple-A Nashville.....he held 
opponents to a .213 AVG with 87 strikeouts in 66.0 innings and was selected to pitch in the All-Star Game.....his 202 
pitches of 100+ MPH ranked fifth in the Major Leagues.....Misiorowski was selected in the second round of the 2022 
First-Year Player Draft from Crowder (MO) College.
