FOOL'S ERRAND: A mere 49 days since pitchers and catchers reported for spring training, a seven-
week journey that featured overnight stays in Lakeland, the Dominican Republic, Fort Myers,
Scottsdale, San Diego and Phoenix today comes to an end as the Detroit Tigers play the final game
of this three-game set at the Arizona Diamondbacks ... the Tigers began their regular season by
winning two of three games at the Padres and today aim to return home with a .500 record.

e After today's finale, the Tigers will fly back to Detroit for an off day tomorrow before playing
their home opener on Friday vs. the St. Louis Cardinals ... the stay in Detroit will be rather brief
as the Tigers then head back out on the road for a four-game series at the Minnesota Twins
starting next Monday, their first A.L. opponent of the campaign ... the Tigers are beginning a
season with three-straight interleague series for the first-time ever.

e Overall, the Tigers will play 10 of their first 13 games on the road this season, their most road-
heavy stretch to start a season since 2007 (also 10 of their first 13 on the road).

FOOL STEAM AHEAD: On Friday the Tigers will open their 27th season at Comerica Park when they

host the St. Louis Cardinals ... since the ballpark opened in 2000, the Tigers are 17-9 in their home

openers, including winning 14 of their last 17 games.

e  Dating back to 1901, the Tigers are 71-53-1 in their previous 125 home openers.

e According to Elias, who has kept official weather records for the last 30 seasons dating to
1997, the warmest Tigers home opener on record (2020 not included) during this span was a
68-degree day on April 4, 2005 ... that mark might be threatened.

THEY WILL GET FOOLED AGAIN: Back-to-back A.L. Cy Young Award winner Tarik Skubal today
makes his second start of the season after picking up the win on Opening Day when he allowed
zero earned runs in six innings of work in San Diego.

e  Skubal became the first A.L. pitcher to win consecutive Cy Young Awards since Pedro Martinez
in 1999 and 2000 ... while not a unanimous win in 2025, Skubal last year outperformed his
2024 numbers (when he won unanimously) in many categories, including a 6.6 fWAR, a single-
season franchise best 7.30 K/BB ratio, 241 strikeouts and a 0.891 WHIP, the lowest single-
season mark in franchise history.

e  Skubal not only made his third-straight Opening Day start last week but he was also the
seventh-consecutive lefty to get the nod for the Tigers in their opener, a club record and
the longest active stretch across all of baseball ... in addition to the three starts from Skubal,
Eduardo Rodriguez started back-to-back openers in 2022-23 as did Matt Boyd from 2020-21.

FOOL'S PARADISE: The Tigers have opened their season "out west" for the second year in a row

after having not done so previously for 25 years ... this marks only the fourth time in the last 59

seasons dating to 1968 that the Tigers have opened up "out west".

e In 2000, the Tigers began their season with a three-game series in Oakland (and concluded
that six-game road trip in Baltimore!) ... the only other instances of a West Coast open in the
last 59 years were last year, in 1995 at the California Angels and in 1993 at the Oakland A's.

e  TheTigers have now opened up their season on the road in four-consecutive years for only the
second time in their 126-season history, the first time since an eight-year run from 1993-2000.

COME FOOL CIRCLE: At 21 years, 220 days old, Kevin McGonigle last Thursday became the second-

youngest player in the history of the Tigers franchise to make his major league debut in the starting

lineup on Opening Day and the youngest in 112 years since starting first baseman George Burns
made his major league debut on Opening Day April 14, 1914 ... thanks to Elias.

e Overall, McGonigle is the fourth-youngest Tiger in the history of the franchise to make his
major league debut on Opening Day, joining Burns at 21 years, 73 days; pinch-hitter Frank
Fuller at 21-103 on April 14, 1915; and relief pitcher Joel Zumaya at 21-145 on April 3, 2006.

e At the other end of the spectrum, Justin Verlander (43 years, 39 days old) last night became
the second-oldest pitcher to make a start in franchise history, trailing only Kenny Rogers who
made a start at 43 years, 309 days old on September 8, 2008 ... Verlander would not be able
to surpass Rogers by the end of the 2026 campaign.

FOOL HOUSE: RHP Drew Anderson, LHP Enmanuel De Jesus and INF Kevin McGonigle all made
their first-career opening day rosters ... six players - all pitchers - on Detroit's opening day roster are
new to the organization from last year (Anderson, De Jesus, RHPs Kenley Jansen, Connor Seabold,
Justin Verlander, LHP Framber Valdez) ... 18 players from Detroit's ALDS roster that took Seattle to
a decisive fifth game last October are on the opening day 26-man roster.

AND FOOLLY: The Tigers would like nothing more than to replicate their April from a season ago
when they posted 18 wins, tying the franchise record for wins within the month of April ... the 2025
Tigers matched that 1984 club and their 18-2 mark in their season's opening month.

« The 29-year-old became Detroit’s first starter to open the season in three consecutive years since his current rotation[?mate Justin Verlander made
seven consecutive Opening Day starts for the Tigers from 2008-2014.

« With the start, the Tigers will have deployed a left-hander on Opening Day in seven consecutive seasons, marking the longest active stretch across
the Majors.

« Posted a career-best 2.21 ERA (48ER/195.11P) and 241 strikeouts last season...led the AL in ERA (second overall behind Paul Skenes), and second
amongst all pitchers in strikeouts (Garret Crochet led with 251 K).

« Led all MLB pitchers with a career-best 0.89 WHIP last season and was the AL ERA leader for the second consecutive year.

- Won the American League Cy Young Award for a second consecutive season, receiving 26 out of 30 first place votes (four for Garrett Crochet)...
became the first repeat AL Cy Young winner since Pedro Martinez in 1999 and 2000...joins Denny McLain as the only Tigers to win multiple Cy
Youngs with Detroit...while he did not receive the Triple Crown title, his 6.5 bWAR was a career best that topped Crochet (6.3) and Hunter Brown
(6.1). His 7.3 strikeout-to-walk ratio outpaced Crochet’s at 5.54, and Skubal’s 187 ERA+ was the best by an AL pitcher since Justin Verlander in
2022.

« The back-to-back reigning AL Cy Young winner, who became the 12th pitcher in MLB history to win consecutive Cy Young Awards, will become the
ninth pitcher to start on Opening Day following consecutive award-winning seasons, joining Hall of Famer Jim Palmer (1976-77); Hall of Famer Greg
Maddux (1993-96); Roger Clemens (1998-99); Hall of Famer Randy Johnson (2000-03); Hall of Famer Pedro Martinez (2000-01); Tim Lincecum
(2009-10); Clayton Kershaw (2014-15); and Jacob deGrom (2019-20).

« Setan MLB Postseason record with seven consecutive strikeouts on Oct.10, 2025, against the Seattle Mariners...oecame MLB leader in single-
postseason strikeouts per nine innings pitched, posting 15.677K/20.2 IP.
