HOU SAY GOODBYE, N.Y. SAY HELLO: The Detroit Tigers today conclude their season-long 10-day,

10-game homestand with the series finale of their four-game set with Houston (1-2) ... the Tigers

are 5-4 through the first nine games and aim to post a winning homestand before heading out on

a two-city, six-game trip at the New York Yankees (three games, June 29-July 1) and Texas Rangers

(three games, July 2-5, off July 3) ... this was Detroit's only three-team homestand of the year.

e  Today wraps up a stretch in which the Tigers played 16 of 21 games at Comerica Park starting
onJune 5 ... the Tigers are 10-10 in the first 20 games, including 9-6 in the home games.

e  Today marks Day 10 of a 14-days-in-14-games stretch for the Tigers through Thursday, their
longest scheduled run of games without a day off this season.

e  The Tigers are 13-10 in June, the second-best mark in the A.L. behind only Houston (14-10).

HERE'S TO 80: Kevin McGonigle yesterday played the 80th game of his big league career as he leads
all major league rookies with 85 hits, 51 walks, a .391 on-base percentage, 50 runs, 18 doubles and
three triples ... he has 51 walks with only 47 strikeouts this year, the only big leaguer, rookie or non-
rookie, with more walks than strikeouts (minimum 50 walks) this season.

e McGonigle is now one of only five players in big league history (and the only Tiger) with at
least 85 hits and 51 walks in his first 80 major league games (within a single season), joining
Kosuke Fukudome (Cubs, 2008), Dick Howser (Athletics, 1961), Charlie Keller (Yankees, 1939)
and Don Hurst (Phillies, 1928) ... Howser was the last to do so with more walks than strikeouts.

CLOSER TO HOME: Kevin McGonigle is the first Tigers player with at least 85 hits in their first 80
big league games since Brennan Boesch (89) and Austin Jackson (97) in 2010 ... only five Tigers,
including McGonigle, have 85 hits in their first 80 games in the past 50 years since 1976, and only
20 have ever done so ... Kevin joins Ty Cobb as the lone Tigers to do so at 21-years-old or younger.

ONE MORE TO GO: A.J. Hinch is one win shy of becoming the 68th manager in major league history
to reach 1,000 career victories ... he has neared this milestone thanks to 89 wins with Arizona
(2009-10), 491 wins with Houston (2015-19) and 429 wins with Detroit (2021-present) ... Hinch
will join Hughie Jennings (1907-20), Chuck Dressen (1963-66), Ralph Houk (1974-78) and Sparky
Anderson (1979-95) as the five managers to earn career win 1,000 while with the Tigers (Elias).

PRODUCE SECTION: Dillon Dingler has established a new career-best with 58 RBI (one more than
last year) to go along with his already career-best 19 home runs ... he ranks second in the A.L. in RBI
and tied for seventh in home runs ... with two weeks still to play, Dingler is already one of only five
Tigers in the last 15 years to reach 19 home runs and 58 RBI prior to the All-Star Break.

START ME UP: Tigers starting pitchers have allowed four runs or less in 31-straight starts beginning

May 24, the longest active streak in the majors and well ahead of next closest Milwaukee and its

14-game run ... it's Detroit's longest such streak since a 33-game run from July 21-Aug. 24, 2022.

e  Tigers pitchers have turned in a 3.18 team ERA in June, the lowest mark in the A.L. ... the Red
Sox are the next-closest A.L. club with a 3.51 team ERA this month.

WHAT A RELIEF: Tigers relievers rank second in the A.L. with a 2.59 team ERA in June, only behind
the Yankees (2.43 relief ERA) for the best bullpen ERA in the A.L. this month ... remove that wacky
10-9 game at Tampa Bay on June 1 and Detroit has a 1.94 relief ERA in its last 22 games since June 2.

THE BEST CATCHER IN BASEBALL: Dillon Dingler ranks sixth in the majors with a 3.8 fWAR this year
... he has the third-best fWAR among all big league position players ... when it comes to the All-Star
team, the only A.L. catcher even close to Dingler's orbit is the Athletics' Shea Langeliers, who plays
on the moon and is light years behind Dillon at a 2.2 fWAR (tied for 56th).

THE CREAM OF THE CROP: Kevin McGonigle (4.1 bWAR) and Bobby Witt Jr (4.3 bWAR) are the only
two shortstops in the American League with a bWAR greater than 2.2, making them the obvious
favorites for the A.L. All-Star team next month ... Witt Jr. is second in all of baseball in bWAR while
McGonigle is third-best in the majors among position players.

IT HAS BEEN A GRIND: Through their first 26 games of 2026, the Tigers went 14-12 and woke up on

April 24 with a share of first place in the A.L. Central ... in 57 games since, the Tigers have posted a

21-36 mark to drop to 35-48 and fourth place in the division ... Detroit's 21-36 (.368) record starting

April 24 is the lowest winning percentage in baseball in this span.

e Despite going 13-10 to start the month of June, the Tigers have lost 23 of their last 38 games,
26 of their last 42 games and 31 of their last 48 games starting May 4.

JUNE SLUG: With 42 home runs in 23 games in June, the Tigers have more than doubled up their 18
homers in 28 games in May and rank second in majors this month (Athletics/Moonmen have 44).

AND FINALLY: Kevin McGonigle is only the second player in franchise history to reach 51 walks
within his first-career 80 major league games, joining Johnny Groth who walked 51 times within his
first 80 games spread out across the 1946-49 campaigns.

« First Tiger with a go-ahead or game-winning RBI in the eighth inning or later within his first two major league games since Omar Infante was credited
with an eighth-inning game-winning RBI on Sept. 7, 2002, in his big league debut at Yankee Stadium (Elias).

« Ripped the first pitch he ever saw in the big leagues into right field for a two-run double, instantly becoming only the sixth Tiger since the RBI became a
stat in 1920 to record two RBI in his major league debut, the first since Isaac Paredes on Aug. 17, 2020...is the second of the six to accomplish this feat
on Opening Day, joining Paredes, JaCoby Jones (Aug. 30, 2016), Rob Richie (Aug. 19, 1989), Jake Wood (Opening Day April 11, 1961), Hank Riebe
(Aug. 26, 1942) and Sammy Hale (April 20, 1920) in turning this trick.

Earned his first career Silver Slugger Award in 2025, becoming the first Tiger in franchise history to win the award as a utility player.

Named an All-Star reserve on July 9 for the first time in his career...oecame the fifth Tigers player to be on the 2025 All-Star team.

Led the Tigers in triples and tied for fourth-best in all of major league baseball in 2025...notched his 11th triple of the season on Sept. 1, good for the

most triples in a single-season by a Tigers left-handed hitter since Curtis Granderson had 13 triples in 2008.
