
RECENT REDBIRDS: The St. Louis Cardinals continue their initial road 
trip of the season tonight when they open a three-game series against 
the Washington Nationals at Nationals Park in Washington D.C...the 
Cardinals posted a 5-3 at Detroit last night to gain their 1st road win 
of the season and snap a 6-game road skid that dated back to last sea-
son...last night’s win was also ended the Redbirds 5-game losing streak 
on Easter Sundays...the Cardinals went 1-2 at Comerica Park and have 
opened the season with a 5-4 mark (4-2 at Busch, 1-2 on road).

NATIONAL NEWS: Since relocating from Montreal to the Nation’s Capi-
tol and re-branding as the Nationals in 2005, the Cardinals .597 win pct. 
(77-52) against “Natitude” is the 2nd-highest in MLB among annual 
opponents behind the Dodgers (80-44, .645).

RHP PATRICK GALLE TABBED AS PTBNL: The Cardinals announced today 
that they acquired RHP Patrick Galle as the player to be named later to com-
plete the trade with the Red Sox for RHP Sonny Gray.  The 6-2, 215-pound 
Galle, who played college baseball at the University of Mississippi, was the 
Red Sox 17th round draft selection in 2025. Galle, who celebrated his 22nd 
birthday yesterday, has made four professional appearances for Salem in 
the Carolina League over the past two seasons. The hard-throwing Galle will 
be assigned to the Palm Beach Cardinals (A) roster.

FINDING A WAY: The Cardinals have managed just 6 hits or fewer in six-
straight games for just the 10th time in team history. They’ve posted a .500 
mark (3-3) in that stretch, the 4th time in those 10 occurances that they have 
mananged to play .500 or better - the last being May 16-21, 2009. (Orf). 

NO QUIT: Four of the Cardinals five wins this season have been in games 
during which they came back from a deficit, including a comeback win of 6 
runs vs. Tampa Bay on Opening Day.

CROOKED NUMBERS: Of the 40 runs scored by the Cardinals this season, 
31 have come duing multi-run innings...the Cardinals have yet to score runs 
in more than three innings in any of their first nine games.

SENIOR LEAGUE SUPERIORITY: The Cardinals (5-4) are one of nine National League teams with a plus .500 Won-Loss mark, 
out-distancing the American League which has just three teams (NYY, CLE, HOU) that entered today over .500...the Cardinals are one 
of the four NL Central teams that are +.500 with the Cubs the only NLC club sitting below .500. INTERLEAGUE LEDGER: The National 
League currently holds a 38-25 (.603) advantage in Interleague play while the Junior Circuit is 25-38 (.397)

BIG FLY GUY: With his 1st career grand slam and a career-high 5 RBI on Saturday at Detroit, Jordan Walker hit the longest HR (459 
ft) by a Cardinal since Pedro Pagés’ 462 ft blast against the Dodgers on 8/16/24...Walker’s slam matched Miguel Cabrera for the 
8th longest HR in the history (2000-26) of Comerica Park (Sarah Langs).

TOP GUN: Jordan Walker nailed Javier Baez at the plate in 3rd inning on Friday with his 100.6 MPH strike from RF - his 2nd  throw 
of 100+ MPH this season to lead all MLB outfielders, including an MLB-best 102.0 MPH throw on 3/29 vs. TB; CF Oniel Cruz of PIT 
has a 101.1 MPH throw...Jordan recorded his 2nd OF assist of the series & season in Saturday’s game.

YOUTH MOVEMENT: According to Baseball America, the Cardinals entered the 2026 season with the youngest Opening Day roster 
across Major League Baseball with an average age of 27.3 and the Nationals roster was the youngest (25.6).

Snapped a career-high 8-game losing streak dating back to Aug. 3, 2025. Earned his first winning decision since July 28, 2025 vs. Miami.

Knuckle Curves).

AT A LOSS: Suffered 15 losses, most by Cardinal since Kip Wells went 7-17 in 2007. Ended the season on an eight-game losing streak (Aug. 3-
present), T-2nd longest active in MLB, and the longest by a Cardinal since Adam Wainwright dropped 10 straight decisions (June 24-Sept. 7, 2023). 
The Cardinals were 12-19 overall in his starts, including a 3-13 mark in his final 16.

POOR RUN SUPPORT: Pallante's 3.87 run support average ranked as the 6th-lowest in the National League. Received one run or fewer in 16 outings, 
including 10 scoreless starts.

KEEPING IT IN THE YARD: Yielded home runs in 18 of his starts, while his 21 total homers allowed were more than double his total (8) from 2024.

CAREER:

Has made the Cardinals Opening Day Roster for five consecutive seasons (2022-26) after arriving at 2022 Spring Training as a non-roster 
invitee, his first official invite to Major League Spring Training.
Since his 2022 Major League debut, boasts the highest ground ball percentage (63.8%) in Major League Baseball among pitchers with 400.0+ 
innings pitched.
As a starting pitcher (333.1 IP), Pallante's 60.4 career groundball pct. currently is the 8th-best in MLB since the stat has been tracked since 
1987 (min. 330.0 IP as starter).
Started vs. San Francisco (June 20, 2024) at Rickwood Field in Birmingham, Ala., tossing 5.1 innings in the 6-5 Cardinals win. Was the first 
Cardinals starting pitcher to earn a win at a neutral site since Alan Benes vs. San Diego on April 19, 1997 at Aloha Stadium in Honolulu, Hawaii.
