BACK AT IT FOR GAME 2: The Detroit Tigers tonight aim to snap their three-game losing skid when 
they host the Cleveland Guardians for the second game of this four-game set at Comerica Park, the 
backhalf of a two-team, seven-game homestand that started with a series loss to Toronto (1-2) ... 
the Tigers have lost 11 of their last 13 games and 16 of their last 22 contests since a 10-3 stretch 
(just prior to this rough patch) upped Detroit's record to 14-12 on April 23. 
•	 The Tigers have dropped six of their last seven home games after winning 12 of their first 15 

home games to begin the season.
•	 The Tigers have surpassed the halfway point of their current 13-games-in-13-days stretch with 

a 1-6 record through the first seven games ... this span matches the club's longest stretch of 
the season without a day off thus far ... the Tigers are scheduled for one additional 13-day 
stretch this year plus a season-long 14-games-in-14-days stretch from June 19-July 2.

•	 The Tigers have lost their last four series and six of their last seven series dating to April 24 
after going 5-2-1 in their first eight series to begin the season through April 23.

•	 After this series, the Tigers depart for a quick three-game road trip at the Baltimore Orioles 
before returning for a quick three-game homestand next week vs. the Los Angeles Angels.

NOT LEFT OUT AT ALL: The Tigers began the season by facing 16 consecutive right-handed starting 
pitchers ... tonight they will face their 15th southpaw starter in their last 33 games ... Detroit has 
seen more left-handed starting pitchers than any other team in baseball since this 33-game stretch 
began on April 14, going 5-9 ... the Orioles are next closest having seen 13 southpaw starters. 

DAY AND NIGHT IS NIGHT AND DAY: The Tigers enter tonight's contest with a 9-22 (.290) record in 
night games this season, the lowest winning percentage in the majors ... Detroit's 9-22 night game 
record is its roughest through 31 night games to start a season since losing 26 of its first 31 night 
games 30 years ago in 1996 ... by the same token, the Tigers have an 11-6 record (.647) during day 
games this season, the fourth-best record in all of baseball for games in daylight. 

GO GREENE!: Riley Greene reached base four times last night with an RBI double ... he is now 
batting .385 (45-for-117) with 11 doubles, four homers, 18 RBI, a .478 on-base, a .581 slugging and 
a 1.059 OPS in his last 34 games over the past five+ weeks starting April 11 ... he leads the majors in 
on-base percentage and batting average and is second in the majors in OPS in this span. 

IN THE BIG INNING: The Tigers are batting .291 (51-for-175) with a .379 on-base percentage, .450 
slugging percentage and an .829 OPS in the first inning this season, the best first-inning on-base 
percentage in all of baseball, the third-best batting average and the fifth-best OPS ... the Tigers are 
averaging 18.4 pitches seen per first inning, the fourth-best mark in the big leagues (the White Sox 
lead at 19.1 pitches seen per first inning).

CENTRAL PERK: The Tigers resumed intradivision play this week with this series vs. Cleveland after 
playing only 10 of their first 47 games against A.L. Central clubs ... after this series, however, the 
Tigers will again play outside of the division for 12 of their following 15 games.
•	 The Tigers (11) aren't alone when it comes to limited intradivision competition thus far, as the 

White Sox have only played seven games against A.L. Central foes, while the Twins have played 
10, the Guardians are at 11 games and the Royals having played a mighty 23 such contests.

THIS IS ON THE RECORD: At 20-28, the Tigers have reached eight games below .500 for the first 
time this season and for the first time since waking up on August 11, 2024 with a 55-63 record ... 
the Tigers are tied for fourth place in the A.L. Central, 6.5 games behind the Guardians, which is 
Detroit's largest deficit in the division since ending the 2024 campaign 6.5 games out of first place.

LOW GO ON THE O: The Tigers have turned in a .213 (112-for-528) team batting average and .609 
team OPS within the month of May, the third-lowest average and OPS in the majors ... the Tigers 
have only reached double digits in hits in two of their 16 games this month while scoring three runs 
or less in six of their past seven contests and in 10 of their last 12 games.

HOME AND ROAD IS NIGHT AND DAY: The Tigers are now 13-9 at home this season, the sixth-best 
home record in all of baseball and a far cry from their 7-19 road record to date, last in all of baseball 
... the Tigers are 5-2-0 in their seven home series and 1-6-1 in their eight road series so far this year.

