ON THE FARM...the Mariners own the joint-most Top 100 prospects in Major League Baseball
according to MLB Pipeline (also: Cleveland) with six...INF Colt Emerson (No. 9) leads the way,
followed by LHP Kade Anderson (No. 21), RHP Ryan Sloan (No. 33), OF Lazaro Montes (No. 43),
INF Michael Arroyo (No. 67) and OF Jonny Farmelo (No. 78)...of the Mariners Top 30 prospects
according to Baseball America, 15 will be in Major League Spring Training: Emerson (No. 1 Mariners
prospect), Anderson (No. 2), Montes (No. 3), Sloan (No. 4), Arroyo (No. 5), Farmelo (No. 6), C Luke
Stevenson (No. 7), RHP Teddy McGraw (No. 15), INF Brock Rodden (No. 16), RHP Michael
Morales (No. 17), OF Jared Sundstrom (No. 22), OF Rhylan Thomas (No. 23), OF Victor Labrada
(No. 25), LHP Robinson Ortiz (No. 27) and RHP Charlie Beilenson (No. 28).

Hitting Coach Bobby Magallanes, Senior Director
of Hitting Strategy Edgar Martinez, Hitting Coach Kevin Seitzer, Pitching Coach Pete Woodworth
and First Base Coach Eric Young Jr....joining the staff this season are Third Base Coach Carlos
Cardoza, Major League Field Coordinator Jake McKinley and Bullpen Coach Austin Nola....
Fleming Baez and Justin Novak both return as Bullpen Catchers.

FELIX HERNANDEZ MAKES MAJOR GAINS IN ROAD TO COOPERSTOWN...Mariners Hall of
Famer Félix Hernandez earned 46.1% (196-0f-425) votes in 2026 Hall of Fame Balloting, up from
20.6% in his first year of eligibility...the 25.5% rise in percentage is the largest by any returning
candidate since 1967, finishing percentage points ahead of Hall of Famer Luis Aparicio (1982-
83)...Hernandez will look to join Ichiro Suzuki, Edgar Martinez and Ken Griffey Jr. as the players
enshrined with a Mariners cap in Cooperstown in the coming years.

OPENING HOMESTAND FESTIVITIES...the Mariners are set to open the 2026 season against
the Cleveland Guardians on March 26 at 7:10 pm...key promotions and events during the opening
homestand include the 2025 AL West Champions banner unveiling on March 26, AL West
Champs Replica Banner Night on March 27 and Cal Raleigh “60 Home Run” Bobblehead Night
on March 28...the opening series will also feature two nationally televised games: Friday, March 27
(Apple TV+) and Sunday, March 29 (Peacock)...tickets are available at Mariners.com/Tickets.

CELEBRATING 50 SEASONS OF MARINERS BASEBALL...the Mariners announced that they
will be celebrating 50 seasons of Mariners Baseball all season, culminating with the 50 Seasons
Celebration Weekend from Aug. 7-9...the Mariners are set to reveal and honor the Top 50 greatest
players in Mariners history on Saturday, Aug. 8 during a pregame ceremony...50 seasons events and
information can be found at Mariners.com/50.

MARINERS TO RETIRE RANDY JOHNSON’S NUMBER 51...the Mariners are set to retire Randy
Johnson’s #51 on Saturday, May 2...he will join fellow Hall of Famers Ken Griffey Jr. (#24), Edgar
Martinez (#11), Ichiro Suzuki (#51) and Jackie Robinson (#42) as the only numbers retired by the
Mariners...Johnson will be the 14th player in MLB history to have his number retired by multiple
teams, and his and Ichiro’s #51 will be the 8th number to be retired by the same team for multiple
players (in addition to #42 which is retired across Major League Baseball).

ICHIRO STATUE SET TO BE UNVEILED APRIL 10...a statue honoring Hall of Famer Ichiro Suzuki
is set to be unveiled near the right field gate on April 10...the first chance for fans to see the statue
is at that night’'s game against the Houston Astros, where the first 40,000 in attendance will receive
a replica statue, courtesy of BDA...tickets are still available at Mariners.com/Tickets.

HEY RICK AND GARY...the Mariners are set to play their first game of 2026 today against their
complex mate the Padres...Seattle is coming off a historic season, capturing their 4th division
title in club history (also: 1995, 1997 & 2001) and making the deepest Postseason run in team
history, reaching game 7 of the American League Championship Series, but...DID YOU KNOW?...
