2011 - Houston Astros Chairman and CEO
Drayton McLane Jr. announces that he
has reached definitive agreement with a
group headed by Houstonian Jim Crane
for the sale of the Houston Astros Base-
ball Club..McLane and Crane officially
signed the agreement at Daikin Park
prior to the announcement...the sale of
the ballclub would not be finalized until
approved by Major League Baseball own-
ership, which came on Nov. 17, 2011.

TONIGHT'S GAME: The Astros will play the pen-
ultimate game of their seven-game homestand
tonight as they continue the Silver Boot Series,
presented by the Texas Lottery, against the in-state
rival Rangers...RHP Kai-Wei Teng, who's making
his second consecutive turnin the rotation, will get
the start for Houston tonight opposite the veteran
starter RHP Jacob deGrom and the Rangers.

TONIGHT'S ASTROS STARTER: RHP Kai-WeiTeng
has split his season between the bullpen (13g) and
rotation (2 starts), posting a 3.12 ERA (9ER/261P),
a.211 opponent average, a 1.08 WHIP and a team-
best 7.7% walk rate..Teng is new to the Astros
organizationin 2026, as he was acquired from San
Francisco on Jan. 29, 2026 in exchange for minor
league catching prospect Jancel Villarroel...a na-
tive of Taiwan, Teng is the second Taiwanese-born
player to appear with the Astros in their history,
joining RHP Chia Jen-Lo, who made 19 relief ap-
pearances with the Astros in 2013.

THE SILVER BOOT SERIES: The Astros and Rang-
ers have played each other 293 timesin the regular
seasonin their franchise histories, with the Astros
edging out the Rangers in the all-time advantage
147-146...recently, the Astros have had the upper
hand, winning or splitting nine straight season
series, going 94-51against the Rangers since the
start of the 2017 season...note: the Silver Boot
Trophy will be on display for the entirety of the se-
riesin the Centerfield Team Store at Daikin Park.

BEST INTEXAS: 2B Jose Altuve has 37 home runs
and 100 RBIin his career vs. the Rangers, which are
his most vs. any opponent...all-time in MLB history
opposite the Rangers, Altuve ranks fifth in runs
scored (143), tied for seventh in homers, and eighth
in hits (241)...all-time leaderboards vs. TEX below:

Forces Appreciation Weekend, a ceremonial first
pitch, made possible by Houston Area Chevy
Dealers, will be thrown out by former U.S. Navy
Petty Officer Mark Tyson..Tyson completed two
Western Pacific deployments to the Persian Gulf
in 2000 and 2002, and supported major operations
including Operation Enduring Freedom, Operation
Iragi Freedom and Operation Southern Watch. For
his dedicated service and sacrifice, he was award-
ed numerous military honors.

TODAY’S STREETFEST: The Astros will host the
first-ever Rodeo Street Fest, presented by Jim
Beam, today at Daikin Park...the spirit of the rodeo
will be brought to the ballpark for a full day of fun,
flair and Astros baseball...this unique celebration
will blend America’s pastime with Texas charm...
all fans must have a valid game ticket for tonight
to access the Rodeo Street Festival.

AIR YORDAN: DH Yordan Alvarez is batting .321
(54x168) with 11 doubles, 14 HR, 30 RBl and a 1.068
OPS (431 0BP/.637 SLG)...in the AL, he ranks first
in total bases (107), first in XBH (25), first in OBP,
second in OPS, second in SLG, tied for second in
RBI, third in hits, third in batting average, tied for
fourth in HR, and tied for eighth in walks (29).

LAST NIGHT'S SHUTOUT WIN: The Astros blanked
the Rangersin the opener of the Silver Boot Series
last night by a score of 2-0...RHP Spencer Arri-
ghetti (OER/71IP) was great in his outing, as he
took a no-hitterinto the 8th enroute to the win...3B
Isaac Paredes hit a solo homer in the 3rd, while
SS Braden Shewmake ripped an 8th-inning RBI
single for the Astros two runs scored last night...
LHP Bryan King (OER/1.2IP) picked up his fourth
save of the season.

HOT SPAGHETTI: Last night's Astros starter RHP
Spencer Arrighetti made his season debut on
April 15 and has since gone 5-1 with a 1.50 ERA
(6ER/36IP) and a .176 opponent average in six
starts...among all AL pitchers with at least 35.0
innings, Arrighetti ranks second in ERA (1.88)
and third in opponent average (.176), and despite
making his first three starts at the Triple A level,
Arrighetti ranks tied for third in the AL in wins (5).

POSTING: The Astros have used 46 different line-
upsin their 46 gamesin 2026.. LF Yordan Alvarez
has started every game, while 1B Christian Walker
has played in every game, making 45 starts.

THE SHEW FITS: SS Braden Shewmake went
x4 last night, which extended his current hitting
streak to a career-long 10 games, which ties as the
longest active streak in the Majors...Shewmake has
hit .366 (15x41) with three homers and a 976 OPS
in 15 games since being acquired by the Astros in
a trade from the Yankees on April 19.

