ADMISSION TO ANGEL STADIUM:  Media will need to enter the ballpark through Gate 3, located to the 
right of the Angels home plate Team Store. The Media Entrance opens four hours prior to game time 
(three hours prior to day games).
CREDENTIALS: To obtain season-long and daily media credentials, an application must be submitted 
via the MLB credentialing website, credentials.mlb.com by the outlet affiliation manager. Credentials 
will be issued only to legitimate news-gathering agencies. For daily credentials, requests, which also 
must be made through MLB’s credential website are required to be made at least 24 hours in advance 
of weekday games and by 5 p.m. on the previous Friday for weekend games. 
Credentials will be available for pickup at Gate 3 security checkpoint, which opens four hours prior to 
game time (three hours before day games). Please make certain all credential requests are confirmed 
by the Communications office prior to arrival at the stadium. Identification will be required to claim the 
passes. Media members with BBWAA credentials should notify Angels Communications when planning 
to cover a contest to reserve a seat in the press box. ALL CREDENTIALS ARE NON-TRANSFERABLE; ANY 
UNAUTHORIZED USE WILL BE CAUSE FOR CONFISCATION OF CREDENTIAL AND EJECTION FROM ANGEL 
STADIUM.
PARKING: Media must enter Angel Stadium through the Orangewood Media/VIP/Bus entrance and 
park in the designated media parking lot, as directed by the Angels parking attendants. Parking is 
free of charge with valid credentials. Season credential holders will be required to present their 
Angels season credentials or BBWAA season credentials at the entrance of the media parking lot. 
If attending on a single game basis, parking is included with approval of your daily credential request. 
Media members attending on a daily credential basis will have their names placed on the club’s media 
parking list. If arrangements are not made, a parking fee may be charged and no refunds can be given.
PRESS BOX: The Press Box is located on the Club Level. After entering through Gate 3, proceed  to the 
elevators located behind the Red Awning on your left or utilize the ramps to access the Club Level.

If a 
comment or interpretation from the umpire crew chief is needed, a pool reporter may be assigned.
INTERVIEW ROOM: Following each home game, the Angels manager is scheduled to meet with the 
media approximately 10 minutes after the final out in the club’s interview room. Media wishing to 
participate should enter through the doors directly across from the clubhouse elevators. 
PHOTOGRAPHY: Photo credentials are issued in the same manner as media credentials. Due to limited 
photo locations, it is impossible to allow freelance photographers or photo wire services access unless 
assigned by a legitimate newsgathering agency. 
INTERVIEWS: Requests for interviews needing advance preparation or special accommodation by an 
Angels player or staff member are to be directed to the Angels Communications Department. This 
includes all live television interviews for pre-game and post-game as well as all on-field requests prior 
to batting practice.
NO AUTOGRAPHS: ANY MEMBER OF THE MEDIA REQUESTING AUTOGRAPHS OR PERSONAL

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In May of 2003, Arte and Carole Moreno were introduced as the third 
owners in Angels franchise history and their impact was immediate.  
The Morenos have guided the franchise to six A.L. West Division titles 
and 17 seasons drawing over three million fans, resulting in a total 
home attendance of over 55 million fans.  In July of 2018, Arte received 
the distinct honor of being elected to the Board of Directors for the 
National Baseball Hall of Fame and Museum in Cooperstown, NY.

Arte and Carole's focus is balanced between baseball, business 
operations and fan experience.  During their tenure, the Morenos' 

support of the baseball operations department has resulted in the acquisition of many key players, 
including Hall of Famer Vladimir Guerrero, three-time N.L. MVP Albert Pujols, nine-time Gold Glover 
Torii Hunter, 2009 World Series MVP Hideki Matsui, 2005 A.L. Cy Young Award winner Bartolo 
Colón, and several others. In 2019, the Morenos signed three-time A.L. MVP Mike Trout to a record-
setting 12-year contract extension effectively keeping the 10-time All-Star a member of the Halos 
for the remainder of his historic career. Additionally, in December of 2017, the Morenos oversaw 
the successful recruitment of two-way player and future Rookie of the Year and MVP Shohei Ohtani. 

During the family’s tenure, the organization has also continued to cultivate players from its farm 
system. Their dedication has paid dividends in the development of significant current players such as 
Trout, David Fletcher, Taylor Ward, Jared Walsh, Jose Suarez and Reid Detmers with prospects Zach 
Neto, Ky Bush and Ben Joyce on the Major League horizon.

Over the past 20 years, Arte and Carole have strengthened the Club’s commitment to local 
communities and beyond.  In 2004, the Morenos established the Angels Baseball Foundation 
concentrating on investments in education, health care, arts & sciences and community-related 
youth programs to experience the positive attributes of baseball.  The Foundation distributes annual 
grants to various youth programs within Southern California.  The Angels Scholars program works 
with the Orange County Office of Education and the college preparatory AVID program to award 
several annual college scholarships. Since purchasing the Club in 2003, the Morenos, the Angels and 
the Angels Baseball Foundation have contributed over $20 million to various charitable efforts with a 
primary focus in the Orange County area. 

In 2010, the Angels were privileged to host their third All-Star Game (also 1967 & 1989).  In 
conjunction with MLB’s All-Star Legacy Fund, the foundation funded renovation of softball fields at 
Anaheim’s Pioneer Park (into the MLB Angels All-Star Complex) as well as the special-surfaced field for 
the Miracle League of Orange County for disabled youth. Prior to the 2022 season, the Angels Baseball 
Foundation, while partnering with Magical Builders and Anaheim Hills Little League, completely 
renovated two local little league fields, complete with new pitching mounds, backstops, 75 tons of 
infield mix and 6,500 square feet of hybrid-Bermuda grass. The Foundation regularly donates tickets, 
memorabilia and ballpark experiences to the various groups and fundraisers.

In addition to their responsibilities with the Angels and various committees within MLB, the 
Morenos were part of ownership of the former Single-A Salt Lake Trappers of the Pioneer League. 
Under their leadership, the Trappers won three championships. Arte and Carole were also original 
investors in the Arizona Diamondbacks (including their 2001 World Series championship) and in a 
partnered ownership of the NBA’s Phoenix Suns.  

The Moreno family is also active in their own philanthropic efforts.  In 1997, they established the 
Moreno Family Foundation to support nonprofit organizations focusing on youth and education as 
well as investing in educational scholarships in K-8, high school and college. Their favorite charities 
include St. Vincent de Paul, St. Mary’s Food Bank, the Barrow Neurological Institute, Boys & Girls 
Clubs, UMOM Homeless Shelters, American Heart Association and Fresh Start Women’s Foundation.  
The Morenos were previously members of the Little League Foundation’s Board of Trustees, which 
assists Little Leagues in every state and more than 70 other countries. For her continued philanthropic 
efforts, Carole Moreno was honored by the Girl Scouts of Orange County as their 2019 G.I.R.L. (Go-
Getter, Innovator, Risk-Taker, Leader) honoree. 

Carole was born in Reno, NV, and moved often as the daughter of a career Air Force man.  She spent 
much of her youth in Fredonia, KS, and went on to earn a degree in journalism from the University 
of Kansas. Arte is a native of Tucson, AZ, and served his country in Vietnam as a member of the U.S. 
Army.  After his tour of duty, he attended the University of Arizona, graduating with a degree in 
marketing.  In 2005, Time Magazine selected Moreno as one of the ‘25 Most Influential Hispanics in 
America’ and was named by Bloomberg News' inaugural list of 100 Influential Latinos in 2022. Arte 
and Carole are the parents of three children.

OWNERSHIPARTE & CAROLE MORENO
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Dennis Kuhl begins his 20th season with the Angels after joining the Club 
on November 10, 2003.  He was initially appointed as the Angels’ seventh 
President before a promotion to Chairman on November 14, 2009.   
Kuhl’s focus centers on renewed efforts in the area of civic affairs and  
community outreach. Kuhl also oversees the Angels’ flagship radio station 
AM830 and serves as the President of the Angels Baseball Foundation.

Under his leadership, the Angels have shown tremendous growth 
and advancement in key business initiatives, including sponsorship and 

marketing revenues, as well as nationwide expansion and promotion of the Angels' brand.  Kuhl 
also played a key role in working with Major League Baseball in hosting of the 2010 All-Star 
Game.

Kuhl is actively involved in several Southern California charities. A founding board member of 
The Pacific Club IMPACT Foundation/Lott Trophy, Kuhl works with Susan G. Komen for the Cure 
serving as one of the “Pink Tie Guys,” a select group of advocates speaking out to find a cure for 
breast cancer.  Additionally, he is a member of the President's Advisory Committee for Cypress 
College and serves on the advisory boards for the South County Outreach, Anaheim YMCA, 
Rivals For The Cure, Irvine Public School Foundation, Kindervision, and the Angels Baseball 
Foundation Board of Directors.  

A champion of community involvement, Kuhl’s efforts span across Orange County and 
beyond.  He is a member of the Board of Governors at Chapman University and on the board of 
directors for several nonprofits: The Los Angeles Sports Council, Boys and Girls Clubs of Greater 
Anaheim-Cypress, The Tiger Woods Foundation, the Noble Vikings Charity of Orange County, 
the Alzheimer’s Association of Orange County, Abound Food Care and the Angels RBI (Reviving 
Baseball in Inner Cities) program. He also sits on the Board of Directors for Servite High School 
as well as the Advisory Board for the Tiger Wood Foundation. 

A Boonton, NJ native, Kuhl graduated from the University of Arizona in 1970 with a degree 
in business administration.  In honor of his late father, he established the Bud Kuhl Wood 
Bat Invitational in 2007 with annual proceeds donated to local charities.  Kuhl also initiated 
scholarships in his father's name to the Eller School of Management at the University of Arizona.  
In 2009, he was named the "Business Man of the Year" by the Anaheim Chamber of Commerce.  
Kuhl currently resides in Newport Beach.

CHAIRMANDENNIS KUHL
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John Carpino was named the eighth president in Angels' history 
November 14, 2009.  He oversees all areas of business, sales, 
marketing, finance and communications. Carpino’s top priority is fan 
value and experience in all areas of the game including concessions, 
merchandise, promotions and ticketing.  As the principal executive 
in charge of business operations, he has helped welcome over three 
million fans through Angel Stadium turnstiles during 17 different 
seasons. He was also an integral part of Angel Stadium hosting 
the 2010 MLB All-Star Game and oversaw the negotiations for the 

extension of the Club’s television agreement with FOX Sports West, now known as Bally 
Sports West.  ESPN The Magazine rated the Angels as the #1 MLB franchise in nine of 
Carpino’s first 11 years with the organization.

The Chicago native continues to create value for fans, focusing not only on the game 
inside the lines, but on the entire ballpark experience. He has guided the Angel brand 
with a focus on affordable pricing while providing a quality family environment, including 
continual stadium improvements and enhancements.  Under his leadership, Carpino’s staff 
has also established Angel Stadium as one of the premiere destinations in California for 
non-baseball events such as concerts, Supercross, Monster Jam and corporate events.  

As one of the initial executives appointed by Owner Arte Moreno after purchasing the 
Club, the 2023 season marks Carpino’s 20th with the team, having previously held the post 
of Senior Vice President.  Carpino has led the Angels to unprecedented financial growth 
in sponsorship, marketing and ticketing.  He also assisted in the acquisition of high-profile 
players such as 2021 A.L. MVP Shohei Ohtani and 3-time MVP Albert Pujols as well as the 
historic 12-year contract extension for three-time MVP Mike Trout.

His vision and creativity have brought an emphasis on the Angels’ heritage with a 
reintroduction of the Club's Hall of Fame and hosting of fan events and celebration of team 
history.  Popular giveaways have included several world record-breaking items and those 
showcasing the popularity of the Rally Monkey.  His efforts continue to create a brand that 
remains connected to its rich tradition while elevating the Angels Organization on a global 
level. 

Carpino’s promotion followed six seasons as the Angels Senior Vice President of Sales 
and Marketing during which he oversaw all aspects of marketing, promotions and ticket 
sales.  He began his professional career in 1982 in the billboard industry, including stints 
in Tucson, Chicago, Phoenix and Los Angeles.  In 1985, he joined Moreno at Outdoor 
Systems, a billboard company (which later 
became Viacom Outdoor in 2000 and CBS 
Outdoor in 2005) and spent 18 years in the 
Phoenix and Los Angeles markets. Carpino 
oversaw $200 million in sales for the  
western region. Carpino is a 1982 graduate 
of the University of Arizona with a degree in 
business administration.  

In 2017, he was inducted into the National 
Italian American Sports Hall of Fame. 

He and wife Elizabeth are involved in 
numerous charitable efforts throughout 
Southern California and support the Angels 
Baseball Foundation.  John and Elizabeth 
have three children and reside in Laguna Beach.

PRESIDENTJOHN CARPINO
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Dana Wells joined the Angels in late 2019 as Executive Vice President, 
a role which focuses on all aspects of the Club’s business efforts, 
including, business development, sponsorship, ticket sales and special 
projects.  	

Wells brought with him a successful track record of over 27 years of 
sales experience in the outdoor advertising industry. Starting in 1992 
as an Account Executive with Outdoor System, he quickly grew through 
the ranks making stops as Sales Manager and General Manager of the 

Kentucky, Florida and New York markets. Following an impressive tenure in New York, he was 
promoted to National Sales Director in which he managed not only the company’s national sales 
efforts but also the day-to-day business operations of the New York market.

As the company’s ownerships changed hands over the years, Wells continued to climb the 
corporate ranks. In 2003, under the Infinity and Viacom ownership groups, Wells moved back 
to Atlanta where he was named Vice President of the Southeast region. Four years later, the 
Phoenix native was promoted to President of the Outdoor Division for CBS Outdoor, a position 
he held until 2013.

Defensive Player of the Year his senior year at University of Arizona and is a two-time Morris 
Trophy Defensive Lineman of the Year, an award selected by the opposing players annually for 
the best offensive and defensive linemen in the conference.  Wells won this prestigious award 
twice, making him one of three to ever win the award multiple times.  

Wells also currently is on the Board of Directors for The Pacific Club IMPACT Foundation.  
Dana and his wife, Susie, reside in Newport Beach with their daughter Kaia.

EXECUTIVE VICE PRESIDENTDANA WELLS
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Molly Jolly became the highest-ranking woman in the Angels 
organization in just her third year with the team (2003) and remains an 
integral part of the primary operations of the Club.  She is in her 23rd 
season with the Angels as Senior Vice President, Finance & Administration. 
Molly spent three years (2001-03) as Director of Finance for the Angels 
and Anaheim Ducks before her current appointment. 

A native of Naples, Florida, Molly oversees all financial matters, including

A 1988 graduate of Holy Cross with a Bachelor of Arts degree in Economics/Accounting, Molly 
graduated from the Anderson School at UCLA with a master's degree in Business Administration 
in 1999.  Molly is the Chair of the Board of Directors for the Girl Scouts of Orange County 
and a past Board Member and Treasurer for CASA (Court Appointed Special Advocates) and 
Friends of CASA, as well as a sustaining member of the Junior League of Orange County.  In

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Perry Minasian became the 13th General Manager in franchise history on 
Nov. 12, 2020 when he agreed to a four-year pact through the 2024 season. 
In his current role, he oversees all aspects of the Club's baseball operations 
efforts. 

Minasian, 42, joined the Angels after a three-year stint (2018-2020) with the 
Atlanta Braves and his impact on the Halos was immediate. Over his three-year 
tenure, Minasian's focus has been on fortifying the Major League roster with 
impact players like Tyler Anderson, Gio Urshela, Hunter Renfroe, Raisel Iglesias, 

Alex Cobb and Noah Syndergaard, while overseeing the advancement of Angels farmhands Patrick 
Sandoval, Jose Suarez and Reid Detmers. 

With a background in player development, Minasian and his staff have also either drafted or acquired 
nine of the Club's top 10 prospects according to MLB.com, including top prospect, catcher Logan 
O'Hoppe who made his Major League debut in 2022. 

Before joining the Angels, Minasian held the title of Senior Vice President of Baseball Operations 
and Assistant General Manager over his final two seasons with Atlanta where he oversaw the day-to-
day responsibilities of the Baseball Operations staff. His primary focus during that time surrounded 
contract negotiations, pro and international scouting and analytics. He was originally hired by Atlanta 
in September of 2017 as Director of Player Personnel before quickly being promoted.

Prior to his time with the Braves, Minasian spent nine seasons (2009-2017) with the Toronto Blue 
Jays, originally joining the organization as a Major League scout. He also served six seasons (2011-2016) 
as Director of Professional Scouting and was a Special Assistant to General Manager Ross Atkins in 2017.

Minasian served as a staff assistant to Rangers manager 
Buck Showalter and the Major League coaching staff from 2003-06 before becoming a Major League 
advance scout during the 2007-08 seasons. 

