THEY BUILT THIS CITI: The Detroit Tigers and New York Mets tonight meet for the first of three
games at Citi Field, the second and final stop of Detroit's seven-day, six-game trip that began with
a series setback in Kansas City (1-2) ... the Tigers collected a 6-3 win on Sunday to snap a five-game
losing streak, which had matched their season long ... the Tigers have dropped 10 of their last 15
games after winning 10 of their previous 13 games into this stretch.

e  The Tigers are nine games (3-6) into a stretch of 11-straight night games through tomorrow
evening ... this is Detroit's longest stretch of consecutive night games in nearly 27 years since
an 11-game run from August 16-28, 1999 ... the Tigers are 11-3 during day games this year,
good for a.786 winning percentage, the best mark in the majors ... the Tigers are 8-19 at night,
which is a .296 winning percentage, last in all of baseball.

e Detroit is 7-16 on the road thus far, a .304 winning percentage, the lowest road mark in the
majors and the club's roughest 23-game road start since a 6-17 opening salvo in 2022 ... the
Tigers have been 7-16 or worse through 23 road games just four times in the last 25 years.

e Tonight begins a run of 13-games-in-13-days for Detroit ... after this three-game series in New
York, the Tigers will return to Detroit to host a two-team, seven-game homestand against
Toronto (three games from Friday-Sunday) and Cleveland (four games from May 18-21)

AND THAT'S THE END OF THE FIRST QUARTER: The Tigers have reached this year's quarter pole

with a 19-22 record ...a year ago, the Tigers completed 41 games with a 26-15 record, best in the

A.L. by 2.5 games and tied with the New York Mets for the third-best record in all of baseball ...

Detroit began today among 11 teams within 4.0 games of the final two A.L. wild card spots.

e  TheTigers last year reached the quarter pole with a +72 run differential through 41 games, the
second-best mark in all of baseball ... this year, the Tigers have a +4 run differential through 41
games, one of only five A.L. teams that started today in positive territory ... in 2024, the Tigers
reached the quarter pole with a 21-20 record and a -4 run differential.

e One kinda sorta maybe bright side: the Tigers have made it through their first 41 games of
the season without a doubleheader for the first time since 2017, when they had a rainout the
second game of the season only to play a doubleheader following Game 47 ... they have made
it through their first 41 games without a postponement for the first time since 2015.

LIFE OF RILEY: Riley Greene is now batting .385 (35-for-91) with nine doubles, four homers, 14 RBI,
a .486 on-base percentage, a .615 slugging percentage and a 1.102 OPS in his last 27 games over
the past month starting April 11 ... he leads the majors in on-base percentage and ranks second in
the majors in OPS and batting average during in this span.

GREENE STREAK: Riley Greene has reached base safely in 21-straight games, a new career high and

surpassing his previous best of 20 games from August 20-Sepember 14, 2022 ... it is the longest

streak by a Tiger this season, the longest by any Tiger since Gleyber Torres last season (25 games)

and the third-longest active streak in baseball behind Nick Kurtz (34) and Ronald Acuna Jr (23).

e This run marks Greene's second streak of reaching base safely in 16 or more games already
this season, as he started off by reaching base safely in his first 16 games of the campaign ...
he is the only player in all of baseball with multiple streaks of 16 or more games this year.

e Greene has the longest streak by a Tigers left-handed hitter since Kerry Carpenter had a 24-
game run in 2023 ... he is the first left-handed hitting Tiger with multiple 20-game-or-more
streaks in his Tigers career since Prince Fielder had three such streaks between 2012-13.

EXTRA, EXTRA!: Detroit has an extra-base hit in 39-straight games dating to March 28, the longest
active streak in all of baseball ... Baltimore is next at 34-straight games ... this is Detroit's longest
extra-base hit streak since a 44-game run from August 4-September 23, 2025.

IT'S GOOD FOR SOMETHING: Kevin McGonigle has a 2.2 bWAR through his first 39 major league
games, the fourth-best mark in the American League and trailing only Bobby Witt Jr (2.8 bWAR),
Aaron Judge (2.6 bWAR) and Cody Bellinger (2.5 bWAR) ... Kevin is 21-years-old.

IT'S A DIFFERENT LEAGUE: The Tigers briefly return to interleague play this week after seeing 21 of

their first 32 games through the end of April take place against National League competition ... no

other team entered May with more than 18 interleague games through the end of April.

e The Tigers have made up for lost time, however, as they began a stretch on May 1 that sees all
but three games (59 of 62 contests) against A.L. competition through July 9, including 50 games
in a row against intraleague foes once the club leaves New York (barring postponements).

AND FINALLY: Gage Workman's heroics on Sunday notwithstanding, the Tigers have been in a bit of
a power outage as of late, as they have hit only six home runs in their last 12 games, their second
such 12-game stretch of the year (also March 27-April 9) ... the Tigers have not had a multi-homer
game in their last 12 games, their longest such streak since a 13-gamer from April 9-22, 2025.

Had back-to-back blown saves on two-run walk-off home runs against Cincinnati on April 24 and Atlanta on April 29...had recorded five consecutive
saves prior to April 24.

With a scoreless ninth inning on April 14 against Kansas City, he recorded his 479th career save to surpass Hall of Famer Lee Arthur Smith for third-
most in major league history...only Hall of Famers Mariano Rivera (652 saves) and Trevor Hoffman (601 saves) have more.
