YESTERDAY'S GAME: The Brewers opened the 2026 Cactus League schedule with a 9-6 defeat to the Guardians in 
Phoenix.....CF Brandon Lockridge went 2-for-3 with 2R, a solo HR and a SB.....DH Jackson Chourio went 2-for-3 while 3B 

David Hamilton produced a 2-run double and RF Greg Jones added a 2-run single.

WE ARE THE WORLD (BASEBALL CLASSIC): The following nine players from Major League camp are participating in the 
2026 World Baseball Classic: INF Tyler Black (CAN), OF Jackson Chourio (VEN), C William Contreras (VEN), INF Joey

THE ROSTER: The Brewers currently have 58 players in Major League camp: 27 pitchers, 7 catchers, 14 infielders and 10 
outfielders.....there are 18 non-roster invitees: 5 pitchers, 4 catchers, 7 infielders and 2 outfielders.

MANAGER: Pat Murphy is in his third season as Brewers manager.....he was voted National League Manager of the Year 
for both 2024 and 2025.....he is one of four managers ever to win the award in consecutive seasons, joining the Braves' 
Bobby Cox (2004-05), Rays' Kevin Cash (2020-21) and Guardians' Stephen Vogt (2024-25).....Murphy was named the 
20th manager in franchise history on 11/15/23, replacing Craig Counsell.

COACHES: Returning from the 2025 staff is offense & strategy coordinator Jason Lane (11th season/1st in current role), 
pitching coordinator Jim Henderson (5th season/1st in current role), field coordinator Néstor Corredor (4th season/3rd 
in current role), pitching coach Chris Hook (8th season), bullpen coach Charlie Greene (3rd season), lead hitting coach 
Eric Theisen (2nd season/1st in current role) and third base coach Matt Erickson (3rd season/1st in current role).....
assistant pitching coach Juan Sandoval, hitting coach Guillermo Martinez, hitting coach Daniel Vogelbach and first base 
coach Spencer Allen are all in their first seasons on the coaching staff.

2025 IN REVIEW: The Brewers went 97-65 and finished in first place in the NL Central, 5.0 games ahead of the Cubs.....
Milwaukee posted the best record in baseball for only the second time in franchise history (also 1982) and set a franchise 
record for regular-season wins.....the Brewers defeated the Cubs, 3 games to 2, in the National League Division Series 
before getting swept by the Dodgers in the National League Championship Series.

BREWING SUCCESS: The Brewers have qualifed for the postseason seven times in the last eight seasons and three 
seasons in a row.....the team was just two games away from making the postseason in nine straight seasons (2017-25), 
missing out in both 2017 and 2022 by a single game.....Milwaukee has won the NL Central in four of the last five seasons 
and three seasons in a row.

BREWING CONSISTENCY: The Brewers, Astros and Dodgers are the only Major League teams with 86+ wins in each of 
the last eight full seasons (2017-25).....this does not include the shortened 2020 season.....the Brewers have 763 wins 
since 2017, which ranks fourth in the Major Leagues behind the Dodgers (853), Astros (806) and Yankees (788).

PRONUNCIATIONS

LHP DL Hall, 27, went 1-0 with a 3.49 ERA in 20 games (3 starts) with Milwaukee last season.....he held opponents 
to a .174 AVG.....his starts came on 5/30 at Philadelphia, 6/4 at Cincinnati and 7/11 vs. Washington.....the team won 
each of his starts as he posted a 1.00 ERA (9ip, 3h, 1r, 1er, 5bb, 9k).....Hall began last season on the 60-day injured 
list with a left lat strain and was reinstated on May 26.....he was on the 15-day injured list from 8/16-9/27 with a 
right oblique strain.....he was acquired on 2/1/24 as part of the trade that sent RHP Corbin Burnes to the Orioles.....
the initials “DL” stand for Dayton Lane.

LHP Tate Kuehner, 25, is a non-roster invitee.....he went 7-6 with a 2.77 ERA in 23 starts last season between 
Double-A Biloxi (21gs) and Triple-A Nashville (2gs).....Kuehner was selected by Milwaukee in the seventh round of the 
2023 First-Year Player Draft out of the University of Louisville.....name is pronounced "KEE-nehr."

ALSO SCHEDULED TO PITCH...

LHP Robert Gasser, 26, spent most of last season on the 60-day injured list recovering from "Tommy John" 
surgery.....he was reinstated on August 30 and optioned to Triple-A Nashville.....he went 3-2 with a 2.25 ERA in 10 
games (6 starts) at Nashville, which included a rehab assignment from 8/8-8/29.....he was recalled by Milwaukee 
on September 21 and made 2 starts.....he also appeared in 2 postseason games out of the bullpen.....Gasser was 
acquired from San Diego as part of the trade for LHP Josh Hader on 8/1/22.....he was selected by the Padres in 
Competitive Balance Round B of the 2021 First-Year Player Draft out of the University of Houston.
