SCHEDULED TO PITCH...
LHP Aaron Ashby, 27, went 5-2 with a 2.16 ERA and 3 saves in 43 games (1 start) with Milwaukee last season.....he 
began the season on the 15-day injured list with a right oblique strain and was reinstated on May 23.....Ashby held 
opponents to a .227 AVG with 76 strikeouts in 66.2 innings.

RHP Easton McGee, 28, spent most of last season at Triple-A Nashville and went 5-0 with a 3.59 ERA and 1 save in 
32 games (1 start).....he held opponents to a .190 AVG with 53 strikeouts in 47.2 innings.....McGee also had five stints 
with the Brewers last season, posting a 5.52 ERA in 9 relief appearances.

LHP DL Hall, 27, went 1-0 with a 3.49 ERA in 20 games (3 starts) with Milwaukee last season.....he held opponents to 
a .174 AVG.....Hall began last season on the 60-day injured list with a left lat strain and was reinstated on May 26.....
he was on the 15-day injured list from 8/16-9/27 with a right oblique strain.

RHP Grant Anderson, 28, went 2-6 with a 3.23 ERA in a career-high 66 relief appearances during his first season 
with Milwaukee.....he held opponents to a .223 AVG with 74 strikeouts in 69.2 innings.

LHP Jared Koenig, 32, went 6-1 with a 2.86 ERA and 2 saves in a career-high 72 relief appearances with Milwaukee 
last season.....he held opponents to a .237 AVG with 68 strikeouts in 66.0 innings.....he pitched to a 1.38 ERA over his 
last 34 appearances of the season (33.2ip, 5er).

RHP Abner Uribe, 25, pitched for the Dominican Republic in the World Baseball Classic.....he went 3-2 with a 1.67 
ERA and 7 saves in 75 relief appearances with Milwaukee last season.....his team-leading 75 appearances tied for 
fourth in the National League.....he held opponents to a .194 AVG with 90 strikeouts in 75.1 innings and his 37 holds 
led the Major Leagues.

LHP Angel Zerpa, 26, pitched for Venezuela in the World Baseball Classic.....Zerpa was acquired from Kansas City 
on December 14 for INF/OF Isaac Collins and RHP Nick Mears.....he went 5-2 with a 4.18 ERA in a career-high 69 
games (2 starts) with the Royals last season.....he set career highs in wins, innings pitched (64.2) and strikeouts (58).

RHP Trevor Megill, 32, went 6-3 with a 2.49 ERA and 30 saves in a career-high 50 relief appearances with 
Milwaukee last season.....the first time All-Star held opponents to a .209 AVG with a career-high 60 strikeouts in a 
career-high 47.0 innings.....he was 30-for-36 in save opportunities (83.3%).....his career-high 30 saves ranked third 
in the National League.....he was on the 15-day injured list from 8/27-9/27 with a right flexor strain.
