TONIGHT'S TILT…the Mariners continue the 7-day, 6-game homestand with the first of 3 games against 
the Toronto Blue Jays...Seattle swept the Angels in a 3-game set to open the homestand...following 
Sunday's game, the Mariners will travel to play the Miami Marlins (3 G, 7/7-7/9) and Tampa Bay Rays (7/10-
7/12) on their final road trip before the All-Star Break...tonight's game will be aired live on both Mariners 
TV and KING 5 with Aaron Goldsmith and Ryan Rowland-Smith on the call and Angie Mentink serving 
as field analyst...the game will also be broadcast live on Seattle Sports (710 AM) with Rick Rizzs and 
Gary Hill Jr. on the call.
ODDS & ENDS...the Mariners beat the Angels by an 1-0 score on Thursday to complete the Mariners 5th 
sweep of the season...the win also marked the Mariners 5th shutout win of 2026...Seattle is 30-12 (.714) 
when scoring 4+ runs and 18-6 (.750) when they record 10+ hits.

ALL-STARS ANNOUNCED TOMORROW...Major League Baseball is set to announce its rosters, including 
reserves, for the 96th Midsummer Classic tomorrow at 4:30 p.m. PT on FOX...the 2026 MLB All-Star Game 
takes place on Tuesday, July 14 at Citizens Bank Park in Philadelphia. 
MUÑOZ MOVING UP THE LEADERBOARD...Andrés Muñoz recorded his 94th career save (93rd with 
Seattle), passing Aurelio López for 3rd-most saves by a Mexican-born pitcher and trailing only Roberto 
Osuna (155 SV) and Joakim Soria (229 SV)...Muñoz's 93 saves with the Mariners also rank 5th in franchise 
history, behind Mike Schooler (98 SV), J.J. Putz (101 SV), Edwin Díaz (109 SV) and Kazuhiro Sasaki (129 
SV)...Muñoz has not allowed a run over his last 7 games (6/16-c), recording 10 strikeouts and holding 
opponents to a .167 average while recording 6 saves.
OLD TIME ROCK (& ROLL)...since making the first relief appearance of his career on May 19, Luis 
Castillo is 2-2 with a 3.03 ERA (11 ER, 32.2 IP), 10 walks and 30 strikeouts...he holds a 1.07 WHIP and has 
limited opponents to a .207 average...during that span his ERA ranks 10th-best in the American League...
since May 19, Mariners starters rank 3rd in MLB in ERA (3.19) and 1st in fWAR (5.9).
THEY CALL HIM BIG TEX...in 9 appearances (8 GS) this season, Bryce Miller has posted a 1.71 ERA (10 
ER, 52.2 IP) with 62 strikeouts and just 5 walks allowed...he leads all Major League pitchers (min. 50.0 IP) 
in strikeout-to-walk ratio (12.40), 1st in WHIP (0.66) and ranks 1st in walk rate (2.7%)...he also ranks 3rd in 
ERA, 2nd in opponent batting average (.165), and 3rd in strikeout rate (33.2%).
RANDY'S ALL-STAR TALENT...Randy Arozarena on Thursday went 1-for-2 with 1 walk and 1 HBP...
in 80 games this season, Randy is batting .284 (83x292) with 51 runs, 20 doubles, 1 triple, 8 homers, 37 
RBI, 31 walks and 19 steals, reaching base at a a .375 clip and slugging .442 slugging (.816 OPS)...among 
qualified American League outfielders this season, he ranks 6th in bWAR (2.7), 5th in OPS, T-1st in doubles 
and 2nd in stolen bases.
CANZONE RAKES...over his last 27 games (5/30-c), Dominic Canzone is batting .325 (26x80) with 14 
runs, 4 doubles, 1 triple, 8 home runs, 13 RBI and 9 walks, getting on base at a .400 clip and slugging .700 
(1.100 OPS)...among hitters with 90 PA over that span, Canzone ranks 3rd in OPS, 3rd in SLG and 2nd in 
wRC+ (207)...overall this season, Canzone is batting .269 (53x197) with 30 runs, 13 doubles, 1 triple, 13 
home runs, 34 RBI, a .345 OBP and slugging .543 (.888 OPS) and a 150 wRC+ in 223 plate appearances...
his 150 wRC+ ranks 10th in MLB among players with at least 200 plate appearances.
YOUNG & POWERFUL...in 20 games since June 10, Cole Young is batting .293 (22x75) with 11 runs, 
2 doubles, 5 home runs, 10 RBI and just 9 strikeouts, reaching base at a .329 clip and slugging .520 
(.849 OPS)...on Monday, Young recorded his first career multi-homer game, becoming the 10th player 
in Mariners history age 22-or-younger with a multi-homer game, and the first since Julio Rodríguez (3x, 
9/11/22 vs. ATL, 7/25/23 at MIN and 9/5/23 at CIN).
HOMESTAND HIGHLIGHTS...highlights and promotions remaining on the homestand include Patriotic 
Fireworks Night tonight, Fourth of July Patriotic Bucket Hat Giveaway tomorrow and Kids Run the 
Bases on July 5.

