
THE NL CHAMPS: Last season, the D-backs captured their 
second NL pennant and made their second trip to the 
World Series, fi rst since winning it all in 2001, in their 
seventh Postseason berth ('99, '01, '02, '07, '11, '17, '23).

LAST GAME:  The D-backs lost 4-2 @ Orioles last night.
♦Ketel Marte  hit safely in his 11th straight game with 

his third homer in 5 games.
♦Lourdes Gurriel Jr. collected his fi rst multi-hit perfor-

mance in May and has hit safely in 3 straight games.
♦Brandon Pfaadt made his third consecutive quality 

start (3 ER in 6.0 IP, 5 H).

MARTE EXTENDS TO 11:  Ketel Marte is riding a season-long 
11-game hit streak...his streak is currently the sec-
ond-longest active hit streak in the Majors, behind Max 
Kepler/MIN (12).
♦In the span (since April 28), he has 4 doubles, 1 triple, 

3 homers, 5 RBI and 2 walks.
♦Marte's longest career hit-streak is 16 games (May 16-
