SATURDAY IN THE PARK I THINK IT IS THE...: The Detroit Tigers and Texas Rangers today continue 
their three-game series after stepping aside yesterday for the beautiful game across the way ... the 
Tigers endured a 10-4 setback in the opener here on Thursday ... the Tigers are 3-1 through the first 
four games of this six-game trip that began with a three-game sweep in the Bronx.
•	 Including yesterday, the Tigers have two scheduled days off in a four-day stretch as the club 

will also take a respite on Monday after this three-game series ... this stretch comes on the 
heels of a 14-games-in-14-days stretch that wrapped on Thursday with the Tigers going 8-6 
during a gauntlet that featured five different opponents in the two weeks.

•	 The Tigers return home next week for a pair of three-game series against the Athletics 
(Tuesday-Thursday) and Phillies (July 10-12) that leads the club into the All-Star Break.

WE DO KNOW JACK: Jack Flaherty has now allowed three earned runs or less in 12 of his 16 starts 
this season, including each of his last six and in nine of his last 10 outings. 
•	 In the past two months starting May 6, Flaherty has turned in a 4.32 ERA (20 ER/41.2 IP) but 

a much lower 2.35 FIP in his nine starts, in fact nearly two runs lower ... Flaherty's 2.35 FIP 
is third-lowest in the A.L. starting May 6 among pitchers who have made at least nine starts, 
trailing only Seattle's Bryan Woo (2.17) and Boston's Ranger Suarez (2.31).

•	 Flaherty has averaged 11.88 strikeouts/nine innings starting May 6, the second-best mark in 
the A.L. and the third-best mark in the majors.

NO PANIC! AT THE DISH, OH?: Dillon Dingler leads the American League with 28 RBI with two 
strikes this year, one shy of Cincinnati's Sal Stewart (29 RBI) for tops in the majors ... Dingler's nine 
homers with two strikes ranks second in the A.L. behind only Houston's Yordan Alvarez with 10 ... 
Dingler's .412 slugging percentage with two strikes ranks fourth in all of baseball.

TWO-OUT MAGIC: Dillon Dingler leads the majors with 34 two-out RBI this season, five more than 
his next closest competitor (Cody Bellinger, 29) ... with eight games to go, Dingler is already one of 
only four Tigers in the last 50 years to reach or exceed 34 two-RBI prior to the All-Star Break, joining 
Miguel Cabrera (37, 2013), Prince Fielder (34, 2013) and Mickey Tettleton (34, 1993).

WITH THOSE POWERS COMBINED...: Dillon Dingler leads the majors 19 RBI with two strikes and 
two outs, five more than the next closest player (Eugenio Suarez, 14) and Dingler is tied for the 
major league lead with five homers with two outs and two strikes this year.

THE BEST CATCHER IN BASEBALL: Dillon Dingler is tied for sixth in the majors with a 4.0 fWAR this 
year ... he is tied for the third-best fWAR among all big league position players ... when it comes 
to the All-Star team, the only catcher even close to Dingler's orbit is the Athletics' Shea Langeliers, 
who plays on the moon and is light years behind Dillon at a 2.2 fWAR (tied for 60th in baseball).
•	 Metrics show Dingler has received 155.66 called strikes looking above expected called strikes, 

by far the best number in the majors ... Washington's Keibert Ruiz is next best at 111.84.

THE CREAM OF THE CROP: Kevin McGonigle (4.6 bWAR) and Bobby Witt Jr (4.8 bWAR) are the only 
two shortstops in the American League with a bWAR greater than 2.7, making them the obvious 
favorites for the A.L. All-Star team this month ... Witt Jr. is second in all of baseball in bWAR while 
McGonigle is third-best in the majors among position players. 

BEATING THE BEST: the Tigers have a 22-21 mark against teams with a record at or above .500 this 
year, joining the Rays (20-15), Rangers (20-16), Yankees (15-14) and Mariners (18-16) as the only 
five such teams in the A.L. ... the Tigers are 16-29 against clubs with sub-.500 records this season.

TIME TO START A NEW STREAK: Detroit saw its franchise-record streak by starting pitchers of 
35-straight outings with allowing four runs or less come to an end on Thursday ... the run began 
May 24 and surpassed the previous single-season mark of 33 starts, done most recently in 2022, 
and its overall mark of a 34-start run covering two seasons from August 26, 1968-April 24, 1969.

IT HAS BEEN A GRIND: Through their first 26 games of 2026, the Tigers went 14-12 and woke up on 
April 24 with a share of first place in the A.L. Central ... in 62 games since, the Tigers have posted a 
24-38 mark to drop to 38-50 and fourth place in the division ... Detroit's 24-38 (.387) record starting 
April 24 is tied for the second-lowest winning percentage in baseball in this span.
•	 Despite going 16-12 starting June 1, the Tigers have lost 25 of their last 43 games, 28 of their 

last 47 games and 33 of their last 53 games starting May 4.

