START ME UP: Kevin McGonigle last night crushed his first-career home run to lead off a game,

Spencer Torkelson homered for the fourth game in a row and fast-forward the Detroit Tigers will

this afternoon play the series finale of their three-game set at the Cincinnati Reds ... the Tigers

today look to salvage a win this series after dropping the first two games, including a 9-2 setback
last night ... the Tigers will take tomorrow off before wrapping up their seven-day, six-game trek
with a three-game series in Atlanta starting Tuesday.

e At 21 years, 250 days old, McGonigle yesterday became the second-youngest player in the
history of the Tigers franchise to hit a home run to lead off the game, behind only Dick
McAuliffe who turned the trick at 21 years, 218 days on July 5, 1961 at Fenway Park ... thanks
to Elias ... McGonigle dropped teammate Riley Greene to third on the club's list, as Greene
hit a leadoff homer on August 21, 2022 vs. the Los Angeles Angels at 21 years, 327 days old.

e While the Tigers have still won 10 of their last 15 games overall, Detroit has lost 12 of its last
14 road games after winning its first two games of the season in San Diego.

e Into today, the Tigers have a 7-5 record in the last 12 days as they conclude their stretch of
13-straight game days this afternoon, which has been Detroit's longest stretch of the season
without a day off thus far ... the Tigers are scheduled for two additional 13-day stretches this
year plus a season-long 14-games-in-14-days stretch from June 19-July 2.

NEXT UP, MR. TIGER: Kevin McGonigle has reached base safely in his last 23 starts, the first Tigers

rookie to do so since Austin Jackson reached in 25-straight starts from April 11-May 9, 2010 ...

the last 21-year-old or younger Tiger prior to McGonigle to reach in 23-or-more starts in a row?:

21-year-old Howard Johnson, who also reached base safely in 23-straight starts in 1982.

e McGonigle today aims to become the first 21-year-old or younger Tiger to reach base safely in
24-or-more starts in a row since 21-year-old Al Kaline reached base safely in 34-straight starts
nearly 70 years ago from July 26-August 28, 1956.

e McGonigle's run of reaching base safely in 23-straight starts is the longest active streak in the
majors, two starts more than anyone else (Nick Kurtz is at 21 starts).

e McGonigle is the first big league player 21-years-old or younger to reach base safely in 23-or-
more-consecutive starts, all within the early season months of March/April, since 21-year-old
Rocco Baldelli did so in 24-straight starts with Tampa Bay from March 31-April 27, 2003.

THAT'S SOME HIGH-END TORK: Spencer Torkelson is the first Tiger to homer in four-consecutive
games since lan Kinsler did so from May 15-18, 2016 ... Torkelson is one game shy of the club record
of five-straight games with a homer, accomplished five times, most recently by Marcus Thames in
2008, and by Willie Horton (1969), Vic Wertz (1950), Hank Greenberg (1940) and Rudy York (1937).

GREENE WITH ENVY: Riley Greene is now batting a major-league best .432 (19-for-44) with four

doubles, three homers, 11 RBI, a .537 on-base percentage, a .727 slugging percentage and a 1.264

OPS in his last 14 games over the last two weeks starting April 11 ... he leads the majors in OPS,

batting average and on-base percentage and ranks sixth in slugging in this span.

. In his first 28 games this season, Greene is slashing .306/.409/.480 with a 14.8 walk
percentage and a 22.6 strikeout percentage ... in his first 28 games last season, Greene slashed
.234/.280/.341 with a 5.9 walk percentage and 32.2 strikeout percentage.

THEY'RE IN ANOTHER LEAGUE: This series with the Reds continues a run of nine-straight games

against N.L. competition, a stretch that will bring Detroit's total to 21 interleague contests out of

32 games to start the year through the end of April ... put differently, nearly two-thirds of Detroit's

schedule prior to May 1 will take place against interleague competition (barring postponements).

e The Tigers will quickly make up for lost time, however, as they will play all but three games (59
of 62 contests) against A.L. competition from May 1-July 9.

GOOD COMPANY: Earlier this month, A.J. Hinch collected his 400th win with the Tigers, joining
Cincinnati's Terry Francona as the only two active managers with at least 400 wins with two different
franchises ... Hinch ranks eighth in Tigers history with 408 wins and 71st in major league history
with 978 victories, second most among active managers, behind only Francona (2,051 wins).

IT IS IN FACT GOOD FOR SOMETHING: Kevin McGonigle has posted a team-leading 2.0 bWAR
through his first 27 major league games, the best mark in the American League and tied for the
best mark in the majors with Chicago's Nico Hoerner (2.0 bWAR) ... the 21-year-old McGonigle is
the only player in the top 19 on this list younger than 24-years-old.

AND FINALLY: Kevin McGonigle's home run to lead off the game last night upped his hitting streak
to a career-best 10 games ... McGonigle is the first 21-year-old or younger Tiger with a 10-game
hitting streak since 21-year-old Riley Greene had a 13-gamer in 2022 ... the last such Tiger to do
so entirely within the early season months of March/April?: 20-year-old Al Kaline and his 14-game
hitting streak from April 12-29, 1955.