IT'S GOOD FOR SOMETHING: Kevin McGonigle has a 2.6 bWAR through his first 46 major league 
games, tied for the second-best mark in the A.L. this season (with Cody Bellinger) and trailing only 
Bobby Witt Jr (3.3 bWAR) ... Kevin is 21-years-old.

AND FINALLY: Keider Montero tonight makes his second-career start vs. Cleveland, his first since 
2024 when he went 6.1 scoreless innings (3H, 1BB, 4K) in a 1-0 win on July 8 at Comerica Park.

Has allowed three earned runs or less in six of his eight starts this season entering today's game...registered back-to-back quality starts, allowing one 

earned run in 6.2 innings on May 2 and one earned run in 6.0 innings on May 8.

Allowed just two hits over six scoreless innings while walking one and striking out seven on April 10 against Miami, earning his first win of the 

season...the performance snapped the team's five-game losing streak.

Optioned to Toledo to begin the 2026 season...made just one start for the Mud Hens prior to getting recalled on April 4.

Pitched in two games (one start) for Team Venezuela in the 2026 World Baseball Classic...allowed two earned runs on five hits and three walks while 

striking out three over 4.1 frames.

Did not allow an earned run in three games (5.1 innings) in the playoffs with Detroit last year...went 5-3 with a 4.37 ERA in 20 regular season games 

(12 starts), allowing 44 earned runs on 95 hits and 31 walks compared to 72 strikeouts over his 90.2 innings.

Began the 2025 season with Triple-A Toledo, going 1-1 with a 2.79 ERA in his two starts...allowed three runs on six hits and one walk while striking 

out 11 over 9.2 innings.

Saw his first Major League action in 2024, appearing in 19 games (16 starts) with Detroit, going 6-6 with a 4.76 ERA (52ER/98.1IP) and 77 

strikeouts...made his Major League debut on May 29 against Pittsburgh.

Just the fifth player in major league history with 30 or more hits, 10 or more doubles and less than 15 strikeouts in his first 25 big league games at 21-

years-old or younger, and the first such player in 90 years when Cleveland's Roy Weatherly and New York's Joe DiMaggio each did so at 21-years-

old in 1936.

Clubbed his first major league home run on Sunday, April 12, against Sandy Alcantara and the Miami Marlins.

Became the first Tiger to record six doubles in his first 15 major league games in 16 years since Brennan Boesch did exactly that in 2010.

Became the first player in Tigers franchise history to notch a multi-RBI game in each of his first two major league games when he laced his 

tiebreaking, game-winning two-run eighth-inning single into right field in game two for Detroit.

First Tiger with a go-ahead or game-winning RBI in the eighth inning or later within his first two major league games since Omar Infante was credited 

with an eighth-inning game-winning RBI on Sept. 7, 2002, in his big league debut at Yankee Stadium (Elias).

Ripped the first pitch he ever saw in the big leagues into right field for a two-run double, instantly becoming only the sixth Tiger since the RBI became 

a stat in 1920 to record two RBI in his major league debut, the first since Isaac Paredes on Aug. 17, 2020...is the second of the six to accomplish this 

feat on Opening Day, joining Paredes, JaCoby Jones (Aug. 30, 2016), Rob Richie (Aug. 19, 1989), Jake Wood (Opening Day April 11, 1961), Hank 

Riebe (Aug. 26, 1942) and Sammy Hale (April 20, 1920) in turning this trick.

Became the first Tiger ever with two doubles in his major league debut on Opening Day and the second in the history of the franchise with two 

doubles in his major league debut on any day, joining Hank Riebe on Aug. 26, 1942.

McGonigle is the second player in franchise history to collect four hits in his major league debut, joining Billy Bean (April 25, 1987).

At 21 years, 220 days old on Opening Day, he became the second-youngest player in the history of the Tigers franchise to make his major league 

debut in the starting lineup on Opening Day and the youngest in 112 years since starting first baseman George Burns made his major league debut 

on Opening Day April 14, 1914 ... thanks to Elias.

Named to the Opening Day roster at 21 years old, marking the youngest Tigers player to do so since Omar Infante in 2003.

Is a career .308 (208-for-676) hitter in three minor league seasons, collected 51 doubles, six triples, 25 home runs and 130 RBI over that span...also 

drew 123 walks compared to just 84 strikeouts, good for an OBP of .410.