CLIMBING THE CHARTS: 2B Jose Altuve has ex-
actly 900 career RBI, making him the fifth playerin
franchise history to reach that mark...he also has
238 career homers as a second baseman, needing
one more to tie Lou Whitaker for seventh place
all-time in MLB history among second basemen.

TAP THE HELMET: Astros batters lead the Majors
in successful ABS challenges with 30 won in 52
total challenges (58% successful)...2B Jose Altuve
leads all Major League players in challenges won,
as he'swon nine of 13 challenges (69% successful).

OUT ON REHAB: SS Jeremy Peiia (rt. hamstring
strain), CF Jake Meyers (rt. oblique strain) and LHP
Josh Hader (It. biceps tendinitis) are on rehab as-
signments for Double A Corpus Christi, while RHP

with Triple A Sugar Land...last night, Pefia went Ox5
in a start at shortstop, Meyers DNP, and Hader and
Pearson both tossed 1.0 scoreless inning.

LAST START, MAY 10 AT CIN: Allowed 3 runs on 5 hits with 1 walk and 1 strikeout in 3.0 innings...marked his 2nd start of the season, also, April 28 at BAL.

ABOUT TENG: An offseason acquisition, Teng has transitioned to the Astros starting rotation after making 13 relief appearance s...as a reliever, Teng has impressed with
a 1-1 record and a 1.80 ERA (4ER/20IP) in 13 appearances...prior to moving to the rotation, he ranked 9th in innings (20.0), 7th in opponent batting average (.145) and 11th
in WHIP (0.85) among AL relievers. (min. 15 IP)...of his 13 relief appearances, 9 were for multiple innings, including 6 appearances of 2.0+ innings.

THROWING STRIKES: Has posting just a 7.7% walk percentage, and has walked just 2 hitters in his last 692 innings pitched...has allowed 1 walk in his two combined
starts.

HARD TO HIT: Has limited opponents to a .211 (20x95) opponent average, including a .170 (8x47) average to right-handed hitters..also owns a 1.08 WHIP.

AS A STARTER: Has made 9 career starts, 2 with the Astros this season and 7 with the Giants in 2025...has posted huge strikeout numbers as a starter, fanning 38 hitters
in 30.2 innings pitched for 11.5 strikeouts per 9.0...has 1 career Major League win as a starter, which came on Sept. 1, 2025 at COL (2ER/5.11P).

VS. TEX: Is facing the Rangers for the first time in his career today.

2025 SEASON: Went 2-4 with a 6.37 ERA (21ER/29.2IP) and 39 strikeouts across 8 games (7 starts) with the Giants...appeared in 26 games (4 starts) with Triple A
Sacramento, going 3-2 with a 3.63 ERA, .197 BAA and 89 strikeouts across 57.0 innings.

THE TAIWANESE TENG: The Taiwanese righty was acquired from San Francisco on Jan. 29, 2026 in exchange for catching prospect Jancel Villarroel...has appeared

in parts of 3 seasons with the Giants (2024-25) and Astros (2026) making 24 career Major League appearances...upon pitching for the Astros this season, he became the
2nd Taiwanese-born player to appear with the Astros in their history, joining RHP Chia Jen-Lo, who made 19 relief appearances with the Astros in 2013.

TIDES TURNING: Has gone 2-0 with a 1.42 ERA (1ER/6.1IP) in his last 6 games dating back to April 24...prior to this hot streak, posted a 14.73 ERA (12ER/7.1IP) in his
first 9 games of the season.

VS. TEX: Has made 29 career regular-season appearances vs. the Rangers, the most among current Astros pitchers and tied for 4th-most among active players...has
struck out 35 batters through 30.0 career innings vs. TEX while posting a 4.20 ERA (14ER/30IP)...his 10.50 SO/9IP vs. TEX ranks 8th among active pitchers (min. 30
IP)...also appeared in 6 of the 7 games of the 2023 ALCS vs. TEX, posting a 3.00 ERA (1ER/3IP) with 4 strikeouts and a .100 opponent average (1x10) through his first 4
apps of the series, before surrendering 3 runs through 2.0 innings in the final 2 apps.

ALL-TIME ASTRO RANKINGS: With his outing on April 24 vs. NYY, he reached 338.0 career innings, passing RHP Octavio Dotel for the 10th-most innings by a
reliever in Astros history...currently has 343.1 IP, with RHP Xavier Hernandez next on the all-time list at 371.2 innings...also among Astros relievers all time, he ranks 4th
in strikeouts (469) and 7th in apps. (332).

DAIKIN PARK RANKINGS: Is 1.0 inning from matching RHP Ryan Pressly (179.1) for the 4th-most innings pitched by a reliever in Daikin Park history...is also 3
strikeouts from matching RHP Octavio Dotel (247) for the 2nd-most strikeouts by a reliever in Daikin Park history.

CAREER: In 332 career games with the Astros, he's recorded a 2.88 ERA (110ER/343.1P) with 469 strikeouts, a 1.21 WHIP, 12.29 -K/9 and a 0.76 HR/9...since 2019, he
ranks 1st in strikeouts and 2nd in appearances among active AL relievers.