Perry and his wife, Michelle, have four children, Lola, Minka, Gemma and Cash. His father, Zack, 
worked in professional baseball for over 30 years, including 22 seasons as the Rangers Clubhouse 
Manager. His brother, Calvin, is the Clubhouse Coordinator for the Washington Nationals and brother, 
Zack, is the San Francisco Giants Pro Scouting Director.

Alex Tamin enters his third season with the Angels organization after 
spending the previous three with the Atlanta Braves as Assistant General 
Manager, Major League Operations and six prior seasons with the Los Angeles 
Dodgers as Director, Baseball Operations.

In his role with the Angels, Tamin assists General Manager Perry Minasian 
in all aspects of baseball operations including player evaluation and 
acquisition, contract negotiations, payrolls, research and development, rules 
and regulations and day to day operations of the Major League team. 

Tamin and his wife Jennifer reside in Stevenson Ranch, CA with their sons, Brandon and Matthew, 
and daughter, Brooke.

ASSISTANT GENERAL MANAGERALEX TAMIN

On October 16, 2007, Bill Stoneman assumed the role of Senior Advisor 
following an eight-year stint as the Club's Vice President & General Manager. 

Stoneman’s tenure as Angels’ Vice President & General Manager was the 
longest and most successful in club history. Under Stoneman’s administration, 
the Angels captured a World Series championship in 2002, the franchise’s 
first A.L. West crown in 18 years in 2004, the club’s first-ever back-to-back 
titles (2004-05) and another division championship in 2007. 

Some highlights during his tenure as General Manager include: the 
appointment of Mike Scioscia as Manager in 1999, the acquisition of Adam Kennedy via trade with St. 
Louis in 2000, the acquisition of Chone Figgins via trade in 2000 and the claiming of David Eckstein off 
waivers in 2000. Prior to the 2004 season, Stoneman and the Angels landed 2004 AL MVP Vladimir 
Guerrero and 2005 Cy Young Award winner Bartolo Colón. 

As a player, Stoneman pitched for eight seasons in the major leagues, compiling a 54-85 record 
with 46 complete games, 15 shutouts, five saves and a 4.08 ERA in 245 games (170 starts). He began 
his professional career in 1966 and appeared in the Major Leagues with the Chicago Cubs (1967-68), 
Montreal (1969-73) and California (1974). Stoneman was selected to the 1972 National League All-Star 
team, pitching two innings at the ASG in Atlanta.

Stoneman was the 10th selection by Montreal from Chicago in the 1968 expansion draft. While 
with the Expos, he pitched two no-hitters: against the Philadelphia Phillies at Connie Mack Stadium, 
April 17, 1969, and the New York Mets at Jarry Park, Oct. 2, 1972. Stoneman had his contract sold to 
the Angels April 4, 1974, and posted a 1-8 record and 6.14 ERA in 13 games (11 starts) with California, 
before retiring as a player during that season.

Following his retirement from baseball in 1974, Stoneman joined Royal Trust, a Canadian financial 
institution, first working in Montreal and then in Toronto. He returned to baseball Nov. 14, 1983, 
joining the Expos as Assistant to the President. Stoneman was then appointed Vice President, Baseball 
Administration, Sept. 8, 1984.

A native of Oak Park, Ill., and raised in West Covina, Calif., Stoneman attended Mt. San Antonio 
Junior College in Walnut, Calif. He received a Bachelor of Science (Education) degree from the 
University of Idaho and a Master’s degree in Physical Education from the University of Oklahoma. 
Stoneman was inducted into the University of Idaho Alumni Hall of Fame in Feb. 1998 and, along with 
his wife Diane, endowed a University scholarship for physical education majors in 2005.

Stoneman and his wife Diane reside in Orange, CA.

SENIOR ADVISOR  
TO THE GENERAL MANAGERBILL STONEMAN
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Three-time MVP (2005; 2008-09), 11-time All-Star, two-time World Series 
Champion and member of the 700-Home Run Club, Albert Pujols enters his 
first year as a Special Assistant to the Club following a 22-year Major League 
career. In his current position, he assists the Club in a variety of roles including 
special instruction for both the Major League and minor league clubs. 

Pujols finished his Hall of Fame career after the 2022 season, amassing a 
.296 average, 3,384 hits, 2,218 RBI, 703 home runs and 1,914 runs scored. On 
Sept. 23, 2022 at Dodger Stadium, Pujols connected for his 699th and 700th 

home runs, joining Barry Bonds, Hank Aaron and Babe Ruth as the only players in baseball history 
to hit 700 homers. After making his big league debut in 2001, the 11-time All-Star quickly etched his 
name as one of the greatest players to ever play American's Pastime. He finished his career ranked 
in several of baseball's Top 10 all-time, including hits (9th), doubles (5th), home runs (4th), RBI (2nd), 
games played (5th), average (10th, min. 12,000 PA) and slugging (6th, min. 12,000 PA). From his rookie 
year in 2001 to his retirement in 2022, he led the Majors in hits, home runs, doubles, RBI, walks and 
runs scored. The former first baseman is one of five N.L. players all-time to win an MVP award three 
or more times (also Barry Bonds, Mike Schmidt, Roy Campanella and Stan Musial). Additionally, Pujols 
finished in top five in the MVP voting in each of his first six seasons (finished second on four occasions).

 The 2001 Rookie of the Year and six-time Silver Slugger joined the Angels organization as a player 
prior to the 2012 season. He would go on to reach several of baseball's greatest milestones in a Halo 
uniform, including his 500th (April 22, 2014) and 600th (June 23, 2017) career home runs and the 
prestigious 3,000-hit club (May 4, 2018). On Aug. 10, 2018, he tallied his 1,000th career hit with the 
Angels and became the ninth player ever to amass 1,000 hits in both the A.L. and N.L. At the time of 
his retirement, Pujols ranked in the Angels franchise's Top 10 in hits (9th), doubles (9th), home runs 
(4th), RBI (5th), slugging (10th), runs scored (10th) and games (9th).

 Following his career with the Angels, Pujols would finish the 2021 campaign as a member of the 
Dodgers before returning to St. Louis in 2022 for his 22nd and final season. 

SPECIAL ASSISTANT TO THE CLUBALBERT PUJOLS

16-year Major League veteran Kurt Suzuki joined the Angels front office 
prior to the 2023 season as a Special Assistant to the General Manager. In 
his current position, Suzuki assists GM Perry Minasian in all areas of baseball 
operations. 

The Wailuku, HI native moved from the clubhouse to the front office after 
playing his final Major League season in 2022 as a member of the Angels. 
A second round draft pick by the A's in 2004, Suzuki tallied a .255 career 
average with 295 doubles, 143 home runs and 730 RBI in 1,635 big league 

games. From his first full season in 2008 to his final in 2022, he ranked second in MLB in hits (1,314) 
as a catcher, fourth in runs (544), second in doubles (266), ninth in home runs (131) and third in RBI 
(654). In that span, he was tabbed as an American League All-Star in 2014 and was a member of the 
2019 World Series champion Washington Nationals. 

A product of Cal State Fullerton (6 miles from Angel Stadium), Suzuki helped lead Fullerton to a 
College World Series title in 2004. The backstop delivered a clutch two-out RBI single in bottom of 
the seventh inning to break a 2-2 tie. The Titans would go on to win that game 3-2 over Texas in the 
championship affair. For his efforts that season, he won the Johnny Bench Award as the nation’s top 
collegiate catcher.

Kurt and his wife, Renee, have a daughter Malia, and two sons, Kai and Elijah and reside Redondo 
Beach, CA.

SPECIAL ASSISTANT TO THE 
GENERAL MANAGERKURT SUZUKI
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David Haynes joined the Angels in 2021 as Director, Player Procurement, 
after working for the Toronto Blue Jays for eight seasons, including his final 
three as Manager, Baseball Operations & Professional Scouting. In his role 
with the Blue Jays, he was responsible for working closely with the front 
office and professional scouting department to support the decision-making 
process for all player acquisitions and Major League transactions. He started 
with Toronto as an intern in 2013 and was hired full-time as Coordinator, 
Professional Scouting in 2014. 

Before being hired by the Blue Jays, he held internships with the Washington Nationals, Atlanta 
Braves and MLB Commissioner’s Office. Haynes is a 2012 graduate of the University of Massachusetts

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Wayne Randazzo joined the Angels broadcast team prior to the 2023 
season with close to 20 years of broadcasting experience both at the local 
and national level. In addition to his role in the television booth as a play-
by-play voice with the Angels, he will continue his duties with Apple TV+ 
serving as a play-by-play voice for Friday Night Baseball. 

Randazzo spent the previous four seasons (2019-2022) as a play-by-play 
announcer for the New York Mets on WCBS Radio alongside Howie Rose. He also called 
Mets games on Sportsnet New York and spent four seasons (2015-2018) as the pre- and 
post-game host on the Mets Radio Network.

Randazzo came to New York from Chicago where he worked at CBS Radio with WSCR-AM 
and WBBM-AM as an anchor and talk show host while also hosting pre- and post-game 
shows for the Chicago White Sox. He also served as a play-by-play announcer for various 
sporting events on ESPN, FS1, Big Ten Network, MLB Network, and broadcasts the NFL on 
Sports USA Radio and MLB on Fox. 

A Chicago, Illinois native, Randazzo began his broadcasting career at Arizona State 
University then trans-ferred to North Central College in Naperville, where he called a 
variety of events for WONC – the student radio station – until he graduated in 2007. He 
went on to work for four seasons (2008-2011) as the lead play-by-play voice for the Mobile 
BayBears, the Double-A affiliate of the Arizona Diamondbacks, and three campaigns (2012-
2014) for the Kane County Cougars, then-Single A affiliate of the Kansas City Royals and 
Chicago Cubs.

TELEVISION PLAY BY PLAYWAYNE RANDAZZO

Matt Vasgersian returns to the television booth as a play-by-play voice of 
the Angels for 2023. In addition to the Angels broadcasts, Matt maintains a 
national profile with the MLB Network Showcase including play-by-play in 
the Division Series in October.

The veteran broadcaster has called various regular season and playoff 
baseball telecasts for Fox Sports, including the Saturday “Game of the 

Week from 2014-17 and was the play-by-play caller of ESPN’s Sunday Night Baseball for 
four seasons.  

He was the voice of the San Diego Padres for seven seasons, and prior to that held the 
same role with the Milwaukee Brewers for five seasons. Matt called baseball and softball, 
among other events, for NBC Sports during the 2004 Summer Olympics, his first of five 
Summer/Winter Olympic assignments with NBC. 

In addition to his play-by-play career, Vasgersian is widely known for his 16-year run as 
the voice of the MLB: The Show video games from 2006-2021.

Vasgersian was the first host hired with launch of MLB Network in 2009.  His continuing 
position with MLB includes various programming such as “Hot Stove” and “MLB Tonight,” 
roles for which in 2015 he was nominated for a National Sports Emmy.  

Between 2005-2008, Vasgersian handled weekly NFL play-by-play with Fox Sports, and 
called College Football with their BCS Bowl Package for three seasons.  Close to home, Matt 
served as lead play-by-play announcer with NBC’s coverage of the XFL in 2001, and close to 
home was micside for USC Basketball on Fox Sports West between 2004-06. 

Vasgersian began his baseball broadcasting career with the Huntington Cubs in the 
Appalachian League in 1991, before moving up to the Adv.-A High Desert Mavericks (San 
Diego), El Paso Diablos (Milwaukee), Syracuse Chiefs (Toronto) and Triple-A Tucson Toros 
(Houston). 

A California native, Vasgersian is a graduate of the University of Southern California and 
was an actor in his childhood, appearing on several television shows and films. Vasgersian 
and his wife, Kimberly, reside in New Jersey with their three children.

TELEVISION PLAY BY PLAYMATT VASGERSIAN
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Patrick O’Neal returns for his 10th season covering the Angels for Bally 
Sports West and will rotate as a television play-by-play broadcaster in 2023 
while also hosting pre- and postgame shows as he provides fans with in-
depth coverage of various Angels game. 

O’Neal, a fixture in Southern California sports for over 20 years, expanded 
his role in the Bally Sports West broadcast booth, calling select games 

alongside Mark Gubicza during the 2021 and 2022 season, which included being on the call 
for Reid Detmers’ no-hitter. 

In addition to his network baseball assignments, O’Neal also covers the Los Angeles Kings 
for Bally Sports West. He has worked the sidelines for NFL games on FOX and also provided 
NFL and College Football game breaks in 2013 and 2014.

A Southern California native, O’Neal has been recognized with six LA Area Emmy Award 
nominations for Outstanding Sports Reporting, taking home wins in 2018 and 2006. In 2018, 
O’Neal was also named by the SoCal Sports Broadcasters Association as the Top Pre- and 
Postgame Host, an award he has won five times.

He attended the University of La Verne in Southern California, where he studied 
communications and journalism. He currently lives in Los Angeles with his wife, Summer, 
and is the proud father of two daughters, Veronica, and Sophia.

TELEVISION PLAY BY PLAYPATRICK O’NEAL

Former Major League Baseball veteran Mark Gubicza is entering his 22nd 
year with Bally Sports West. This season will mark his 17th year of providing 
color commentary for Angels broadcasts. Gubicza will also continue as an 
analyst for the Angels’ pre- and post- 
game shows, “Angels Live”, which he 
has done for the past 18 seasons.

Gubicza previously co-hosted the FS Baseball Report, 
which aired nationally on Fox Sports, previewing future 
matchups, and breaking down current standings in 
the league. In 2004, Gubicza provided analysis for 
Minnesota Twins games from Los Angeles. He made his 
first television appearance as an analyst for FSN in April 
2000 on Baseball Today and the National Sports Report. 
He also hosted the Southern California Baseball Report 
on AM570 for three years.

In his professional baseball career, Gubicza spent 14 
seasons in the Major Leagues. Drafted in 1981, he went 
on to spend 13 seasons with the Kansas City Royals, 
becoming a World Series Champion in 1985 and 20-game 
winner in 1988. In both 1988 and 1989, he was named 
to the AL All-Star team. He finished his career with the 
Angels in 1997. To honor his many accomplishments on 
the field, he was named to the Kansas City Royals Hall of 
Fame as well as the Pennsylvania Hall of Fame in 2006. 
He was also named to the Missouri Sports Hall of Fame, 
class of 2010. 

Gubicza and his wife, Lisa, live in Chatsworth, Calif. and have three children, Nicolette, Chad 
and Ashley.

MARK GUBICZA
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Terry Smith enters his 22nd season on the Angels flagship radio station and 
14th as the Angels lead play-by-play announcer. His 22 seasons in the booth 
make Smith the longest tenured broadcaster in club history.

Smith joined the Angels in 2002 after serving as the radio voice of the New 
York Yankees Triple-A affiliate Columbus Clippers for 19 seasons. From 1983-
97, Smith also served as Sports Director on WBNS AM in Columbus, Ohio and 

was simply known as “The Voice” serving as play-by-play announcer for the Ohio State University 
Football and Basketball Radio Network from 1986-97. Smith was recognized three times by the 
Ohio Associated Press for his sportscasts and WBNS AM was named the Outstanding Sports 
Operation in Ohio six times by the Associated Press.

Smith started his baseball broadcasting career in 1978, calling games for the Jacksonville Suns 
and later called games for the Memphis Chicks from 1981-82. At Memphis, Smith also worked as 
the Sports Director on WHBQ AM, anchoring sports on the morning and afternoon drive shows.

The Philadelphia native attended Temple University, where he played collegiate club 
hockey, as well as Jones College in Jacksonville, Fla. which has produced the likes of actors Joe 
Piscapo and Jay Thomas. In February 2002, Smith made his on-screen debut as a broadcaster 
in the baseball movie A Little Inside, which aired on HBO and Showtime. He assists in Angels 
Community Relations with appearances and has served as Honorary Chair of the Orange County 
Learning for Life’s Exploring program. Smith and his wife, Sonia, have one son Jordan and a 
daughter-in-law Natalia.  The Smiths reside in Queen Creek, AZ.

Mark Langston enters his 11th full season on the Angels broadcast team 
after joining Terry Smith on the air as an analyst on a part-time basis during 
the 2012 regular season.  During the 2019 season, Langston announced two 
games for the “MLB Game of the Week Live on YouTube” on July 29th (Angels 
vs Detroit) and September 10th (Angels vs Cleveland).  

Langston pitched 16 seasons at the Major League level, including eight with 
the Angels. He was originally drafted by Seattle in the 1981 draft and pitched for the Mariners 
(1984-89) and Montreal Expos (1989) before joining the Angels prior to the 1990 season. On 
Apr. 11, 1990 Langston and Mike Witt combined to pitch the eighth no-hitter in Angels history 
and the first combined no-hitter in club history. He pitched to an 88-74 record with a 3.97 ERA 
in his eight seasons with the Angels before finishing his career with the San Diego Padres (1998) 
and Cleveland Indians (1999). A four-time All-Star, Langston also won seven Gold Glove Awards, 
including five straight from 1991-95 with the Angels.