ON THIS DATE IN MARINERS HISTORY - JULY 3
•	 1982 - Jim Beattie is named AL Pitcher of the Month for June. Beattie was 5-0 in six starts with a 1.77 ERA.
•	 1997 - Pitcher Bob Wells walks and later crosses the plate to become the first Mariners pitcher ever to score a run.
•	 2011 - RHP Blake Beavan made his Major League debut earning the win in a 3-1 triumph over the Padres at Safeco Field. Beavan 

allowed 3 hits and 1 run in 7.0 innings.
•	 2013 - Kyle Seager hit a 2-out, 2-run home run in the top of the 10th inning to lift the Mariners to a 4-2 win over the Texas Rangers in 

Arlington.
•	 2017 - The Mariners lost 3-1 to the Royals, but rookie pitcher Andrew Moore tossed 8.0 innings. With his 7.0 innings in his MLB debut vs. DET on 

June 22, Moore became the 3rd Mariners pitcher to go 7.0+ innings in his first two games. 
•	 2025 - Major League Baseball announced catcher Cal Raleigh selected as the American League Player of the Month for June…in 26 June 

games, Cal hit .300 (30x100) with 22 runs, 6 doubles, 11 home runs, 27 RBI and 3 stolen bases with a .398 OBP, slugging .690 and a 1.088 
OPS…he led the American League in home runs, RBI, OPS, slugging percentage and fWAR (1.9).

ABOUT CASTILLO…
•	 The 33-year-old right-hander is set to make his 17th 

appearance (13 starts) this season and his 260th career 
appearance...is making his 1st appearance against the Blue 
Jays this season and is facing them for the 7th time in his 
career.

•	 Originally signed as an international free agent by the San 
Francisco Giants on Dec. 23, 2011.

•	 Made MLB debut on June 23, 2017 vs. Washington (w/ CIN).
•	 Signed a 5-year contract extension with the Seattle Mariners on Sept. 24, 2022 

after being acquired in a trade with Cincinnati on July 30, 2022.
•	 Named an All-Star in 2019 (CIN), 2022 (CIN) and 2023 (SEA).
LAST TIME OUT...W#3 in Cleveland, tossing 6.0 innings of 1-run baseball (1 ER) on 

4 hits and 1 walk with 4 strikeouts...he threw 91 pitches (62 strikes) in his 13th 
start of the season...marked his 2nd quality start of the season and first his sea-
son debut on March 30 vs. the Yankees.

LATEST STRETCH...across his last 6 appearances (4 starts) since May 25, he is 2-1 
with a 2.67 ERA (9 ER, 30.1 IP), a 1.05 WHIP and 26 strikeouts.

MILESTONE MARKERS...with his 2nd strikeout on June 19 vs. Boston, he became 
the 11th pitcher in Mariners history to surpass 700 strikeouts with the club...is 7 
wins away from 50 wins with the Mariners...would become the 14th pitcher with 
50+ wins with Seattle, joining George Kirby and Logan Gilbert who also recently 
reached 50 wins with the club.

SO WE MEET AGAIN...is facing the Blue Jays for the first time since Game 4 of 
the American League Championships Series on Oct. 16, 2025 at T-Mobile Park...
last faced Toronto during the regular season on May 9, 2025 when he tossed 5.0 
innings and allowed 5 runs (5 ER), 7 hits and 2 walks with 3 strikeouts...tossed a 
quality start against the Jays on Aug. 5, 2024 (6.2 IP, 1R, 1 ER, 2 H, 2 BB, 9 SO).

HOME SWEET HOME...is making his 8th appearance (5th start) at home this sea-
son and his first start at home since May 3 vs. Kansas City...across 63 games (60 
starts) at home with the Mariners, he is 23-16 with a 3.05 ERA (124 ER, 365.2 IP) 
and has thrown 6.0+ IP in 41 of those starts with the Mariners going 30-11 when 
he tosses 6.0+ innings at home...among Mariners pitchers at home (min. 300 IP), 
he leads in ERA, ranks 2nd in WHIP (1.028) behind rotationmate Logan Gilbert 
(0.991), 2nd in SO/9 (10.07), 2nd in opponents' batting average (.210), 4th in SO/
BB (4.45) and is tied for 7th-most strikeouts, alongside Freddy García.