AND FINALLY: Kevin McGonigle has reached base safely two or more times in 51 games this season, 
third-most in all of baseball alongside Nick Kurtz (56) and Shohei Ohtani (52) ... going back to the 
advent of the All-Star Game in 1933, only one rookie has reached base safely two or more times in 
more games before the All-Star Break than Kevin: Aaron Judge with 52 in 2017 ... Kevin joins Hall of 
Famer Joe Morgan (51, 1965) as the lone 21-year-olds to ever do so in 51 games before the Break.

June 28.

Has now allowed three earned runs or less in 12 of his 16 starts this season, including each of his last six and in nine of his last 10 outings...averaging 

11.88 strikeouts/nine innings starting May 6, the second-best mark in the A.L. and the third-best mark in the majors.

Earned his first win of the year on June 2 against Tampa Bay, moving to 1-7 on the season...tossed 5.0 scoreless frames, working around five hits and 

two walks with six strikeouts.

Made his 200th career major league appearance and 194th major league start on May 17 against Toronto.

Reached 1,000 career innings pitched in his last start against Minnesota...allowed just one earned run on five hits and three walks while striking out six 

over 5.2 innings in the outing.

Started 31 games for the Tigers last season with an 8-15 record...posted a 4.64 ERA (83ER/161.0IP) and 188 strikeouts.

Made his 11th-career playoff start on Oct. 7, which was one more than the rest of the Tigers post-season roster combined at the time last season.

Struck out José Ramírez to end the first inning on May 22, 2025, for his 1,000th career strikeout, becoming the 567th player in MLB history to record 

1,000 strikeouts.

Was an emergency starter on June 15 against Houston, allowing just one earned run on two hits 

and two walks while striking out five over 2.2 innings pitched.

Blew back-to-back save opportunities on May 29 and May 31 against Chicago-AL...allowed three 

earned runs on five hits over 1.1 innings between the two outings.

Tossed 3.0 perfect innings and earned the win on May 27 against Los Angeles-AL...continued a stretch of 14.0 consecutive innings over five games 

dating back to May 13 in which he has not allowed an earned run...has allowed just five hits and four walks compared to 16 strikeouts over this span.

Earned a six-out save on May 24 against Baltimore, striking out four over his two scoreless frames.

Made the third big league start of his career on May 20 against Cleveland, his first since Aug. 7, 2021, with the Texas Rangers against the 

Athletics...tossed 4.2 scoreless frames, allowing just two hits and two walks while striking out a career-high seven batters.

Earned his first win of the season and second of his major league career on April 30 against Atlanta, tossing 2.0 scoreless frames.

Earned his first career major league save with 3.1 scoreless innings, allowing two walks while striking out two in a victory over the Marlins on April 11.

Signed with Detroit on a one-year major league contract with a club option for the 2027 season on Dec. 16, 2025.

Spent each of the previous two seasons with the SSG Langers of the KBO League...went 12-7 with a 2.25 ERA (43 ER/171.2 IP) in 30 starts for SSG 

last season, recording 245 strikeouts in his 171.2 innings pitched, an average of 12.8 strikeouts per nine innings.

In his two seasons with SSG, went 23-10 with a 2.91 ERA (93 ER/287.1 IP) in 54 appearances (53 starts)...released by Detroit after nine appearances 

with Triple-A Toledo in 2024 prior to signing with the Langers.

Has spent parts of five seasons with the Philadelphia Phillies (2017-19), Chicago White Sox (2020) and Texas Rangers (2021) prior to joining the Tigers 

this year...also pitched with Hiroshima in the NPB for the 2022-23 campaigns.

Went 2-for-4 with a double and an RBI on April 3 against St. Louis...his fifth-inning RBI single was his 500th career hit, becoming just the 20th player in 

franchise history to notch 500 career hits before turning 26.

Appeared in a career-high 157 games with the Tigers last year, slashing .258/.313/.493...earned his first career AL Silver Slugger Award.

Named a starting outfielder to the All-Star game in 2025, his second consecutive All-Star Game appearance and first start.  

Recorded 36 home runs, 31 doubles, 36 homers and 111 RBI’s last year, becoming the second Tiger in the 125-season history of the franchise to reach 

those numbers in his age-24-or-younger season, joining Hank Greenberg, who did so in 1935 (46 doubles/36 homers/168 RBI)...Greene (2025), 

Greenberg (1935, 1937, 1940) and Miguel Cabrera (2008, 2010, 2012) own the only seven individual seasons in the history of the franchise that reach 

those totals, regardless of age.