After retiring, Langston became the head baseball coach at Orange Lutheran High School 
where he guided the Lancers to a playoff berth in 2002. In Nov. 2018, Langston was inducted 
into the San Jose Sports Hall of Fame.

A native of San Diego, Langston resides with his wife, Michelle. The couple has two daughters, 
Katie and Gabrielle.

KWKW ESPN Deportes (1330 AM) is in its 
16th year as the Spanish-language play-by-play 
home of the Los Angeles Angels. 

In 1941, at the beginning of World War 
II, the Federal Communications Commission 
awarded KWKW its license to broadcast 
and inform the Hispanic population of 
Los Angeles the news about the war. This 
took place from the basement of a hotel 
on Colorado Street in Pasadena. At a later 
date KWKW moved to 800 Sierra Madre 
Villa in Pasadena, where many of today’s famous announcers began their careers in  
Spanish radio.

In 1962 Lotus Communications Corporation bought KWKW. Since that time Howard 
Kalmenson, owner and founder of Lotus Communications, has been able to acquire 24 radio 
stations which broadcast in English and Spanish as well as Lotus Hispanic Reps, a National Rep 
firm with offices across the country. All this was possible because of KWKW.

In January 1989, when KWKW switched from 1300 to 1330 on the AM dial, the broadcast 
coverage area more than doubled. KWKW is one of the leading Spanish language radio 
stations in the United States. An excellent signal, popular personalities, outstanding news, 
sports and in-depth public service and community involvement guarantee KWKW’s long-term 
success in the dominant Mexican and Latino communities of Los Angeles.

Rolando “El Veloz” Gonzalez returns in 2023 as the Angels Spanish radio 
broadcaster on KWKW. 

Over the course of his broadcasting career, Gonzalez has handled play-
by-play and color commentating on both radio & television in six World 
Cups (1970, 1974, 1978, 1982, 1990 and 1994) and three Summer Olympic 
Games (Mexico City - 1968, Montreal - 1976 and Los Angeles -1984). He has 

been the official Spanish voice of the LA Galaxy since the inaugural 1996 MLS season and has 
also called NBA games for the Los Angeles Clippers.

Born in Guatemala, Gonzalez has more than 55 years of sportscasting and commentating 
experience. He was a radio commentator in Guatemala, El Salvador, Nicaragua, Honduras 
and Panama from 1973 to 1981. Gonzalez was the radio voice for multiple Central American 
Championship Tournaments, was the “Official Spanish Voice” of the Los Angeles Raiders; 
and has called the National Basketball Championships in Guatemala and Pan American 
Games in Central America.

In addition, he currently works for Radio Nuevo Mundo, TGW and Radio Fabulosa in 
Guatemala. He also can be heard on KTNQ 1020 AM, KQ 1540 AM and ESPN Deportes in 
Los Angeles.

SPANISH RADIO BROADCASTERROLANDO GONZALEZ
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the name, logo, and colors

The Los Angeles Angels baseball team was 
created in 1960 as an expansion franchise, and 
played their first game in 1961. Named “Angels” 
for the English translation and nickname (“The 
City of Angels”) of the city, the club remained 
in Los Angeles from 1961-65, before moving 
to Anaheim in 1966. The organization officially 
became the California Angels in Sept. 1965 to 
coincide with a uniform change the following 
season, and has remained in Anaheim since the 
move in 1966. On Nov. 19, 1996, the California 
Angels were renamed the Anaheim Angels in 
a press conference held at Anaheim Stadium 
to also announce a uniform change. On Jan. 
3, 2005, the team announced its official name 
to be the Los Angeles Angels of Anaheim. The 
inclusion of Los Angeles reflects the original 
expansion name and returns the Angels as 
Major League Baseball’s American League 
representative in the Greater Los Angeles 
territory. The team is now known as the Los 
Angeles Angels.

On Jan. 9, 2002, the Angels unveiled their 
new official team colors and logos featuring red 
as the dominant color for the first time in club 
history. The announcement represented the 
seventh uniform change in franchise history. 
The look to the Angels logo and uniforms 
captures the tradition of Angels baseball and 
a contemporary “back to basics” flare. The 
logo features the signature halo surrounding 
the ‘A,’ while the uniforms are reminiscent of 
decades past.

The Angels selected red, dark red, navy and 
silver as their colors. The red and navy that 
have been the team’s official colors since the 
inaugural season have been maintained. The 
official Angels logo consists of the block letter 

‘A’ in red, including dark red shading along the 
outside of the left side, inside the right side 
and bottom of the cross of the ‘A.’ A silver halo 
circles the top of the ‘A,’ filled with navy. The 
same navy outlines the ‘A’ as well as the halo.

Both home and road uniforms follow the 
traditional look of jerseys past. The club 
wears red belts, red stirrups and red shoes.   
Helmets are similar in color and logo to the 
home and road cap. Large numerals in red 
outlined in blue and silver with the players 
last name in red outlined in blue and silver will 
appear on the back of all jerseys. A smaller 
number in red outlined in blue and silver 
appears below the script on the left side of  
all jerseys, except for the Spring Training jersey. 

The Angels home uniforms include a red cap 
and bill, official club logo and red button. Jersey 
is button down, white in color, with red piping 
around neck and arms. Red ANGELS script 
appears on front, with silver halo circling top of 
the ‘A’. Script is outlined in blue and silver. Pants 
are white with red piping down each leg.

The Angels road uniforms include a red cap 
and bill, official club logo and red button. Jersey 
is button down, gray in color, with red piping 
around neck and sleeves. Red ANGELS appears 
on front, with silver halo circling top of the ‘A’. 
Script is outlined in blue and silver. Pants are 
gray with red piping down each leg.

The Angels alternate uniform used for home 
or road games includes a red cap and bill, 
official club logo and red button. Jersey is 
button down, red in color, with silver piping 
around neck and arms. Red ANGELS script will 
appear on front, with silver halo circling top of 
‘A’. Script is outlined in blue and silver.

The 
diamond, which surrounds the number on the 
front of the jersey, is another tribute to popular 
surf culture brands.  

Sleeve Patch:  The patch pays tribute to 
the early railway that connected Southern 

California, bringing those from all over to enjoy 
the coast.  Palm fronds peak from behind 
the “A,” a reflection of the familiar foliage 
throughout the area.  

Stripes:  Two asymmetrical stripes featured 
on the left sleeve draw inspiration from the 
sleek and simple design of retro surfboards.  

Cap:  Balancing the sandy cream with fiery 
red akin to a summer sunset, the two-toned cap 
from New Era and helmet by Rawlings sports a 
style commonly seen on skaters who carve by 
the Southern California shores.  

Jock Tag:  A reminder to keep paddling, the 
jock tag is a surfboard with fins featuring the 
iconic Angels logo.

In 2023, the Angels will select their 15th 
class of adopted elementary schools 
for the Adopt-A-School program.

The 2022 event raised 
over $150,000 for the Angels Baseball 

Foundation. The thirteenth annual event is scheduled to take place on July 1, 2023 before the Angels 
host the Arizona Diamondbacks.
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Angels Baseball Foundation Kids Holiday Party
Each year the Angels Baseball Foundation aims to make 

the holiday season brighter for nearly 450 underprivileged 
kids and families by hosting a Holiday Party for various 
non-profit organizations in the Southern California area. 
The 2022 event was held at Angel Stadium where kids 
were able to walk through  a winter wonderland on the 
field, with snow sledding, reindeer and games to play.   
Children in attendance received Angels hats, promotional 
items, holiday crafts, and at the end of the night, each child 
received a toy from Santa, along with a pair of pajamas.

Angels AVID 8th Grade Standout Award 
The Angels 8th Grade AVID Scholarship was founded in 2006 by the Angels Baseball Foundation 

in conjunction with the Orange County Department of Education and non-profit organization 
Advancement Via Individual Determination (AVID). A total of 103 outstanding students in Orange 
County have been awarded $4,000-$10,000 as a one-time lump-sum college scholarship.  Funds 
are held for the scholars in a trust until they graduate from high school and are accepted into an 
accredited university.  As part of the program, the Angels Baseball Foundation also donates laptops 
annually to over 60 nominees in Orange County for their exceptional achievements. 

Angels Scholars 
Since its inception in 2016, the 

Angels Baseball Foundation has 
awarded four-year scholarships to 
127 exceptional high school seniors 
from the Orange County and Los 
Angeles area. The Angels College 
Scholarship funds are applied to 
tuition, room & board, textbooks, 
and more. Scholars are selected 
based on merit, leadership, strong 

academic performance, financial need, and the desire to achieve a higher education. Funding is awarded 
for a maximum of four years, with the expectation that a bachelor’s degree will be obtained during this 
period. The Angels Baseball Foundation takes the time to assess the individual needs of each student once 
other scholarships and grants have been applied. The Foundation strives to empower students to overcome 
adversity and develop skills that allow them to achieve their career and long-term goals. 

Angels Youth Baseball/Softball and the Angels 
RBI League 

The Angels Baseball Foundation, the Boys & Girls 
Clubs of Greater Anaheim-Cypres and Major League 
Baseball partner together to create the Angels 
Reviving Baseball in Inner Cities (RBI) League. This 
free youth program, offered to Orange County Boys 
& Girls Club members, provides an opportunity for 
8-to-18-year-olds to play baseball or softball as they 
learn important life skills. The Angels RBI League 
concentrates on fundamentals and teamwork, while 
stressing the importance of citizenship and academics 
off the field.

Participants are provided with catcher’s gear, bats, balls and helmets. The RBI League athletes also have 
an opportunity to attend the Angels RBI Clinic, a special baseball and softball clinic in the outfield of Angel 
Stadium. 
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In addition, the Angels annually host Angels Youth Clinics 
that are open to the public in the outfield at Angel Stadium 
or local park facilities. These events aim to teach the proper 
fundamentals of the game of baseball and softball, as 
well as the enjoyment that participating in the game can 
provide

These include events such as the JR42, Clemente Clinics and 
the Play Ball Weekend to celebrate the work done by these 
baseball legends.  

Back-2-School Event 
In July 2022, the Angels Baseball Foundation hosted a Back-2-School Event at Angel Stadium.  

Over 800 children attended the event in which each student received Angels t-shirts, hoodies, new 
shoes and school supplies to get them ready for the upcoming school year.  

Mystery Grab Bag
The “Mystery Grab Bag” is a unique event that 

benefits the Angels Baseball Foundation. Fans can 
purchase a mystery ball that is autographed by an 
Angels player.  Angels players wives and girlfriends 
attend the event to meet and take photo with fans 
as well. Funds raised from the initiative benefit 
the Angels Baseball Foundation and non-profit 
organizations supported by our Angels Wives and 
Families. The 2022 event raised over $20,000 and the 

Angels Wives and Families chose animal rescue charities to receive financial support.  

Making Wishes Come True 
The Angels have joined forces with Make-A-Wish 

Foundation and other wish organizations to help grant 
the wishes of children with life-threatening medical 
conditions. Throughout the season, the Angels are pleased 
to have Wish Kids and their families as guests to enjoy an 
experience that uses baseball to provide an opportunity 
for these children and their families to remove themselves 
from the difficult journey they are facing. 

Going to Bat Against Breast Cancer 
The Angels annually join Major League Baseball 

and Susan G. Komen for the Cure on Mother’s 
Day to raise awareness and funding for the fight 
against breast cancer. Players, coaches and umpires 
throughout the league support the cause by wearing 
pink wristbands and pink ribbons on their uniforms. 
Many players also choose to play with special pink 
bats on Mother’s Day and the Angels celebrate a 
survivor on the field during the pre-game ceremony. 

Father’s Day Home Run Challenge 
The Angels and Major League Baseball are committed to the fight against prostate cancer. 2023 

will mark the 24th year of the Home Run Challenge to raise money for the cure of prostate cancer 
and will take place on Father’s Day weekend with events scheduled at stadiums across the nation.
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Hospital Visits
Throughout the season, Angels players and their 

significant others make visits to children’s hospitals in 
the community to lift the spirits of the patients and 
their families. The players and coaches make special 
appearances to distribute Angels items, sign autographs 
and spend time with the children and their families.  

Strike Force Visits
The Angels Strike Force is an interactive group 

that contributes to fan experience at Angels 
Baseball home games.  In addition to their game 
day presence, members of the Angels Strike 
Force helps with Angels community efforts by 
making special appearances at various events. 
Some of these appearances include Angels 
RBI, Angels Baseball Foundation events, Rally 
Readers, library visits, hospital visits and Adopt-

Michelle Carew passed away April 17, 1996 at the age of 18 after a 
courageous battle with leukemia. Michelle, daughter of former Angel and 
Hall of Famer Rod Carew, became ill Sept. 10, 1995 and was diagnosed 
with acute non-lymphocytic leukemia (ANLL), Sept. 18. In the months that 
followed, the Carew family went on a nationwide publicity campaign that 
generated more than 70,000 phone calls to the National Bone Marrow 
Program. As a result, phone calls from minorities more than doubled 
weekly, and overall donor registration increased by 33 percent. 

INSCRIPTION: This courtyard was dedicated September 17th 1999 in 
loving memory of Michelle Carew. Her spirited battle against leukemia 
raised awareness of the National Marrow Donor Program throughout this 
country. In the process, her legacy has saved countless lives. “When she 
went to sleep, she woke up the world.”

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ANGELS OVERALL The 2022 Angels completed their 61st MLB campaign (57th in Anaheim) with an 73-89 (.451) 
mark, in third place in the A.L. West (-33.0)...Finished under .500 for a seventh consecutive season...First time with 
seven consecutive losing seasons since 1971-77…Club was 21-26-4 in 51 series...Halos were 40-41 at home and 
33-48 on road...Angels were 37-39 vs. A.L. West, 18-14 vs. A.L. Central, 11-23 vs. A.L. East and 7-13 in Interleague 
play...Club went on a season-long seven-game win streak from Sept. 25-Oct.2 and had a franchise record 14-game 
losing streak from May 25-June 8.

THIS IS THE GREATEST SHO Shohei Ohtani finished as the runner-up in 2022 American League MVP voting after 
unanimously winning the award in 2021...Became first player with consecutive Top Two finishes in A.L. MVP voting 
since Mike Trout (2018-19)...Ohtani was also won the 2022 Edgar Martinez Outstanding Designated Hitter Award, 
becoming the first player to win the award in consecutive years since Hall of Famer David Ortiz, who won five 
consecutive times from 2003-2007.

SILVER SLUGGER Mike Trout earned his ninth career Silver Slugger Award...Becomes first player to win the award 
nine times by their age-30 season and passes Manny Ramirez for the most Silver Sluggers by an A.L. outfielder.

REID ALL ABOUT IT On May 10 vs. Tampa Bay, Reid Detmers pitched the 12th no-hitter in Angels history (10th 
individual no-hitter)...Marked the Angels first no-hitter since the combined effort by Taylor Cole and Félix Peña 
on July 12, 2019 and first individual no-hitter since Jered Weaver on May 2, 2012...Detmers became second Angels 
rookie to throw a no-hitter, joining Bo Belinsky (May 5, 1962)...At 22 years, 306 days, Detmers is the youngest 
pitcher to throw a no-hitter since Marlins Anibal Sanchez (22 years, 191 days) on Sept. 6, 2006...10th pitcher all-
time to throw a no-hitter within first 11 career games.

WALSH CYCLE On June 11, Jared Walsh hit for the cycle at Angel Stadium against the New York Mets...Ninth cycle 
in Angels history (eighth different Angels player to hit for cycle) and the first since Shohei Ohtani on June 13, 2019 
at Tampa Bay…He is the first 1B to hit for the cycle in Angels history…Seventh cycle in Angel Stadium history and 
fifth by an Angels player…First cycle at The Big A since Mike Trout on May 21, 2013.

HOMER STREAK Mike Trout set a franchise record with home runs in seven consecutive games (Sept. 4-12)...The 
Angels previous record was five consecutive games by Bobby Bonds (Aug. 2-7, 1977)...Trout became one of nine 
players in MLB history to homer in 7+ consecutive games and joined Kevin Mench (2006) as the only right-handed 
hitters to homer in seven straight games.

SHUTOUT SKILLS The Angels recorded 17 shutout victories, which ranked tied for third in the Majors, behind only 
the Mets (19) and Astros (18)...LAA was the only team in the Majors to have multiple individual pitchers register 
a 9-inning shutout...The 17 shutout wins are the most for the Angels in a single season since posting 20 shutouts 
in 1989.

ALL-MLB Shohei Ohtani (SP) and Mike Trout (OF) were honored with the All-MLB First Team selections...Ohtani 
also was named to the All-MLB Second Team as a DH...The 2022 season marked Trout’s third career selection to 
the All-MLB First Team, while Ohtani now has two selections each to the All-MLB First Team and Second Team.