WHERE HE RANKS...among qualfied pitchers at home since 2023, Castillo ranks 
T-5th in opponents (.214), 7th in strikeouts (367), 7th in strikeout rate (27.2%), 
T-7th in WHIP (1.05), 7th in SO/9 (9.89), 8th in innings pitched (334.0 IP), 8th in 
opp. OBP (.271) and 8th in ERA (3.21).

💪 💪 ...has thrown 6.0+ innings with 1-or-fewer earned runs allowed in 2 starts this 
season (last: 6/26 at CLE) and in 85 career starts, 4th-most such games since 
making his debut in 2017...in addition, his 33 such games since 2023 are 7th-most 
among American League pitchers across that span...trails teammates Logan Gil-
bert (34) and George Kirby (34)...Castillo's 38 such games as a Mariner are 9th-
most in franchise history, trailing Gilbert (6th, 45 G) and Kirby (7th, 42 G).

KEEP OFF MY BASEPATHS...has thrown 6.0+ innings with 5-or-fewer baserun-
ners in 47 career starts, T-11th most in MLB since 2017...the Mariners are 24-1 
in games that Castillo throws 6.0+ innings with 5-or-fewer baserunners allowed, 
including 2-0 in those games this season (last: 6/26 at CLE).

WELCOME JULY...across 44 career starts in the month of July, he is 18-9 with a 
2.63 ERA (80 ER, 274.0 IP), 286 SO, 65 BB, 1.033 WHIP, 9.4 SO/9 and a 4.40 SO/
BB...across 16 career starts with the Mariners during the month of July (2023-c), 
he is 9-3 with a 2.36 ERA (26 ER, 99.1 IP), 100 SO, 17 BB, 0.946 WHIP, 9.06 SO/9 
and a 5.88 SO/BB while limiting batters to a .319 SLG...among pitchers with min. 
10 starts in July since 2023, he ranks 2nd in wins (9), 3rd in ERA (2.36), 3rd in in-
nings (99.1), 6th in WHIP (0.946), T-7th in SO/BB (5.88) and 8th in strikeouts (100).

LA PIEDRA...among qualified pitchers since 2017 (his debut season), he ranks 5th 
in games started (256), 6th in quality starts (137), 6th in innings pitched (1487.1), 
T-6th in total strikeouts (1566) and 13th in wins (87).

IN EXCLUSIVE COMPANY...surpassed 1,550+ career strikeouts on June 7 at DET...
is 1 of 3 pitchers with 250+ starts and 1550+ strikeouts since 2017, joining Aaron 
Nola-PHI (269 GS, 1774 SO) and Kevin Gausman-5Tms (268GS, 1640 SO).

WHIFF LEADER...has recorded 10+ swings and misses in 12 of his 16 appearances 
this year...registered a season-high 18 swings and misses plus 5 swinging strike-
outs on May 9 at Chicago White Sox, surpassing his previous season-high 17 
swings and misses in his first start of the season (3/30 vs. NYY)...his 3,566 career 
swings and misses are 2nd most in MLB since 2017, trialing only Kevin Gaus-
man-5Tms (3,581) while his 1,296 career swinging strikeouts are 3rd-most in MLB 
since 2017, trailing Gausman (1,349) and Max Scherzer-5Tms (1,319), and ranking 
ahead of Gerrit Cole-3Tms (1,282).

FEAR THE FASTBALL...among pitchers with 5,000+ pitches thrown since 2023, his 
29.0% whiff rate on his 4-seam fastball ranks 5th-best in MLB, trailing Logan Webb-SF (28.9%) and ranks ahead of teammate Bryan Woo (T-6th, 28.2%)...
his 752 whiffs on his 4-seamer since 2023 are also most in MLB, ranking ahead of Joe Ryan-MIN (718 whiffs).

AMONG MARINER GREATS...his 3.64 ERA with Seattle is the 7th-lowest ERA in franchise history (min. 500.0 IP), trailing Félix Hernández, Randy Johnson, 
Hisashi Iwakuma, and James Paxton (all 3.42 ERA), Logan Gilbert (3.56), and George Kirby (3.62)...his 706 strikeouts with the Mariners are 11th-most 
in franchise history, just behind George Kirby (712 SO)...his 1.167 WHIP and 9.1 strikeouts-per-nine innings each rank 4th-best among Mariners with 
500.0+ innings pitched.