TEAM FIELDING Angels fielded .985 as a team, which ranked seventh in 
the A.L.…84 errors were T8th most in the A.L.…LAA turned 134 double 
plays (T6th most in A.L.)…Halos had a 18.9% caught stealing rate (15th 
in A.L.).

HELLO, MY NAME IS... The Angels used a franchise record 66 different 
players in 2022 (previous record was 64 players by the 2021 team)...
Additionally, Angels used 35 different pitchers, which tied for the second 
most in a season in club history (Club record 40 pitchers were used in 
2021 and the Halos also used 35 pitchers in 2018).

GOING GLOBAL Over the course of the 2022 season, the Angels used 
players from nine different countries: United States (48 players), 
Dominican Republic (7), Venezuela (5), Australia (1), Canada (1), Cuba (1), 
Japan (1), Mexico (1) and Panama (1).

LET THE KIDS PLAY A total of eight players made their Major League 
debuts with the Angels during the 2022 season, including C Logan 
O’Hoppe, who became the Angels top prospect after being acquired from 
Philadelphia at the trade deadline.

OH BROTHER Austin Romine made his Angels debut May 11, 2022; his brother, Andrew Romine, played four 
seasons with the Angels (2010-13)...They became the third brother combo to both play for the Angels, joining: 
Jeff and Jered Weaver & Bengie and José Molina.

LIKE FATHER, LIKE SON Chad Wallach totaled 12 games for the Angels in 2022 and was behind the plate on May 
10 when Reid Detmers tossed his no-hitter...Wallach’s father, Tim Wallach, played in 57 games for the Angels in 
1996...They are the fifth father/son duo to both play for the franchise, joining: Ruben and Ruben Amaro Jr., Chris 
and C.J. Cron, Jerry and Jeff DaVanon and Bob and Darren Oliver.

HIGH POINT The Angels had a 24-13 record following play on May 15, which marked the first time the team was 
11 games over .500 since July 28, 2015 (55-44).

2022 PITCHING LEADERS
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HALOS RUN KING On Aug. 26 at Toronto, Mike Trout scored the 1,025th run of his career, which established a 
new franchise record...Garret Anderson (1,024 career runs scored) previously held the title of Angels all-time runs 
scored leader.

SPECIAL SEATTLE SERIES During the Angels series from June 16-19 at Seattle, Mike Trout tied an Angels franchise 
record with five HR in a single series, including homers in both games of a June 18 doubleheader...He was the 
first player in MLB history to hit four game-winning HR in a single series (STATS) and was the 11th Angels player
to homer in both games of a doubleheader (first since Albert Pujols, July 20, 2015 vs. Boston).

MANAGERIAL CHANGE On June 7, Joe Maddon was relieved of his duties as Manager after a 27-29 start to 
the season...Phil Nevin - who had been the Third Base Coach - assumed the Interim Manager position for the 
remainder of the season.

ALL-STARS Mike Trout (OF) and Shohei Ohtani (DH) were selected via fan voting to start for the American League 
in the 2022 All-Star Game at Dodger Stadium...Ohtani was selected to the team as a pitcher; he is the only player 
in MLB history to be selected to the All-Star Game as both a position player and a pitcher, and has been selected 
at both positions in 2021 & 2022...Trout extended his Angels records with 10 overall All-Star selections and 
nine selections via fan voting...Trout is the first player voted in by the fans as a starter in nine straight All-Star 
Games since Alex Rodriguez (2000-08)and the eighth player in A.L. history to earn nine fan elections with one 
organization, joining Cal Ripken Jr. (BAL, 17), George Brett (KC, 11), Ken Griffey Jr. (SEA, 10), Rod Carew (MIN, 9), 
Derek Jeter (NYY, 9), Ichiro Suzuki (SEA, 9) and Iván Rodríguez (TEX, 9).

NICK ADENHART AWARD The Nick Adenhart Award, annually voted on by Angels players, goes to the top pitching 
performer for the season...2022 recipient was Shohei Ohtani, marking his second consecutive season receiving 
the honors...In 28 pitching starts, he went 15-9 with a 2.33 ERA (166 IP – 43 ER) and 219 strikeouts, while holding 
opponents to a .203 average (124/610)...Ohtani joins Jered Weaver (2009-12) as the only Angels to win the award 
multiple times.

TEAM MVP For the second consecutive season, Shohei Ohtani was selected by his teammates as the Angels Most 
Valuable Player...The Angels MVP is awarded by vote of the players to the Angel who most truly exemplifies the 
qualities of inspirational leadership, sportsmanship and professional ability...He is the eighth player to win the 
award in consecutive seasons, joining Bobby Knoop (1964-66), Jim Fregosi (1969-70), Nolan Ryan (1973-74), Don 
Baylor (1978-79), Garret Anderson (2001-03), Vladimir Guerrero (2006-07) and Mike Trout (2012-20).

ROBERTO CLEMENTE AWARD For the 2022 season, Jared Walsh was named the Angels nominee for the Roberto 
Clemente Award which is given to a player who exemplifies “the game of baseball, sportsmanship, community 
involvement, and the individual’s contribution to his team.”...Walsh has become a familiar face with Angels 
community engagement, volunteering at various clinics such as the Play Ball Weekend Clinic, visiting young 
patients at Children’s Hospital of Orange County (CHOC) and MemorialCare Miller Children’s and Women’s 
Hospital Long Beach, reading library books to children through the Rally Readers program, and inspiring young 
students as an Adopt-A-School assembly speaker at local elementary schools...During the 2020 season when 
opportunities for community involvement were limited, Walsh found himself on multiple Zoom calls with 
children’s hospital patients to play games with them, providing laughter to those kids receiving care in their 
room...During the off-season, Walsh and his mother, Lisa, are active volunteers and have volunteered with Habitat 
for Humanity in Atlanta.

CITY CONNECT On June 6, the Angels proudly unveiled their Nike MLB City Connect Series uniform, which blends 
the Club’s iconic red with retro Southern California beach and surf style...The uniforms made their on-field debut 
on June 11 during the Angels game vs. the New York Mets.

20th ANNIVERSARY CELEBRATION The Angels celebrated the 20th Anniversary of 
the 2002 World Series Championship team during a pregame ceremony on June 
22...Among the players, coaches and staff that returned to Angel Stadium for the 
ceremonies, included General Manager Bill Stoneman, Manager Mike Scioscia, 
coaches Orlando Mercado, Mickey Hatcher, Alfredo Griffin, Ron Roenicke and 
players Alex Ochoa, Jeff Davanon, Jose Nieves, Scott Schoeneweis, Bengie

1979 CALIFORNIA ANGELS
Following entry into the American League as an expansion club in 1961, the first postseason berth for the 

Angels franchise came in 1979. The Angels featured an offense that led the American League in runs scored with 
866 and registered a .282 team average, both marks establishing club records. 

The magical season, considered by Owner Gene Autry as one of his proudest memories, was led by the MVP 
season of Don Baylor who recorded a .296 average with 36 home runs, and a league-leading 162 games played, 120 
runs scored and 139 RBI. His 28 RBI in April set a league record, while his 34 RBI in July established a club record. 
Baylor’s accomplishments led to his selection as A.L. “Player of the Month” twice in ‘79. 

Baylor, Dan Ford (101) and Bobby Grich (101) paced the club in RBI, while Baylor, Ford (100) and Carney Lansford 
(114) led the club in runs scored. The season would mark the first in an Angels’ uniform for future Hall of Famer 
Rod Carew and the last for another headed to the Hall in Nolan Ryan.

The season featured countless memorable moments, both from an individual and team perspective. During an 
impressive three-game series prior to the All-Star break, the Angels swept the defending World Champion New 
York Yankees. Ryan would be denied his fifth no-hitter with the Angels in the ninth inning of a 6-1 win, July 13. 
Three home runs and a five-run eighth against Cleveland, Aug. 31 aided a 9-8 win that would put the club into first 
to stay. Frank Tanana was on the mound Sept. 25, collecting a 4-1 division-clinching victory against Kansas City, 
solidifying the Angels’ first trip to the American League Championship Series.

Despite leading in each of the first three games of the ALCS against Baltimore, the Angels were defeated by 
the Orioles, three games to one. Their performance against a club that finished regular season play with a 102-57 
record was more than most expected.

In Game One at Baltimore, pinch-hitter John Lowenstein’s three-run homer in the bottom of the 10th was the 
decisive blow in a 6-3 Baltimore win. California battled back from a 9-1 deficit in Game Two, scoring six runs in the 
final three innings during a 9-8 loss in Memorial Stadium.

Larry Harlow’s dramatic run-scoring double in the bottom of the ninth in Anaheim in Game Three accounted for 
the only California win as the Orioles, behind Scott McGregor’s six-hitter, won Game Four, 8-0.

1982 CALIFORNIA ANGELS
Considered by many as the best team in club history, the 1982 Angels were a solid group of 

established veterans and stars. In fact, the club boasted four former American League Most Valuable 
Players in the lineup (Don Baylor, Rod Carew, Reggie Jackson and Fred Lynn).

The ‘82 version of the Angels featured a punishing offense that saw nine players register at least 
100 hits. Victory was especially satisfying for manager Gene Mauch, who last tasted success with the 
Philadelphia Phillies in 1964. Despite winning 93 games, the race for postseason play with Kansas City 
came down to the second to final game of the season when the Angels defeated Texas at home, 6-4.

It was the 1982 Angels, led by Baylor, who asked to have uniform No. 26 retired in order to honor 
Owner Gene Autry as the 26th player on the club. The gesture came on the final day of the season. 

Each of California’s nine starting position players registered at least 138 games played while five of 
them played 150-or-more games (Brian Downing - 158, Baylor - 157, Doug DeCinces & Reggie Jackson - 
153 and Tim Foli - 150).

Outfielder Reggie Jackson, who ended his five tumultuous years with the Yankees by signing a 
four-year contract with the Angels, tied for the American League lead in home runs and set an Angels’ 
record with 39. His 101 RBI also led the club.

Mauch’s Angels used power and also created the phrase “little ball” as his offense led the A.L. with 
114 sacrifice bunts. While Foli (26) and Bob Boone (23) combined for 49 sacrifices, 13 other Angels 
totaled at least one sacrifice, including Carew and Juan Beniquez, each with 16.

Two crowds of over 64,000 per game watched the Angels jump out to a 2-0 series lead against the 
Milwaukee Brewers. Baylor’s five RBI in Game One led to an 8-3 triumph as left-hander Tommy John 
tossed a complete-game seven-hitter.

The following night, right-hander Bruce Kison limited Milwaukee to five hits during a 4-2 win in 
a game played in two hours and six minutes. The Angels had a commanding 2-0 series lead heading 
to Milwaukee.

With the series seemingly under control, the LCS shifted to County Stadium where the Brewers 
won Game Three, 5-3, behind a solid outing from Don Sutton. A pair of three-run innings and three 
California errors resulted in a 9-5 setback in Game Four, setting the stage for a dramatic and decisive 
Game Five. Cecil Cooper’s two-run single in the seventh off Luis Sanchez was the difference in a 4-3 
Brewers’ series clinching win.

Despite not moving on to the World Series, outfielder Fred Lynn was honored as the series Most 
Valuable Player with his .611 average (11/18).

1986 California Angels

1986 CALIFORNIA ANGELS
The 1986 campaign was an exciting season featuring some of the most memorable performances in Club history. A 

dramatic American League Championship Series also resulted in one of the most memorable postseasons in baseball 
history.

Bolstered by several veterans such as Bob Boone, Rick Burleson, Doug DeCinces, Brian Downing, Bobby Grich and 
Reggie Jackson, ‘86 saw the emergence of a young first baseman named Wally Joyner who captivated the baseball 
world with his solid first-half performance after replacing the legendary Rod Carew.

An eventual runner-up in Rookie of the Year voting behind Jose Canseco, Joyner recorded a .290 average with 22 
home runs and 100 RBI. His clutch hitting and spectacular defense made him a favorite among Angels’ fans immedi-
ately. Fans around the country eventually showed much of the same fondness.

After finishing in second place, one game back, in 1985, the Angels vowed in spring training to make up that one 
game in ‘86. Combined with a solid offense, California’s starting rotation of Kirk McCaskill (17-10), Mike Witt (18-10), 
Don Sutton (15-11) and John Candelaria (10-2 in 16 starts) enabled the ballclub to finish with a 92-70 record.

Defense also contributed as the Angels sported two Gold Glove winners in Bob Boone and Gary Pettis, while Dick 
Schofield played an equally solid shortstop.

On April 26, a game between California and Minnesota was delayed for nine minutes in the Metrodome when 
strong winds tore a hole in the Metrodome roof, causing suspended lights and speakers to sag toward the field. When 
the game resumed in the top of the ninth, California struck for a trio of two-run homers and a 7-6 win. On May 14, 
Jackson homered off Boston’s Roger Clemens to move past Mickey Mantle on the all-time list with 537. Wally Joyner 
broke up Walt Terrell’s bid for a no-hitter with two outs in the ninth during a 3-0 loss. For the second time in his career, 
Jackson hit three home runs in a game, Sept. 18 vs. Kansas City. At the age of 40 years and four months, he joined Stan 
Musial and Babe Ruth as the only 40-plus players to accomplish the feat.

The excitement of the regular season spilled into the ALCS as the Angels jumped out to a 3-1 series lead over 
Boston. An incredible come-from-behind win in Game 4 by California after trailing 3-0 in the bottom of the ninth 
enabled the Angels to find themselves one game away from the World Series.

With the Angels leading 5-2 in the ninth inning of Game 5, the Red Sox staged one of the most improbable comebacks 
in postseason history, winning 7-6 in 11 innings. After Don Baylor’s ninth-inning home run pulled Boston to 5-4, Dave 
Henderson slammed a two-run homer off reliever Donnie Moore for a 6-5 lead. The Angels were within one strike of 
victory.

Despite having the score tied in the bottom of the ninth, the Red Sox were able to squeeze out of a bases-loaded, 
one-out situation and send the game into extra-innings. The Angels were unable to regain their magic in Games 6 
& 7 in Boston as the Red Sox advanced to the World Series where they would later experience some of the same 
heartbreak that befell the Angels.

2002 SEASON
The Angels finished the 2002 campaign with a 99-63 record, claiming the American League Wild Card, finishing four games behind 

Oakland in the Western Division. The Club’s 99 wins established a franchise record (surpassed in 2008 with 100). On April 23, the Halos 
sat at 6-14 (worst start in club history after 20 games), 10.5 games behind Seattle. After that, the Angels were 44 games above .500 
(93-49) over their final 142 games.

SEASON NOTES: Angels tallied 43 comeback wins, 12 when trailing after six innings...Club posted three win streaks of eight-or-more 
games for first time in Club history…Halos finished first in A.L. with a Club-record tying .282 batting average (also 1979)...Angels finished 
with a 3.69 ERA, ranking second in Junior Circuit (Oakland, 3.68) and first in saves with a Club-record 54…Troy Percival led the way with 
40 saves…Relievers posted a 27-16 mark and 2.98 ERA, the best ERA in the A.L. and second in MLB (Atlanta)...Jarrod Washburn set a club 
record for road wins (13) and the longest single-season win streak (12, Apr. 19-July 21)…Garret Anderson finished with a .306 average 
(194/638), 93 runs scored, 56 doubles, three triples, 29 home runs, 123 RBI, 30 walks and six stolen bases in 158 games to be named as 
team MVP, finishing fourth in A.L. MVP voting.

POSTSEASON
ALDS:  In their first postseason appearance in 16 years, the Angels defeated 

the New York Yankees in the Division Series (three games to one) to claim the first 
postseason series victory in club history.  The Angels dropped Game 1 in New York 
before rolling off three consecutive wins to move to the Championship Series.  The 
offense scored 31 runs in four games and hit .376 (56-for-149), a record for a team in any postseason series.  

SERIES NOTES:  In Game 1, Troy Glaus became the first Angel to collect two home runs in a postseason game and seventh player in 
Major League history to accomplish the feat in his first career playoff game…Francisco Rodriguez became the second pitcher in MLB history 
to win two playoff games before the age of 21 (also Fernando Valenzuela in 1981)…Rodriguez also became the first pitcher in MLB history 
to win two postseason games without owning a regular season victory...In Game 4, the club set a Division Series single-inning record with 
eight runs on a Major League postseason record 10 hits (also set by Philadelphia A’s in Game 4 of 1929 World Series) during the fifth frame.

ALCS: The Angels defeated the Minnesota Twins (four games to one) to claim their first ever pennant and earn a spot in the Fall Classic.  
The franchise, established in 1961, had been tied with the Senators/Rangers franchise for longest tenure by an expansion team without 
reaching the World Series. It marked the first time in the history of the best-of-seven format that a team won four straight games after losing 
the opener in a Championship Series.

SERIES NOTES: Francisco Rodriguez became the first pitcher in Major League history to win his first three games in postseason play…In 
Game 5, the Angels scored 10 runs on 10 hits in the 7th inning establishing or tying several postseason records during the frame, including post-
season marks for runs in an inning, singles in an inning and plate appearances in an inning…Adam Kennedy was named Most Valuable Player of 
the ALCS, the second Angel to be named ALCS MVP (also Fred Lynn in 1982 ALCS, the only MVP in ALCS history from the losing team)…Kennedy 
became the third player in history to hit three home runs in an LCS contest in Game 5, the sixth time in postseason history that a player homered 
three times in a contest…The Angels’ bullpen combined to allow four runs in 14.1 innings in the series, fanning 18 batters…Halo pitchers did not 
allow a home run in the series.

WORLD SERIES: The All-California Series matched the Angels with the San 
Francisco Giants in the 99th edition of the Fall Classic. 42 years of waiting for 
a World Series crown came to a close for Angels fans in Game 7 when Darin 
Erstad caught Kenny Lofton’s fly ball with two on and two out in the top of 
the ninth inning to preserve the Angels 4-1 series clinching victory in front of 
44,598 raucous fans. Game 7 win was keyed by Garret Anderson’s three-run 
double in the third inning. John Lackey received the win, becoming just the 
second rookie pitcher to win Game 7 of the World Series (also accomplished 
by Babe Adams with Pittsburgh in 1909).

SERIES NOTES: At 20 years, 286 days, Francisco Rodriguez became the 
youngest pitcher ever to win a World Series contest in Game 2...The win was 
his fifth of postseason, tying Randy Johnson (2001) for the most ever in a 
single postseason...In Game 6, Angels’ 6-5 comeback win was biggest ever by 
a team facing Series elimination…It marked second time in 2002 postseason 
the Club overcame a five-run deficit to win (also trailed 6-1 in Game 3 of ALDS 
to NYY and won 9-6), the first team ever to rally from two five-run deficits in 
a single postseason…With his three-run homer in the seventh inning of Game 
6, Scott Spiezio tied Cleveland’s Sandy Alomar Jr. (1997) for most RBI (19) in a 
single postseason…Angels’ manager Mike Scioscia became the 28th individual 
to play for and manage a World Series Championship team...Angels became 
the first team since 1912 Boston Red Sox to win World Series with no players 
with previous World Series experience...Halo third baseman Troy Glaus was 
named MVP of the Fall Classic after hitting .385 (10/26) with seven runs, three 
doubles, three home runs and eight RBI in seven games - sixth player to hit a 
pair of home runs in his first World Series game. A jubilant Troy Percival and Bengie

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2004 SEASON
The Angels clinched the American League West title with a 5-4 victory, October 2 at Oakland, despite numerous 

injuries to key players throughout the season (14 players went on disabled list).  The division crown marked the organi-
zation’s first in 18 seasons (1986), the Club’s fourth division crown (1979, 1982 & 1986) and fifth trip to postseason (2002 
Wild Card entrant).  The clincher came 22 years to the day that Angels won the West in 1982.

SEASON NOTES: The final season series against the A’s marked first time since 1980 two teams entered such week-
end tied for division title and playing each other to close regular season (Philadelphia at Montreal; 2-1 Phillies)…Angels 
finished with a home attendance Club record of 3,375,677, second highest mark in A.L. and third highest in MLB…Club 
finished in a virtual tie for first place in the American League in batting average (.2824) with Boston (.2819)…The mark 
tied Club-record (.282) also set in 2002 and 1979…Angels ranked first in A.L. for fewest strikeouts (942) for the third 
straight season (838 in 2003 & 805 in 2002)…Club led league with 143 stolen bases, marking the second time in Club 
history (220 in 1975)…Vladimir Guerrero set or tied Angels’ season records in average by a right-handed hitter (.337), 
runs scored (124, led league), hits by right-hander (206) and total bases (366-tied Club record and led league)…He would

8-0…Five of the runs in the inning were unearned, 
after the Angels led the Major Leagues by allowing 
just 36 unearned runs during the season…Troy Glaus 
and Darin Erstad homered off Curt Schilling to account 
for two of the three Angel runs…In Game 2, the Angels 
took a 3-1 lead against Pedro Martinez, courtesy of a 
two-run Vladimir Guerrero single in the fifth, into the 
sixth inning before the Red Sox posted seven unan-
swered runs over the final four frames…The torrid 
Red Sox offense put Boston up 6-1 after six innings in

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2005 SEASON
The Angels clinched second straight A.L. West title with a 4-3 

victory Sept. 27 at Oakland, marking the Club’s fifth Western 
Division crown and sixth overall trip to the postseason (2002 Wild 
Card entrant). The Halos finished with a 95-67 record, seven games 
ahead of Oakland in the West. The 95 wins marked the second most 
in Club history (99 in 2002) while the seven-game division lead was 
the biggest game differential during a division title.

SEASON NOTES: The Club was in first place 171 of 183 days of the 
season...Halos went 22-9 to finish regular season (14-2 over final 16 
games)…44 of 95 wins were in comeback fashion, including 16 when 
trailing after six innings (most in MLB)…Halos led MLB batting .296 
with RISP and .279 with RISP and two outs…The Club also led MLB 
with 161 stolen bases…Garret Anderson set or extended the Angels’ 
all-time records in hits (1,929), total bases (3,062), extra-base hits (565), doubles (403) and RBI (1,043)…Chone Figgins 
set the club record for base hits by a switch-hitter (186) and led MLB with 62 stolen bases…Despite missed time with a 
shoulder separation, Vlad Guerrero finished third in A.L. in average (.317), tied for 10th in home runs (32) and tied for 
ninth in RBI (108)...Figgins and Bartolo Colón shared team MVP honors...Angels finished with a 3.68 ERA, ranking third in 
A.L., and ranked first in strikeouts (1,126)…Francisco Rodriguez led the bullpen with 45 saves (T1st in A.L.), converting his 
last 18 opportunities…Scot Shields set a club record with 78 appearances…Seven Angel pitchers finished with a record 
above .500, led by Colon’s 21-8 mark, the most wins in the A.L. and paving the way to his first Cy Young Award.…Three 
Angels ranked in the top 10 in ERA in the A.L., including Jarrod Washburn (4th, 3.20), Lackey (6th, 3.44) and Colon (8th, 
3.48)…Halos tied for first in league with Club-record-tying .986 fielding percentage…Orlando Cabrera tied the Club mark 
for fielding percentage by shortstop (.988, also David Eckstein in 2004), which also tied for MLB lead in 2005...Angels 
finished with a home attendance club record of 3,404,686, the second highest mark in the A.L. and third highest in MLB.

POSTSEASON
2005 DIVISION SERIES REC AP

The first round of the Division Series matched the Angels against the New York Yankees, a team they had defeated in 
the 2002 DS. The Halos’ win on the last day of the regular season was crucial as it gave the Club home field advantage 
over New York for the series.

Game 1 matched Mike Mussina vs. Bartolo Colón at Angel Stadium. A first inning, bases-clearing double by Robinson 
Cano proved to be too much for the Angels to overcome as it lifted the Yankees to a 4-2 win and a 1-0 series lead. It 
marked the fifth consecutive postseason series the Angels dropped Game 1.

In Game 2, the Halos defeated the Yankees 5-3 rallying from 2-0 deficit. Bengie Molina’s solo HR in the 8th inning 
marked his second postseason HR in as many games. His two-out RBI single in the sixth frame tied the score at 2-2 and 
Orlando Cabrera’s two-run single in the eighth inning proved to be the game-winner.

As the series shifted to the Bronx for Game 3, a three-run home run by Garret Anderson off Randy Johnson in the first 
inning sparked the Halos’ offense to 11 runs on 19 hits (19 hits established a franchise playoff best). Anderson finished 
with four hits and five RBI and Bengie Molina homered for the third straight game.

The Halos would have to wait out a day of rain before Game 4. John Lackey, pitching on three days rest for Jarrod 
Washburn (scratched due to throat infection), limited the Yankees to one run on two hits in 5.2 innings of work. New 
York rallied from a 2-0 deficit, scoring one run in the sixth inning and two runs in the seventh frame for a 4-3 win. Both 
clubs totaled just four hits in the game. The series was tied at 2-2 with Game 5 being played the next night, over 3,000 
miles across country in Anaheim.

The deciding game of the series was a rematch of Game 1 starters in Mussina and Colón.  Colon would leave after just 
1+ IP due to a strained right shoulder. The season came down to 22 year-old Ervin Santana, who was summoned from 
the bullpen. After an early 2-0 lead taken by New York in the top of the second inning, the Halos put up three runs in the 
bottom half of the frame with Adam Kennedy’s two-run triple serving as the key blow. Santana would settle in and work 

5.1 innings, allowing just three runs. A solo HR by Derek Jeter in the 
7th inning brought the score to 5-3 but Francisco Rodriguez closed 
the door with the tying runs on base in the 9th. For the second time 
in four seasons, the Angels bounced the Yankees from the first round 
of the playoffs.

Santana became the sixth rookie winning pitcher in a winner-
take-all postseason game and third to do it in last 20 years, along 
with John Lackey (2002 World Series vs. Giants) and Jaret Wright 
(1997 ALDS vs. Yankees).

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2005 LEAGUE CHAMPIONSHIP SERIES RECAP
The Angels matched up with the Chicago White Sox in the American League Championship 

Series with hopes of advancing to the World Series for the second time in four seasons. A 
well-rested Chicago team awaited the Angels, who were playing three games in three cities 
(New York, Anaheim & Chicago) in consecutive days – the first time it occurred in Major 
League postseason history. The Angels would also be without Bartolo Colón for the remain-
der of the postseason.

In Game 1, Paul Byrd gave the club 6+ innings, allowing just two earned runs in lifting the 
club to a 3-2 win. Garret Anderson opened the scoring with a solo home run in the second 
inning and the Angels received RBI from Vladimir Guerrero and Orlando Cabrera in the third 
frame. Neither team would score a run after the fourth inning as Scot Shields and Francisco 
Rodriguez combined on three scoreless frames to close out the victory.

Game 2 was shrouded with controversy as an apparent third strike call by umpire Doug 
Eddings to end the 9th inning resulted in A.J. Pierzynski reaching first base amidst mass 
confusion on the field. Pinch-runner Pablo Ozuna promptly stole second base and scored 
the game-winning run on Joe Crede’s double. Mark Buehrle went the distance for Chicago to 
earn the win as the Halos were held to one run on five hits. The series was tied at 1-1 and shifting to Anaheim.

In Game 3, another strong pitching performance did in the Angels as Jon Garland tossed a complete game en route 
to a 5-2 White Sox win.  Paul Konerko’s three-run home run in the first inning was all the offense needed on this night as 
the Angels were limited to two runs (two-run HR by Cabrera) on four hits.

More of the same for the Halos in Game 4 as the offense posted just two runs on six hits off Freddy Garcia, the third 
straight White Sox starter to hurl a complete game. Konerko struck again in the first inning with another three-run shot 
off Ervin Santana as the Sox cruised to an 8-2 victory.

Game 5 saw the Angels take their first lead since Game 1, a 3-2 cushion entering the seventh inning. The White 
Sox seemed destined for the World Series as they scored four unanswered runs from the seventh frame on and Jose 
Contreras silenced the Angel bats, tossing the fourth straight complete game for Chicago. The Angels managed just 11 
runs in the five-game series, the fewest by an ALCS team since Boston in 1990.  For the second straight season, the Angels 
were eliminated from the playoffs by the eventual World Champion.

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2007 DIVISION SERIES RECAP
For the second time in four seasons, the Angels faced the Boston Red Sox in the Division Series. Unfortunately for 

the Halos, they suffered the same fate as the 2004 ALDS vs. Boston - swept in three games to the eventual World Series 
Champion. The Angels scored in just two of 27 innings in the series and were held to a .192 (19/99) batting average. The 
Red Sox outscored the Angels 19-4 in the series.

Game 1 at Fenway Park belonged to Josh Beckett as he handcuffed the Angels all night in a complete game, four-hit 
shutout. The Red Sox did all the scoring they would need in the first three innings with home runs from Kevin Youkilis 
(solo) and David Ortiz (2-run).

Game 2 at Fenway Park was a 4-hour, 5-minute affair that ended in dramatic fashion. The Angels offense gave the 
club its first runs of the series with a three-run second inning to go up 3-2. The scoring was highlighted by RBI doubles 
from Chone Figgins and Orlando Cabrera. After the Red Sox tied the game with a sacrifice fly in the fifth frame, the game 
remained tied until the bottom of the ninth. With one out and a runner on second base, Francisco Rodriguez was sum-
moned from the bullpen to face the heart of the lineup. A strikeout of Youkilis and an intentional walk to Ortiz set the 
table for Manny Ramirez. Ramirez connected for a three-run “walk-off” home run to give the Red Sox a commanding 2-0 
series lead heading to Anaheim. The walk-off home run was the second suffered by the Angels in a span of three playoff 
games at Fenway Park (also Game 3 of 2004 ALDS). The Halos recorded five stolen bases in the contest but stranded 11 
baserunners.

Game 3 at Angel Stadium matched Curt Schilling with Jered Weaver.  A scoreless affair until the top of the 4th when 
Ortiz and Ramirez connected for back-to-back home runs. It remained a 2-0 lead for Boston until the top of the seventh 
when the Red Sox exploded for seven runs to seal the Angels’ fate. The defeat was the seventh straight postseason loss 
for the Club and the ninth consecutive playoff loss to the Red Sox.

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2008 DIVISION SERIES RECAP
For the third time in five seasons and fourth time in eight total playoff appearances (1986, 2004, 2007 & 2008), the 

Angels faced off against the Boston Red Sox (A.L. wild card entrant). The Halos entered the series with home-field advan-
tage throughout the playoffs with the Majors’ best record (100-62). The Angels also entered the 2008 postseason having 
dropped their last seven overall playoff games and last nine postseason affairs against Boston.

In Game 1 at Angel Stadium, the Angels offense sputtered at the hands of Red Sox starter Jon Lester (7 IP, 6 H, 1 R, 0 ER, 
1 BB, 7 SO) in the 4-1 setback. John Lackey (6.2 IP, 4 H, 2 R, 2 ER, 1 HR, 3 BB, 5 SO) suffered the loss despite a solid outing. 
The Angels held a 1-0 lead through five innings, courtesy of a Torii Hunter RBI single, before Jason Bay put the Red Sox up 
for good with a two-run shot off Lackey in the top of the sixth. The Angels’ 2 thru 5 hitters were 8-for-15 (.533) but the 
team went 1-for-7 with runners in scoring position, stranding nine baserunners.

In Game 2 at Angel Stadium, the Angels clawed back from an early four-run deficit to knot the game at 5-5 in the eighth 
inning. The momentum quickly evaporated as J.D. Drew’s two-run home run off Francisco Rodriguez in the ninth proved to 
be the game-winner, giving the Red Sox a commanding 2-0 series lead. The loss was the ninth consecutive playoff setback 
for the Angels and 11th straight playoff loss to Boston.  Chone Figgins’ triple to lead off the eighth inning was the Angels’ 
first extra-base hit of the series (first 19 hits were singles). The Angels were 3-for-14 with RISP while stranding 11 runners. 
Hunter logged RBI singles in the first and fifth innings and drove in three of the Angels’ six runs over the first two games.

In Game 3 at Fenway Park, the Halos beat the Red Sox in the playoffs for the first time since Oct. 11, 1986 (Game 4 of 
ALCS), snapping an 11-game skid to Boston. The 5-4, 12-inning win (5 hr., 19 min.) marked the longest postseason game 
in club history. Erick Aybar’s 12th-inning RBI single scoring Mike Napoli was the game-winner. Napoli connected for two 
home runs marking the fifth time an Angel logged a multi-HR playoff game. Napoli became just the sixth MLB catcher 
with a multi-HR game in the playoffs. Jered Weaver (2 IP, 1 H, 1 BB, 3 SO) earned the victory in the first relief appearance 
of his career. 

Game 4 at Fenway Park would end in a fashion all too familiar to the Angels - a walk-off, series-clinching win for the 
Red Sox. A clutch two-out, two-run single by Hunter in the bottom of the eighth inning tied the game a 2-2. In the top of 
the ninth, the Halos looked poised to take the lead after a leadoff double from pinch-hitter Kendrys Morales. However, 
the scoring threat was foiled after a botched suicide squeeze ended the rally. In the ninth, Jed Lowrie’s two-out RBI single 
plated Jason Bay from second base with the winning run. For the third time in five seasons, the Angels were eliminated 
from the first round of playoffs by the Red Sox.

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2009 DIVISION SERIES RECAP
The Angels faced the Red Sox in the Division Series for the third consecutive season and fourth time in six years (fifth 

time overall). Angels vs. Red Sox Part V marked the first A.L. playoff matchup in history to be played five times (Red Sox 
won four previous playoff series).

PITCHING LEADS THE WAY IN GAMES 1 & 2: John Lackey and Jered Weaver earned wins in each of the first two games 
at Angel Stadium, becoming the first two Angels to pitch at least seven innings in consecutive playoff games since Jarrod 
Washburn and Lackey did so in Games 3 and 4 of the 2002 ALCS.  Weaver’s (7.1 IP, 2 H, 1 R, 7 K) start in Game 2 was the 
longest start in club postseason history while allowing 2 or fewer hits. Lackey’s (7.1 IP, 0 ER) performance in Game 1 was 
the longest scoreless start by a pitcher in club postseason history. Angel pitchers held Boston to a .131 clip (8/61) over 
the first two games.

CLASSIC COMEBACK IN GAME 3: The Angels’ ninth inning comeback in Boston (trailed by two runs with none on and 
two out) was accomplished with each of the three batters who scored reaching base with two strikes and two outs. It 
marked the 10th time in 2009 the Halos rallied from a deficit of at least four runs to win.  All three runs surrendered by 
Jonathan Papelbon ended his 26-inning postseason scoreless streak. Bobby Abreu brought the game within a run with 
a two-out double off the Green Monster. After an intentional walk to Torii Hunter, Vladimir Guerrero followed with a 
two-run single that proved to be the game-winner.

2009 LEAGUE CHAMPIONSHIP SERIES RECAP
Following a three-game sweep of Boston in the Division Series, the Halos were headed to the ALCS for the sixth time 

in club history. It marked the third playoff matchup with the New York Yankees, the Angels winning both previous DS in 
2002 & 2005. The Angels and Yankees were the two statistical leaders in several offensive categories during the 2009 
campaign.

MISCUES LEAD TO 0-2: After setting a club record for fewest errors (85) committed during 2009 season, the Angels 
committed five errors leading to three unearned runs through the first two games in New York. While leading the Majors 
batting .297 with RISP during the regular season, the Halos hit .222 (4/18), stranding 21 runners after two games. The 
2009 ALCS marked the fifth time Angels fell behind 0-2 in a playoff series.

ANOTHER GAME 3 COMEBACK: After spotting the Yankees a 3-0 lead through four innings, a solo HR by Howie 
Kendrick in the fifth inning put the Angels on the board. Vladimir Guerrero followed the next inning with a game-tying, 
two-run home run. The game would go to the bottom of the 11th inning where another “nobody on with two outs” rally 
took place.  Kendrick lined a single up the middle and Jeff Mathis followed with a game-winning RBI double to get the 
Angels back in the series. The comeback win snapped the Halos’ six-game LCS losing streak and marked the third walk-off 
hit in Club playoff history (also Game 3 of ‘79 ALCS & Game 4 of ‘86 LCS).

CLASSIC GAME 5: Following a shutdown performance by CC Sabathia in a 10-1 Game 4 loss (8 IP, 1 ER), the Angels 
were facing elimination down 3-1 in the series.  The Angels put up a four-run first inning in Game 5.  Starter John Lackey 
was lifted after 6.2 IP and that’s when the trouble started - a six-run Yankee 7th inning put them up 6-4 after 6 1/2 
frames.  However, the Halos immediately responded in the bottom half of the seventh with a leadoff hit by Jeff Mathis 
(his 6th consecutive hit, an Angels’ playoff club record) and key RBI singles by Vladimir Guerrero and Kendry Morales.  
Brian Fuentes worked through a dicey 9th inning (1 IP, 2 BB, 1 HB) to preserve the one-run save and send the series 
back to the Bronx.  The win was the Halos’ eighth all-time in the postseason vs. New York - all of which have been of the 
comeback variety.

YANKEES TAKE THE PENNANT: In Game 6 at New York, a strong pitching performance by Andy Pettitte (6.1 IP, 1 ER, 
6 SO), timely hitting by the Yankees and another game of Angels miscues sent New York to the World Series for the 40th 
time.  The Halos scratched across the game’s first run with an RBI single from Bobby Abreu with two outs in the third.  
Starter Joe Saunders got out of jams in the first and second innings before the Yankees tagged him for three runs in the 
fourth, sparked by Johnny Damon’s two-run single. No scoring took place during innings 5-7 before the Halos pulled 
within 3-2 on Guerrero’s two-out RBI single in the eighth, his last at-bat of the postseason (his RBI off Mariano Rivera 
was the first postseason earned run off the Yankees’ closer since Game 2 of the 2000 World Series).  A comeback was not 
meant to be as New York capitalized on two crucial Angel errors in the bottom of the eighth (Kendrick fielding, Kazmir 
throwing) to push the lead to 5-2, it took only three outs for Rivera to get in the ninth to close out the series.  The Angels 
fell to 1-5 in six League Championship Series.

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2014 DIVISION SERIES RECAP
The Angels would be paired up with one of baseball’s hottest teams down the stretch, the Kansas City Royals, in 

the 2014 Division Series. The Halos clinched home field advantage throughout the playoffs by way of posting the 
best record in baseball at 98-64 (and of course an A.L. victory in the All-Star Game). 

Game 1 at Angel Stadium called for a pitching matchup of Angels’ Jered Weaver and former teammate Jason 
Vargas. Both hurlers posted quality starts but neither would fare in a decision as the game would go 11 frames.  
With the score tied at 2-2 in the 11th, Mike Moustakas’ solo home run off Fernando Salas sealed the 3-2 win for 
Kansas City. Both teams collected just four hits in the game; two of the Angels’ hits were solo shots from David 
Freese and Chris Iannetta. 

Game 2 at Angel Stadium had a similar feel to the first contest as it went 11 innings as well. Matt Shoemaker, 
out since Sept. 15 with an oblique strain, took the ball for his first career postseason start (ND, 6 IP, 5 H, 1 R, 0 ER, 
6 SO). With the Royals leading 1-0 in the 6th, Albert Pujols knotted the score with an RBI single, his 16th career 
game-tying or go-ahead hit in the playoffs. The score remained the same until a two-run home run off the bat of 
Eric Hosmer in the 11th (off Kevin Jepsen) put the Royals up 3-1. They would tack on another run in the 11th frame 
for the final score of 4-1. The Angels trailed 0-2 with the best of five series shifting to Kansas City.  

Game 3 at Kauffman Stadium pitted C.J. Wilson vs. James Shields.  The Halos struck first with a solo home run 
off the bat of Mike Trout in the first inning. The lead was short-lived as the Royals responded with three runs in the 
bottom half of the inning to chase Wilson from the game after recording just two outs. KC plated two more runs in 
the third inning to go up 5-1 before an Albert Pujols solo shot brought the score to 5-2 in the fourth. Yet again, the 
Royals answered in the bottom of the frame with two more runs and there was no looking back for Kansas City. The 
Angels were defeated 8-3 and swept out of the playoffs.  It marked the third time the Halos were swept in a playoff 
series. The Club was limited to just six runs on 18 hits in the three games of the series after leading the Majors in 
runs (773) during the regular season.  Halo pitchers limited the Royals to a .198 clip (21/106) in the three games.

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Club History

Start of a Franchise

In the winter of 1960, Gene Autry attended the American League expansion meeting in St. Louis seeking radio rights 
for his Golden West Broadcasting firm. On Dec. 6, 1960 he returned as Owner and Chairman of the Board of the 
expansion Los Angeles Angels.
Following is a chronological look at the beginning of the Los Angeles Angels:

Jan. 24	 —	� Angels announce signing of first two players - outfielders Bob Cerv and Albie Pearson.
Feb. 6	 —	� Angels hold first public tryout camp at Sawtelle Hospital…Over 300 prospects attend tryout…Six players 

are signed.
Feb. 24	 —	� Angels open spring training camp in Palm Springs.
Mar. 11	 —	� Angels defeat Chicago Cubs in first exhibition game, 8-3, before an overflow crowd at the Polo Grounds 

in Palm Springs…Club also wins second game on Mar. 12, 12-5.
Apr. 11	 —	� Behind the strong pitching of Eli Grba and power of Ted Kluszewski, the Angels rolled to a 7-2 victory 

in their first American League regular season game. Grba went the distance, allowing one earned run 
on six hits. Kluszewski hit a pair of home runs and collected five RBI. The Angels scored all seven runs 
in the first two frames, three in the first inning on back-to-back home runs by Kluszewski and Bob Cerv.

The Angels finished the 1961 season with a 70-91 record. The club’s .435 winning percentage established and still 
stands as the best of any expansion team in Major League history.
The Angels played at Wrigley Field in Los Angeles in 1961, then moved to Chavez Ravine (now Dodger Stadium) in 1962 
and remained there through the 1965 season. In 1966, the franchise moved south to Anaheim and played 32 seasons 
at Anaheim Stadium. The club opened the 1997 season as the Anaheim Angels and began play at Edison Field in 1998.
Prior to the 2004 season the stadium name was changed to Angel Stadium of Anaheim. On Jan. 3, 2005 the official 
name of the franchise was changed to the Los Angeles Angels of Anaheim.

ANGELS ORIGINAL PLAYER DRAFT
The Angels drafted a total of 28 players from the existing American League clubs on Dec. 14, 1960. Owners of the 
new Los Angeles and Washington clubs as well as their recently appointed front offices and field bosses — General 
Manager Fred Haney and Manager Bill Rigney of the Angels and General Manager Ed Doherty and Manager Mickey 
Vernon of the Senators — attended the session held in the league offices.
A price of $75,000 was set on the players to be picked and both of the new clubs were required to select 28. The 
players were picked by categories, starting with pitchers, then catchers, infielders and outfielders. A toss of the coin 
determined which club had first choice in each group, and then they alternated. Haney won the toss for three positions 
— all but for outfielders. Besides the 28 regular selections by both clubs, Los Angeles bought two players from the 
special minor league pool at $25,000 apiece and Washington grabbed three. Thus, the Angels paid $2,150,000 for their 
30 players and the Senators shelled out $2,175,000 for their 31 players in the unprecedented distribution.
Following is the order in which the Angels players were selected:
NOTE: Following the selections, Wilson notified the Angels and Cleveland that he intended to retire from the game. 
As a result, his selection was canceled several weeks later and the Indians sent pitcher Ted Bowsfield to the Angels 
as a replacement.

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Angel Stadium

The 2023 season marks the 58th season for the Angels playing home games at Angel Stadium. After 
spending their first five years of existence playing at Wrigley Field (1961) and Chavez Ravine (1962-65), the 
Halos landed in their new home in Orange County in 1966.  Since opening the doors for its first exhibition 
game Apr. 9, 1966, Angel Stadium has played host to some of the Club’s memorable events including seven 
A.L. West Division clinching games (1979, 1982, 1986, 2007, 2008, 2009 and 2014), three All-Star Games 
(1967, 1989 and 2010) and the 2002 World Series, including the Angels Game 7 victory over the San Francisco 
Giants to clinch the franchise’s first championship. Angel Stadium has also seen several individual Halos 
leave their indelible marks on the game of baseball. Whether it be the seven Angels no-hitters, Rod Carew’s 
3,000th hit, Reggie Jackson’s 500th home run, Don Sutton’s 300th win or Albert Pujols’ 600th home run, 
Angel Stadium has housed some of Major League Baseball’s most prestigious accomplishments.  

Presently, Angel Stadium sits as baseball’s fourth-oldest ballpark, trailing only Boston’s Fenway Park, 
Chicago’s Wrigley Field and Los Angeles’ Dodger Stadium. Affectionately known as “The Big A”, Angel 
Stadium has seen over 125 million fans pass through its gates since 1966, including a stretch of 17 con-
secutive full seasons drawing over three million fans, a streak only the Angels and Yankees achieved from 
2003-19.

After an Aug. 31, 1964 groundbreaking ceremony, Anaheim Stadium, as it was originally known, was 
completed in 1966 at a cost of $24 million. The facility’s centerpiece was a giant A-frame scoreboard stand-
ing 230 feet high and was the source of the stadium’s nickname.

With a seating capacity of 43,250, Anaheim Stadium was built with “Convenience, Comfort and 
Courtesy” in mind. Narrow foul territory areas and quickly rising decks gave fans an up-close view of the 
action. Gradually-inclined ramps, escalators, wide aisles and helpful ushers as well as three surrounding 
freeways, 26 entrance lanes and 28 exit lanes added to the Big A’s accessibility. 

Anaheim Stadium underwent construction to enclose the stadium in 1979 for additional seating to 
accommodate the Rams’ football games. Seating capacity was increased to 64,593 for baseball and more 
than 70,000 for football. A total of 108 executive style boxes were added to surround the rear of the Club 
Level. In addition to the Stadium Club, there were two other private dining areas designed for groups — the 
Stadium Pavilion and the Football Press Box.

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At that time, the Big A board was preserved and moved to the edge of the parking lot adjacent to the 
Orange Freeway behind the right field area.

When the Rams left for St. Louis, Anaheim Stadium’s primary tenant remained the Angels, who originally 
signed a 35-year contract (through 2001). Renovations began Oct. 1, 1996, to revert the 30-year old 
structure back to a baseball only facility and the ballpark was renamed Edison International Field. The total 
cost for the stadium renovation was estimated at $100 million and the project was completed in time for 
the Angels' Opening Day, Apr. 1, 1998. New enhancements were added all around the ballpark but perhaps 
the most noticeable is the center field waterfalls and rock formation that come together to form an “A”. 
Settled inside the waterfall’s rapids are water geysers that originally shot water into the air whenever an 
Angels player hit a home run.

Other features of the renovations included terraced bullpens in the outfield, widened concourses, 
new restroom and concession areas, family-oriented seating sections, state-of-the-art club-level and 
dugout-level suites, a youth-oriented interactive game area and landscaped courtyards (with statues in 
remembrance of Gene Autry and Michelle Carew). 

In addition, Angel Stadium includes two full-service restaurants: Brewery X (a sports bar located at the 
club level down the right field line) and the Lexus Diamond Club (an upscale restaurant with outdoor seating 
on the field level behind home plate). In 2014, the newest luxury seating area was added to the ballpark 
with the opening of HALO, now known as the Don Julio Club.

During the 2016 and 2017 offseasons, Angel Stadium underwent several major upgrades. The first round 
of improvements began immediately following the 2016 season when a new state of the art LED stadium 
light system was installed. The following offseason, Angel Stadium received one of it’s largest technological 
enhancements to date. In Oct., 2017, the Angels partnered with Daktronics to bring 14 LED displays, 
including two new video boards in both left and right field to Angel Stadium. At the time it was installed, 
the  right field display was the third largest in Major League Baseball at 9,500 square feet and features 7.7 
million LEDs. Eight ribbon displays totaling 1,168 feet in length were also installed along the seating fascia 
to provide additional statistics and graphics. The largest of these included the entire fascia length along 
the first and third baselines. Finally, a new out-of-town scoreboard replaced the existing board on the right 
field wall. All total, the Club added more than 23,000 square feet of new LED displays to their home venue. 

Also installed prior to the 2018 season was a new state-of-the art sound system. The main seating bowl 
now has 300 speakers plus more than 50 subwoofers and is powered by 200,000 watts.

With the enhancements made throughout the course of the past several years, Angel Stadium proudly 
maintains the title of the fourth-oldest ballpark in the Majors while offering its guests access to some of 
the latest technological amenities. As a result, Angel Stadium continues to be one of Southern California’s 
most unique sports venues.
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Nestled in the corner of the Angel Stadium parking lot 
is one of the ballpark’s most recognizable features, “The 
Big A” message board.  With the completion of Anaheim 
Stadium in 1966, the facility’s centerpiece was a giant 
A-frame scoreboard standing 230 feet high. At the time, it 
was the largest scoreboard ever constructed and became 
the source of the stadium’s nickname. The Big A’s original 
home was just beyond the left field wall where it served as 
the facility’s main scoreboard for over a decade. When the 
stadium underwent construction to accommodate the Los 
Angeles Rams in 1979, The Big A was preserved and moved 
to its current location in the southeastern corner of the 
parking lot, adjacent to the 57 freeway. Contractors used a 
125-ton crane and two large dollies to move the structure 
over 1,200 feet across the stadium lots.

The Angels have long utilized The Big A to celebrate each 
of the club’s victories. After every Angel win, both home and 
road, the 70-foot wide halo atop the Big A is illuminated for 
fans both inside the ballpark and out to see. It is customary 
for the halo to remain lit until dawn of the day following a victory. The Angels are one of the few sports 
franchises whose post-victory tradition signals a win to all within sight of their facility. 

Since its construction in 1966, The Big A has undergone several modifications and facelifts. The 
scoreboard’s original color palette was all white with a gold halo before becoming green, gold and 
beige when the stadium was renamed Edison Field. In February, 2002, with the club switching their 
uniform scheme back to red as the primary color, the Big A was painted red and beige. The landmark 

then underwent additional changes after the 2009 
season when the structure was painted all red. A 
new full-color display was added to the front facade, 
replacing the former dot-matrix board and a new halo 
was placed at the top. A third extensive renovation 
took place prior to the 2018 season as part of Angel 
Stadium’s overall enhancements. The Big A received 
a new LED marquee, illuminated Angel Stadium sign 
and a new modernized LED Halo adorned the top of 
the famed structure.

As it currently sits, the Club has the ability to 
display full pictures, texts and graphics as well as 
turn the halo nearly any color it desires. The most 
commonly displayed colors on the structure’s crown 
are red, white, blue, green and orange.

The Angels welcomed fans back to Angel Stadium at full capacity in June 2021, after starting that season 
with limited seating capacity. The 2020 season was played without fans in attendance due to health and safety 
protocols related to the COVID-19 pandemic. 

On May 19, 2016 a record-setting 45,007 fans came through the gates to watch the club square off against 
the Dodgers, setting the mark for the largest crowd at Angel Stadium of Anaheim during a regular season game.

The Angels established their single-game home attendance figure when 64,406 witnessed Game 1 of the 
1982 ALCS against Milwaukee, Oct. 5 at Anaheim Stadium. During the ensuing 1983 campaign, the top two 
regular season crowds in club history were set when 63,132 watched the Angels host Kansas City, July 4, and 
63,073 viewed the Apr. 23 game against Baltimore.

Major League Baseball’s 
Midsummer Classic made its first 
appearance at what was then known 
as Anaheim Stadium on July 11, 1967, 
with 20 eventual Hall of Famers 
participating in a game for the ages. 

Cincinnati’s Tony Perez clubbed 
a solo home run in the top of the 

15th inning to give the National League a 2-1 win, capping 
what remains one of the longest All-Star Games in history 
(the 2008 All-Star Game at Yankee Stadium also lasted 15 
innings). Perez’s home run earned him MVP honors in what 
was the 38th Annual All-Star Game.

Dean Chance of Minnesota and Juan Marichal of San 
Francisco started a contest that was dominated by pitching. 
National and American League hurlers combined to set 
an All-Star Game record for combined strikeouts (30) that 
would not be broken until 2008. 

For the first time in All-Star Game history, the long ball 
accounted for all the scoring, with Philadelphia’s Dick 
Allen giving the National League an early 1-0 by sending an 
offering from Chance over the left field boards in the second 
inning. The American League answered when Baltimore’s 
Brooks Robinson took the Cubs’ Ferguson Jenkins deep to 
even up the score at 1-1 in the bottom of the sixth inning.

A crowd of 46,309 watched as all 12 pitchers that entered 
the game recorded at least one strikeout. The game 
remained deadlocked at 1-1 until the 15th inning, when 
Perez deposited a pitch from Oakland’s Jim “Catfish” Hunter 
over the left field wall to give the N.L. a 2-1 lead. Rookie 
Tom Seaver of the Mets came in and closed the door on 
the American League in the bottom of the 15th inning. The 
Dodgers’ Don Drysdale earned the win, while Hunter was 
saddled with the loss. 

The Angels were represented by shortstop Jim Fregosi, 
who went 1-for-4, and first baseman Don Mincher, who was 
1-for-1.

The Midsummer Classic returned 
to Anaheim Stadium on July 1, 1989, 
and Bo Jackson stole the show. The 
Royals outfielder led the American 
League to a 5-3 win and earned MVP 
honors in the game’s 60th renewal.

A sellout crowd of 64,036 had 
barely settled into their seats when 

Jackson led off the bottom of the first inning with a tape 
measure home run off 40-year-old National League starter 
Rick Reuschel. When the ball finally came down, it landed on 
the batter’s eye in centerfield, an estimated 448 feet from 
home plate. The next batter, Boston’s Wade Boggs, stepped 
to the plate and promptly homered off Reuschel, giving the 
American League an early 2-0 lead.

42-year-old Nolan Ryan of Texas returned to Anaheim 
Stadium, where he spent eight years with the Angels, to start 
for the American League and went on to earn the win. Bobby 
Bonilla and Kevin Mitchell of the National League and the 
American League’s Ruben Sierra all had two hits.

But the evening belonged to Jackson. He had two hits, stole 
a base, scored the winning run and made a running catch of 
Pedro Guerrero’s blooper with two men in scoring position in 
the first inning to snuff out a National League threat. Jackson 
became the second man — following Willie Mays — to hit a 
home run and steal a base in the same game.

Chuck Finley represented the Angels in the contest but did 
not play. Current Angel manager Mike Scioscia appeared as a 
catcher for the National League, going hitless in one at-bat.

Legendary Angel coach Jimmie Reese threw out the 
ceremonial first pitch.

The 2010 game featured the 
National League ending its 13-game winless streak with a 3-1 
triumph in front of 45,408 fans. The N.L. won its first All-Star 
Game since 1996 at Philadelphia.

Atlanta catcher Brian McCann was selected as the Ted 
Williams All-Star Game MVP as his three-run double in the 
7th inning propelled the N.L. to victory. McCann became 
the fifth catcher (sixth time) to win the award, joining Gary 
Carter (1981, 1984), Terry Steinbach (1988), Mike Piazza 
(1996) and Sandy Alomar, Jr. (1997).

There were a total of 58 players used in the contest, 30 by 
the A.L. and 28 by the N.L. There was a total of 33 first time 
All-Stars on the rosters. The Halos were represented by Mike 
Scioscia, Torii Hunter and Jered Weaver.

Boston’s David Ortiz outlasted Florida’s Hanley Ramirez to 
win the State Farm Home Run Derby while Angel prospect 
Hank Conger took home MVP honors in the XM Futures 
Game.

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Gene Autry, Bobby Grich, Jim Fregosi, Don Baylor, Rod Carew, Nolan Ryan, 
Jimmie Reese, Brian Downing, Chuck Finley, Bobby Knoop, Dean Chance, 
Mike Witt, Tim Salmon, Garret Anderson, Vladimir Guerrero and the 2002 
World Champions are the 16 members in the Angels Hall of Fame. 

Gene Autry, the man responsible for bringing an expansion franchise to 
the American League and Southern California region in December 1960, was 
inducted into the Angels Hall of Fame on July 19, 2011.  His wife Jackie accepted 
the honor on his behalf, accompanied by Angels Owner Arte Moreno, and 
Angels Hall of Fame members Rod Carew, Chuck Finley, Bobby Grich and Brian 
Downing during pregame ceremonies.

 The “Singing Cowboy,” who passed away Oct. 2, 1998 at the age of 91, was 
one of the most popular owners in Major League history.  His love for baseball 
and the respect and admiration he had for those who played, coached and 
managed the game has been well documented.

 The native of Tioga, TX was raised in Texas and Oklahoma.  Originally discovered by Will Rogers in 1929, Autry gained 
popularity following a recording contract with Columbia records that same year.  He first appeared on screen in 1934 and 
eventually starred in 93 films throughout his career.  In 1940, theater exhibitors of America voted him the fourth biggest 
box office attraction, behind Mickey Rooney, Clark Gable and Spencer Tracy.

 During his music career, Autry totaled 640 recordings, including more than 300 songs written or co-written by him.  
His records sold more than 100 million copies and he received more than a dozen gold and platinum records, including the 
first record ever certified gold.  His Christmas and children’s records “Here Comes Santa Claus (Right Down Santa Claus 
Lane)” and “Peter Cottontail” are among his platinum recordings. “Rudolph the Red-Nosed Reindeer,” the second all-time 
best selling Christmas single, boasts in excess of 30 million in sales.

From 1940 to 1956 the public listened to him on Gene Autry’s Melody Ranch radio show that was heard weekly over 
the CBS Radio Network. In addition, Autry’s popularity was apparent during his personal appearance tours. The first 
performer to sell out Madison Square Garden, his concert and rodeo appearances throughout the United States and 
Europe are legendary and served as a model for other performers.  Autry did two shows a day, seven days a week, for 65 
to 85 days at a stretch.

 Entertainer Gene Autry joined the Army Air Corps in 1942 and became Sgt. Gene Autry. During the war, he ferried 
fuel, ammunition and arms in the China-India-Burma theater of war and flew over the Himalayas, the hazardous air route 
known as “The Hump.” When the war ended Autry was reassigned to Special Services, where he toured with a USO troupe 
in the South Pacific before resuming his movie career in 1946.

Autry’s long-cherished dream came true with the opening of the Gene Autry Western Heritage Museum in November 
1988, since acclaimed as one of the finest museums in the West. In January 2004 the museum merged with the Southwest 
Museum and the Autry National Center was created, consisting of three entities: the Southwest Museum of the American 
Indian, the Museum of the American West, and the Institute for the Study of the American West. Today thousands of 
visitors, children and adults alike, learn the fascinating history of America’s West through world-class collections of art 

and artifacts.
Autry is the only entertainer to have all five stars on the Hollywood Walk 

of Fame, one each for Radio, Recording, Motion Pictures, Television, and Live 
Theatre/performance. He was a 33rd Degree Mason and Honorary Inspector 
General and was given the prestigious award of the Grand Cross of the Court 
of Honor. Among the many hundreds of honors and awards Autry received 
were induction into the Country Music Hall of Fame; the American Academy of 
Achievement Award; the Los Angeles Area Governor’s Emmy from The Academy 
of Television Arts & Sciences; and the Board of Directors Lifetime Achievement 
Award from the International Achievement in Arts Foundation. Gene Autry was 
also inducted into the Nashville Songwriters Hall of Fame, The National Cowboy 
Hall of Fame, the National Association of Broadcasters Hall of Fame, and he 
received The Songwriters Guild Life Achievement Award. He was also honored by 
his songwriting peers with a lifetime achievement award from ASCAP.

  Perhaps his greatest honor was the retirement of uniform No. 26, symbolic 
of the 26th player on the Angels roster, a gesture initiated by members of the 
1982 team.

Bobby Grich, who retired following the American League Championship Series 
against Boston in 1986, was inducted Feb. 3, 1988. He is one of only two Angels 
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(Brian Downing) to participate in each of the Club’s first three Western Division titles.
Grich officially became an Angel Nov. 24, 1976. The native of Muskegon, MI concluded his Angels career with a .269 

average in 1,222 games including 154 home runs and 557 RBI. During his career, Grich compiled the following overall 
numbers: .266 average, 2,008 games, 6,890 at-bats, 1,033 runs, 1,833 hits, 224 home runs and 864 RBI.

One of California’s most popular players, Grich became only the second player in Club history to play 1,000 games-
or-more (1,098) at one position, joining Fregosi who totaled 1,367 appearances at shortstop. Grich’s .997 fielding 
percentage in 1985 established a Major League record for second basemen.

On the date of his induction, Grich ranked among the top three on several Angels all-time lists, including games (3rd), 
at-bats (3rd, 4,100), runs (3rd, 601), home runs (2nd), runs batted in (2nd), extra-base hits (3rd, 357), hits (3rd, 1,103), 
doubles (3rd, 183) and total bases (3rd, 1,788).

In 1981, Grich recorded a career-high .304 average and tied Dwight Evans, Tony Armas and Eddie Murray in the A.L. 
home run race (22 each).  He became the first second baseman to lead the league in home runs since Nap Lajoie of 
Philadelphia totaled 14 in 1901. He also became the first A.L. second baseman to lead in slugging since George Stirnweiss 
with the Yankees in 1945 (.476). 

In 1980, Grich was co-winner of the Owner’s Trophy, symbolic of the club’s Most Valuable Player as selected by  
the players.

Jim Fregosi, a six-time Angels All-Star, was inducted May 17, 1989. He 
appeared with the Halos from 1961-71 as a player and then managed the 
Club from June 1, 1978 through May 28, 1981. Fregosi guided the Angels to 
an 87-75 finish in 1978 and a second place tie prior to the memorable 1979 
season when the Club captured their first-ever Western Division title. For his 
efforts, Fregosi was runner-up in balloting by the Associated Press for A.L. 
Manager of the Year. He finished with a 237-248 record managing the Angels.

As a player, Fregosi’s career spanned 18 seasons during which he 
registered a .265 lifetime average. He was originally acquired 
by the Angels Dec. 14, 1960 in the expansion draft from the Boston  
Red Sox.

Fregosi was voted the winner of the Angels Owner’s Trophy three times 
and was a Gold Glove® recipient in 1967.

At the time of his induction, Fregosi led on the Angels all-time lists in the 
following categories: games (1,429), at-bats (5,244), hits (1,408) and triples 
(70). In addition, he ranked second in runs (691), doubles (219), extra-base 
hits (404) and total bases (2,112).

Don Baylor, the first Angel to win the American League Most Valuable 
Player Award in 1979, was inducted on May 26, 1990. He appeared with the 
Angels from 1977-82. He was a member of the Angels first two Western 
Division Championships in 1979 and 1982. During his MVP season, Baylor 
compiled a .296 average with 36 home runs and a league-leading 139 RBI. 
He also led the league in games played (162) and runs scored (120). His 
marks in games played, runs scored, RBI and total bases set Club single-
season records. In the 1982 American League Championship Series, he hit 
.294 with a grand slam and series-high 10 RBI.

Baylor’s career spanned 19 Major League seasons during which he 
registered a .260 average and 338 home runs. He was originally acquired 
by the Angels Nov. 16, 1976 as a free agent. With the Halos, he averaged 23 
home runs and 87 RBI, while batting .262 in six seasons.

Baylor was voted the winner of the Owner’s Trophy twice (1978 & 1979) 
and earned All-Star recognition as an outfielder in 1979.

Upon his induction, Baylor ranked on Angels all-time list in the following 
categories: third in home runs (141), fourth in at-bats (3,105), runs (481), RBI 
(523) and total bases (1,390). In addition, he also ranked fifth in extra base 
hits (288), hits (813), doubles (140, tied with Carew) and stolen bases (89).
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Rod Carew was the 16th player in Major League history to collect 3,000 
hits (Aug. 4, 1985 vs. Minnesota). He was inducted into the Angels Hall of 
Fame, Aug. 6, 1991 and the Baseball Hall of Fame in Cooperstown, NY, July 
21, 1991. 

Carew appeared with the Angels from 1979-85 and was a key member of 
the Club’s first two Western Division titles in 1979 and 1982. His finest came 
in 1983, when he established a then club record for batting average at .339.

Carew’s career spanned 19 Major League seasons, the first 12 with 
Minnesota. He won seven batting titles (1969, 1972-75, 1977-78) and the 
American League Most Valuable Player Award in 1977 when he hit .388 with 
239 hits and 128 runs scored.

Carew was named “Rookie 
of the Year” by the BBWAA in 
1967 and selected to the A.L. All-
Star team 18 times (1967-84). He 
became the first Angel to start in 
five Midsummer Classics.

Originally acquired by the 
Angels from Minnesota, Feb. 
3, 1979, Carew ranked 38th on 

baseball’s all-time lists in average (.328), tied for 35th in games (2,469), 
31st in at-bats (9,315), 13th in hits (3,053) and sixth in singles (2,404) at the 
time of his induction. On the Angels’ All-Time lists, he still ranks second in 
career average (.314).

Nolan Ryan, who became the 20th pitcher in Major League history to 
win 300 games (July 31, 1990 at Milwaukee) and owns a Major League 
record seven no-hitters and 5,714 strikeouts, was inducted and had his 
uniform No. 30 retired, June 16, 1992.

Ryan appeared with the Angels from 1972-79, compiling a 138-121 
record and 3.06 ERA in 291 games. Ryan tossed four of his no-hitters with 
the Halos and holds or shares several Club records, including complete 
games (156), shutouts (40) and strikeouts (2,416). In 1977, he was selected 
“A.L. Pitcher of the Year” by The Sporting News and named to its All-Star 
team. In 1973, Ryan established a Major League record for strikeouts in a 
single season with 383. He was originally acquired by the Angels from the 

New York Mets, Dec. 10, 1971, along 
with pitcher Don Rose, outfielder 
Leroy Stanton and catcher Francisco 
Estrada in exchange for Jim Fregosi.

Ryan’s career spanned 27 
seasons, the most in Major League 
history. He began his career with the New York Mets, posting a 29-38 record 
and 3.58 ERA in 105 games (74 starts) from 1966-71. Following eight seasons 
with the Halos, he appeared with the Houston Astros from 1980-88, compiling a 
106-94 mark and 3.13 ERA in 282 starts. He joined the Texas Rangers in 1989 and 
finished 51-39 with a 3.43 ERA in five seasons.

Ryan was named to eight All-Star teams (five with Angels) and appeared in 
five games, including as starting pitcher for the American League in 1979 in 
Seattle. He pitched two scoreless relief innings to win the 1989 game in Anaheim, 
becoming the oldest pitcher to win an All-Star Game. Ryan was inducted into the 
Baseball Hall of Fame, July 25, 1999.

Jimmie Reese, whose 23 years in an Angels uniform is second longest in Club 
history (Bobby Knoop - 24), was inducted on Aug. 2, 1995.

A former roommate of Babe Ruth, Reese began his career as a batboy 
for the Los Angeles Angels of the Pacific Coast League in 1917. He broke 
into baseball seven years later as a second baseman for the minor league  
Oakland Oaks.

Did You Know? Nolan Ryan 
appeared in 291 career games 
with the Angels. Of those 291 
games, 156 (54%) were com-

plete game efforts.
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Reese played one more year in the majors (1932 with St. Louis) before returning to the Pacific Coast League in 
1933. In three Major League seasons, he hit .278, including a .345 mark in a reserve role for the Yankees in 1930.

Reese played 12 seasons in the PCL (Oakland, 1924-29; Los Angeles, 1933-36 and San Diego, 1937-38) and was 
honored as all-time second baseman of the league. He set a career fielding record for total chances with 9,890 and 
led the PCL in fielding three times (1927, 1929 & 1934).

On Mar. 30, 1972, Reese joined the Angels coaching staff. During his 23 years, he built a reputation for being 
the most prolific fungo hitter in baseball. In 1989, Reese was selected by the late Commissioner Bart Giamatti 
to throw out the ceremonial first pitch for the 60th All-Star Game at Anaheim Stadium. In 1992, he was named 
honorary captain of the American League All-Stars at the contest in San Diego. Jimmie Reese passed away on July 
13, 1994 at the age of 92.

Brian Downing, who served 13 years in an Angel uniform, left the club as the all-time 
leader in almost every major offensive category. He is one of only two Angels (Bobby 
Grich being the other) to participate in each of the club’s first three Western Division 
titles. He was inducted into the Angels Hall of Fame on Aug. 27, 2009.

Downing was originally acquired by California, Dec. 5, 1977, along with Dave Frost 
and Chris Knapp from the White Sox in exchange for Bobby Bonds, Thad Bosley and 
Richard Dotson. The Anaheim, CA native helped lead the Angels to their first Western 
Division title in 1979 batting a career-high .326 with 12 home runs and 75 RBI. His stellar 
performance earned him an All-Star selection.

During his 20-year career, Downing registered a .267 average in 2,344 games with 
2,099 hits, 1,188 runs, 275 home runs and 1,073 RBI.

After 13 seasons, Downing topped many Angels’ all-time lists with 1,661 games, 
5,854 at-bats, 889 runs, 1,588 hits, 2,580 total bases, 282 doubles, 222 home runs, 846 
runs batted in and 866 walks.

In 1984, Downing was co-winner of the Owner’s Trophy, symbolic of the Club’s Most Valuable Player as voted 
by the players.

Chuck Finley, the Angels’ all-time leader in wins with 165, was inducted into 
the Club’s Hall of Fame on Aug. 27, 2009.

The four-time All-Star was originally drafted by the Halos in the first round 
(fourth overall pick) in the 1985 draft. He saw his first big league action the 
following season, joining the club for their memorable 1986 Western Division title run.

The West Monroe, LA native’s career spanned 17 seasons in which he 
compiled a 200-173 record and a 3.85 ERA in 524 games. 

On the date of his induction, he topped the Angels all-time list with 165 wins, 
379 starts and 2,675 innings pitched while finishing second behind Nolan Ryan 
with 2,151 strikeouts and fourth with 57 complete games.

In a dominating three-year period from 1989-91, Finley posted a 52-27 
record with a 2.93 ERA in 95 starts. In 1990, he enjoyed a career-year in which 
he took home the Owner’s Trophy, going 18-9 with a 2.40 ERA, the third-lowest 
single season ERA in club history.

When he retired in 2002, Finley was one of only 25 pitchers in Major League 
history to record over 2,500 strikeouts.

Bobby Knoop, one of the original Angel stars during the team’s first decade of 
existence, was inducted on Sept. 5, 2013. The infielder was a four-time recipient of 
the Owner’s Trophy (1964-66 & 1968), presented annually to the Club’s MVP.  He 
is one of just three Halos to win the award at least four times (Garret Anderson & 
Mike Trout).

The second baseman played six seasons with the Halos (1964-69) and combined 
with Jim Fregosi to form one of the most formidable double-play tandems in all 
of MLB. The duo claimed Rawlings Gold Gloves® in 1967, the second of three such 
honors for Knoop.

Knoop’s best offensive season came in 1966 when he posted career-highs in 
home runs (17), RBI (72) runs (54) and triples (11). His 11 triples led the A.L. and he 
was named as an All-Star Game starter that season.

Originally signed by the Milwaukee Braves as an amateur free agent before the 
1956 season, he was a Rule 5 Draft pick by the Angels from the Braves on Dec. 2, 
1963. In his first season with the Angels in 1964, he played in all 162 games.
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Dean Chance, one of the initial aces in team history, was inducted 
into the Angels Hall of Fame in 2015. Sadly, Chance passed away on Oct. 
11, 2015 - just a few months after his induction.

In 1964, he became the Halos’ first 20-game winner and Cy Young 
Award® recipient.  At the time, he was the youngest recipient of the 
hardware.

During the 1964 campaign, Chance led the A.L. in wins (20), ERA (1.65) 
& innings pitched (278.1) while tossing 11 shutouts, including six by a 1-0 
score. He also notched 207 punchouts, and allowed just a 1.01 WHIP.  His 
1.65 ERA stands as the Halos’ single-season record by a starting pitcher. 

Additionally in 1964, Chance threw four complete games (3 SHO) 
against the New York Yankees.  Not only did Chance post a 4-0 mark 
vs. Yankees, he allowed just one run in 50 IP (0.18 ERA), a home run to 
Mickey Mantle. The feat easily ranks among the top dominant season 
pitching performances over one team in baseball history.

Over the course of six years with the Club, Chance posted a 74-66 
record, 2.86 ERA (1131 IP – 360 ER) and 857 strikeouts.  His career ERA 
remains the best all-time in Club history.

Mike Witt, a decade-long (1981-90) Angels mainstay and local 
product (Servite HS) stands tall as one of the most dominant pitchers 
in Club history.  

At time of his Angels Hall of Fame induction (2015), the two-time 
All-Star ranked fourth on the Club’s all-time list in wins (109), starts 
(272) & strikeouts (1,283) and third in complete games (70) & innings 
pitched (1,965.1).   

During his tenure, Witt was a member of two Western Division 
Champion teams (1982 & 1986).  In 1986, he shouldered the Angels 
to the American League Championship Series with the best season of 
his career, posting a record of 18-10 with a 2.84 ERA.  

Witt’s most impressive accomplishment came on the last game of 
the 1984 season (Sept. 30 at Texas) when he became one of only 13 
pitchers in history to throw a perfect game, striking out 10 en route 
to a 1-0 victory.

Tim Salmon, affectionately tabbed as “Mr. Angel” and “The 
Kingfish,” spent his entire 15-year career in a Halo uniform.  In 
2002, he helped guide the Angels to their first World Championship.  
Salmon finished with a .282 career average and was inducted into 

the Club’s Hall of Fame in 2015 as the career leader in home runs (299) & walks (970).  He ranked second in team 
history in games (1,672), at-bats (5,934), runs (986), hits (1,674), 
extra base hits (662) and RBI (1,016). 

Salmon, originally selected in the third round of the 1989 
MLB draft, made his Major League debut in 1992.  That season, 
he was named by Baseball America as the Minor League Player 
of the Year.  The following campaign, the slugger earned the 
nod as the A.L. Rookie of the Year batting .283 with an Angels’ 
rookie-record 31 home runs and 95 RBI.  Salmon’s best season 
came in 1995 when he posted a slash line of .330/.429/.524 and 
captured a Silver Slugger Award®.  From 1993 to 2000, he had 
just two OPS lines below .900 and never finished under .860 in 
that span. 

The Kingfish was an integral part of the Halos’ World Series 
crown in 2002, guiding the Club to the playoffs for the first time 
since 1986. Salmon hit two key home runs in Game 2 of the Fall 
Classic against San Francisco and batted .346 with a 1.067 OPS 
in the Series overall.  That season, he was also tabbed as The 
Sporting News Comeback Player of the Year as he posted a .286 
clip with 48 extra-base hits and 88 RBI.

Salmon played his final game on Oct. 1, 2006, against the 
Oakland Athletics and exited to a standing ovation from the Halo 
faithful.
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The 2002 World Champion Angels were inducted into the Angels Hall of Fame on Aug. 18, 2012.
En route to capturing the franchise’s first World Series title, the 2002 Angels finished with a 99-63 record 

during the regular season to claim the American League Wild Card and advance to the postseason for the first 
time since 1986. The Angels sat at 6-14 after 20 games (worst start in club history) but finished the season 
going 93-49 (.650) over their last 142 games. 43 of the 99 wins came in comeback fashion. The Club finished 
first in the A.L. with a franchise record .282 average and second with a 3.69 ERA. The Halos also ranked first in 
the junior circuit with a 2.98 relief ERA. 

The offense was paced by team MVP Garret Anderson (.306, 56 2B, 29 HR, 123 RBI), A.L. Comeback Player of 
the Year Tim Salmon (.286, 22 HR, 88 RBI), Troy Glaus (30 HR, 111 RBI), Darin Erstad (.283, 99 runs, 23 SB) and 

leadoff man David Eckstein (.293, 
107 runs, 21 SB). 

On the mound, the starting 
staff featured Jarrod Washburn 
(18 wins), Kevin Appier (14 wins), 
Ramon Ortiz (15 wins) and rookie 
John Lackey (9 wins). The bullpen 
was guided by the likes of Troy 
Percival (40 saves), Brendan 
Donnelly (2.17 ERA), Ben Weber 
(2.54 ERA) and late season call-up 
Francisco Rodriguez. The pitching 
staff was guided by Gold Glove® 
catcher Bengie Molina.

In their first post season appearance in 16 years, the Angels defeated the New York Yankees in the Division 
Series (three games to one) to claim the first playoff series victory in club history. In the League Championship 
Series, the Halos defeated the Minnesota Twins (four games to one) to claim their first ever A.L. Pennant and 
earn a spot in the Fall Classic. Second baseman Adam Kennedy was named Most Valuable Player of the series, 
the second Angel to be named ALCS MVP (also Fred Lynn in 1982 ALCS). Kennedy became the third player in 
MLB history to hit three home runs in an LCS contest in Game 5.

The All-California World Series matched the Angels with the San Francisco Giants in the 99th edition of the 
Fall Classic. After the Giants took a 3-2 series lead, the stage was set for one of the more remarkable comebacks 
in playoff history. In Game 6, the Halos trailed 5-0 with seven outs left in their season until Spiezio’s three-run 
home run brought the Club back into the game. An inning later, the Halos rallied for three more runs, keyed 
by Glaus’ two-run double. The Angels’ 6-5 comeback win was the biggest ever by a team 
facing series elimination. 

42 years of waiting for a World Series crown came to a climactic close for 
Angels’ fans on Sunday,  Oct.  27,  2002. The  Game 7 win was highlighted by  
Anderson’s clutch bases clearing, three-run double in the third inning. Lackey 
received the win, becoming just the second rookie pitcher to win Game 7 
of the World Series. Glaus was named MVP of the 2002 Fall Classic after 
hitting .385 (10/26) with seven runs, three doubles, three home runs and  
eight RBI.

The 2002 Angels’ season was not ultimately defined by specific numbers or stats, 
but rather a group of individuals that comprised the true definition of a team.

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Garret Anderson, one of the most productive offensive players 
in franchise history, spent 15 of his 17 professional seasons 
playing for the Angels. He was inducted into the Club’s Hall of 
Fame on Aug. 20, 2016.

A two-time Silver Slugger recipient, three-time All-Star and 
four-time Angels Team MVP, Anderson remains atop the franchise 
all-time list in several key offensive categories including games 
(2,013), at-bats (7,989), runs (1,024), hits (2,368), total bases 
(3,743), extra-base hits (796), doubles (489) and RBI (1,292).   He 
also ranks second in home runs with 272, trailing only fellow 
Angels Hall of Famer, Tim Salmon (299). 

Following his selection in the fourth round of the 1990 June 
draft out of Kennedy High School in Granada Hills, CA, Anderson 
made his Major League debut July 27, 1994 vs. Oakland at the age 
of 22. He would go on to hit .321 with 19 doubles, 16 home runs 
and 69 RBI that season and finish second in the American League 
Rookie of the Year voting. 

A key piece in the Club’s 2002 title run, Angels’ fans will long 
remember his bases-clearing, three-run double in Game Seven of 
the 2002 World Series. Anderson completed the 2002 postseason 
batting a combined .300 with four doubles, two home runs and 
13 RBI.  

After finishing fourth in A.L. MVP voting in 2002, he returned a year later with another solid All-Star 
season.  During the All-Star game in Chicago, he became the first player since Cal Ripken, Jr. in 1991 to 
become both the Home Run Derby Champion and MVP of the All-Star Game.

Vladimir Guerrero became the 15th 
individual inducted into the Angels Hall of 
Fame on Aug. 26, 2017.  No player in Club 
history had more of an immediate impact than 
‘Vladdy’ in his initial campaign with the Angels 
in 2004.  In that season, Guerrero captured 
American League MVP honors as he lifted the 
Halos to their first A.L. West crown since 1986.  
Vlad became just the second player in Angels’ 
history to garner MVP honors, joining Don 
Baylor in 1979.  

During the 2014 season, Guerrero tied a 
Club record and led the A.L. with 366 total 
bases while also pacing the junior circuit with 
124 runs.  His .337 average remains the highest 
single-season mark by a right-hander in team 
annals.  

Most impressive during the 2014 campaign 
were Guerrero’s numbers down the stretch.  
He was named A.L. Player of the Month for 
September batting .371 with 24 runs, 17 extra-
base hits (10 HR) and 23 RBI.

 Guerrero remains among the Angels’ all-time leaders in several key offensive categories including 
average (1st, .319), runs (10th, 544), hits (10th, 1,034), total bases (7th, 1,767), extra-base hits (7th, 377), 
doubles (8th, 194), home runs (6th, 173), RBI (6th, 616), on-base percentage (4th, .381) and slugging 
percentage (2nd, .526). Guerrero was inducted into the Baseball Hall of Fame, July 29, 2018.

NATIONAL LEAGUE
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The Angels will hold Spring Training for the 31st consecutive season (since 1993) in Tempe, 
AZ, where the Club plays home games at Tempe Diablo Stadium. 

Tempe Diablo Stadium is now the oldest active ballpark in the Cactus League after Oakland 
moved out of Phoenix Municipal Stadium (1964) following the 2014 season.

The Halos initially signed a 25-year lease (including two five-year options) with the city of 
Tempe on July 25, 1991, making Tempe Diablo Stadium their Spring Training facility until 2017. 
On November 8, 2004, the Angels and the city agreed to an extended lease through the year 

2025. As part of that agreement, the complex was expanded and renovated to include the Club’s minor league spring 
operations, a project that was completed in time for the 2006 Spring Training. Additional improvements completed in the 
renovation included:  practice fields expanded and constructed to create four additional lighted ball fields; refurbished 
clubhouses and expanded dugouts; new state-of-the-art seating and a new sound system.  

Tempe Diablo Stadium, which is owned and operated by the City of Tempe Parks and Recreation Department, previously 
housed the Seattle Pilots/Milwaukee Brewers (1969-71) and Seattle Mariners (1977-92).  

In 1992, the stadium was completely rebuilt and renovated with the combined efforts of HOK Sports Facilities Group and 
the Angels. Groundbreaking for the stadium took place, Apr. 22, 1992 with an estimated cost of $5.8 million to complete. 
Two-thirds of the funding was provided by Maricopa County and one-third by the city of Tempe. All revenues from food 
and beverage concessions, parking, souvenirs and in-stadium advertising are shared equally by the City of Tempe and the 
Angels, while the city receives 20% of revenues from ticket sales.

Dedication ceremonies for Tempe Diablo Stadium took place Feb. 27, 1993, with the Angels playing their first spring 
home game, Mar. 7, 1993 against Oakland.

The current Tempe Diablo Stadium complex includes six-and-a-half practice fields in addition to the main stadium, which 
was dedicated as Gene Autry Field in 1999 in honor of the former Angels owner who passed away after the 1998 season.

Spring Training

ANGELS SPRING TRAINING SITES
Beginning in 1961, the Angels played their Spring Training contests at Angels Stadium in Palm Springs (Coachella 

Valley). The facility was formerly called the Polo Grounds until switching its name in 1964.  
On Dec. 19, 1965, the Angels signed an agreement to also hold Spring Training in Holtville, CA, located 

approximately 10 miles east of El Centro. The Club annually spent 10 days to two weeks at the four-diamond complex 
from 1966 through 1979, before returning on a full-time basis to Palm Springs in 1980.

In 1982 and 1983, the Angels divided spring headquarters between Casa Grande, AZ and Palm Springs.
On Apr. 1, 1992, the Halos defeated San Diego, 3-1 at Palm Springs Angels Stadium in the final exhibition game 

of Spring Training. The contest was historic in that it marked the final Spring Training game for the Angels in Palm 
Springs, CA, their Cactus League home for 32 years.
