N.L. CENTRAL CHAMPIONS: The 2019 N.L. Central Champion St. Louis
Cardinals concluded their 128th season of play by winning their 12th N.L.
Central title and their first since 2015...the Cardinals took over sole pos-
session of first place following their win on August 23 and held it for the
remainder of the season, edging Milwaukee by 2.0 games.

AN ERA OF EXCELLENCE: Under the ownership of Bill DeWitt, Jr. and his
partners, the Cardinals have posted a 2,131-1,755 (.548) record since 1996,
advancing to the postseason 14 times. The Cardinals were N.L. Champions
in 2004, 2006, 2011 and 2013 and captured their 10th World Championship

14 LCS appearances are 2nd all-time, trailing only the NY Yankees (16)...
St. Louis has won seven of its 13 previous NLCS with five of them going

advantage...overall, the Cardinals are 38-39 (.494 win pct.) in NLCS games,
including a 25-12 (.676) mark at home & 13-27 (.325) in road games...St.
Louis is 133-119 all-time in the postseason.

AGAINST THE EAST: The Cardinals are 5-2 in postseason series in which
they were matched up against NL East Division representatives, including a
1-2 mark in the NLCS...they Cards defeated the New York Mets, 4-3, in the
2006 NLCS in route to their 10th World Series and lost the NLCS in 1996 to
Atlanta (3-4) and in 2000 to the Mets (1-4).

GAME ONE’S: In Cardinals’ playoff history, St. Louis has an overall record
of 21-22 in Game 1 action and is 6-7 (5-3 at home) in League Championship
Series Game 1’s...the winner of Game 1 in NLCS involving the Cardinals has
gone on to win eight of the 13 series.

CARDINALS & NATIONALS: The Cardinals went 5-2 (2-1 at Busch Stadium)

against the Nationals in 2019, posting a 3-1 series win at Nationals Park and a 2-1 series win at Busch Stadium in September...
St. Louis leads its all-time series against the Nationals, 58-39, including a 31-12 mark at Busch Stadium...since Busch Stadium 11l
opened in 2006, the Cardinals’.721 home winning percentage (31-12) against the Nationals is their 2nd-best against any opponent,
trailing only the Colorado Rockies (.745, 38-13)...St. Louis has won 12 of its 14 all-time regular season home series vs. Washington.

POSTSEASON: St. Louis is 3-2 (1-1 at Busch Stadium) in postseason games against the Nationals, as the Cardinals staged a mem-
orable comeback in Game 5 of their 2012 NLDS against Washington, with an 9-7 win at Nationals Park when they plated four 9th
inning runs after having trailed 6-0 following three innings.

DIVISION SERIES: The Cardinals won their 11th Division Series with a 3-2 win over the Atlanta Braves, improving to 11-3 all-time

in Division Series (36-20, .643 winning pct.)...the Cardinals .643 winning pct. in DS play is tops among clubs with a minimum of 20
games played...only the NY Yankees (51) have won more Division Series games then the Cardinals (36).

WASHINGTON CONNECTIONS

Mike Maddux served in the same role with
the Nationals for two seasons (2016-17)...also
pitched parts of two seasons (1998-99) for the
Expos.

Matt Wieters played the previous two seasons
with Washington (2017-18) before signing
with St. Louis this offseason.

Andrew Knizner was born in Glen Allen, Va...
graduated from Hanover (Va) High School,
where he was a quarterback & punter for the
foothall team and an All-State shortstop on the
2013 Virginia AAA State Championship team.

Andrew Knizner and Trea Turner were team-
mates at North Carolina State Univ. in 2014.

Tyler Webb was born in Nassawadox, Va...
graduated from Northampton High School in
Eastville, Va.

Bryan Eversgerd pitched in 25 games for
Montreal in 1995...became an Expo via trade
with St. Louis (April 5, 1995), packaged with
pitcher Kirk Bullinger and outfielder DaRond
Stovall to Montreal for pitcher Ken Hill.

Max Scherzer is a native of Chesterfield, Mo...
graduated from Parkway Central (Mo.) High
School...originally selected by St. Louis in
the 43rd of the 2003 MLB Draft, but did not
sign...pitched at the University of Missouri
(2005-07).

Matt Adams played parts of last seven seasons
in a Cardinals uniform (2012-18), including 26
Postseason games (2013-14)...originally se-
lected by St. Louis in the 23rd round of the
2009 MLB Draft...later traded by St. Louis with
cash to Atlanta for infielder Juan Yepez (May
20, 2017).

Nationals Manager Dave Martinez made his
Major League debut vs. St. Louis (June 15,
1986) while with the Chicago Cubs.

Nationals Bench Coach and interim manager
Chip Hale played in 132 games for Memphis
(AAA) in the Cardinals organization during his
final professional season in 1998

Joe Ross’ older brother, Tyson Ross, pitched
in nine games for the Cardinals last season.

Cardinals Sr. Special Asst. to the GM Bob Geb-
hard was a player/coach in the Expos orga-
nization from 1974-75, and coached through
1986, including on the Montreal coaching staff
in 1982.

Hall of Famer Lou Brock served as a baserun-
ning consultant for Montreal in 1993.

Cardinals Hall of Famer and broadcaster Tim
McCarver played in 92 games for Montreal
(1972).

Nationals broadcaster Charlie Slowes worked
three years at KMOX (1984-86).

Nationals broadcaster Bob Carpenter worked
10 seasons with the Cardinals on both radio
and television before joining Washington...
graduated from nearby McBride (Mo.) High
School...his sister, Judy Carpenter-Barada,
previously served as Cardinals Director of Ma-
jor League Administration.

Nationals Vice President of International Op-
erations Johnny DiPuglia worked as an area
scout for the Cardinals from 1990-98.

FALL BALL: The Cardinals are 2nd only to the NY Yan-
kees in all-time postseason games played (400-252) and
postseason wins (235-133)...St. Louis is ranked 2nd be-
hind the Yankees in all-time League Championship Series
games played (84-77) and win (48-38).

WINNING WAYS: The Cardinals posted their 12th consec-
utive winning season in 2019, and the 79th in franchise
history. The Cardinals & Yankees are the only teams to
have winning seasons each of the past 12 years.

THE SHILDT SHOW: Mike Shildt, in his first full season at
the helm of the Cardinals, is the third manager to guide the
Cardinals to an NL Central title, joining Tony La Russa and
Mike Matheny. Shildt joins Pants Rowland (1917 Chica-
go White Sox) and Ed Barrow (1918 - Boston Red Sox)
as the only managers who never played professionally, to
take their teams to the postseason...since Shildt took over
as interim manager on July 15, 2018, the Cardinals are
132-99 (.571).

DIVISION MATH: The Cardinals were 46-30 vs. the NL
Central, 18-15 vs. the East, 18-15 vs. the West and 9-11
vs. the American League.

WHAT’S THE DIFFERENCE: The Cardinals +102 run differ-
ential (764-662) ranked 4th best in the National League.

MONDAY FUNDAY: The Cardinals were a Major League
best 14-2 on Mondays

MATCH-UPS: The Cardinals most wins came against
Pittsburgh (14), and their most defeats were against the
Cubs & Brewers (9). The Cardinals most wins at home
(6) came against the Cubs, Reds & Brewers and their best
match-up on the road was against the Pirates (8-1). The
Cardinals were a combined 22-24 against 2019 postsea-
son teams: (10-9) vs. MIL, (5-2) vs. WSH, (2-4) vs. ATL,
(4-3) vs. LAD, (1-2) vs. HOU, (0-4) vs. OAK.

HIGHS & LOWS: The Cardinals were a season-best 23
games over .500 following their win on Sept. 23 and sea-
son low 2 games under .500 following their loss on May
29. The Cardinals spent 77 days in 1st place and their
biggest division lead was 4-1/2 games (Sept. 8) and their
greatest deficit was 5-1/2 games (June 9).

PLAYERS PLAY: The Cardinals used 43 players in 2019,
including 14 who were age 24 or younger. The youngest
players were age 22 (Jordan Hicks, Junior Fernandez and
Genesis Cabrera) and the oldest 37 (Adam Wainwright).

FLY YOUR FLAG: The Cardinals used players from eight
different nations/territories: United States, Dominican Re-
public, Puerto Rico, Canada, Cuba, Mexico, Venezuela and
Panama.

WELCOME TO THE SHOW: The Cardinals had eight
players make their Major League debuts in 2019: Randy
Arozarena, Genesis Cabrera, Tommy Edman, Junior Fer-
nandez, Ryan Helsley, Andrew Knizner, Rangel Ravelo,
Lane Thomas.

FAN-TASTIC: The Cardinals surpassed the 3 million mark
in season attendance for the 16th-straight season (2004-
19) and the 23rd time overall...the Cardinals season total
of 3,480,393 (42,968 per game avg.) ranked 2nd only to
the Dodgers in MLB, was 5th-best in franchise history and
included 22 sell outs.

INJURED LIST: The Cardinals had 18 players spend time
on the Injured List in 2019, down from their 36 in 2018.
Two players missed the entire season due to injury (LHP
Brett Cecil and LHP Tony Cingrani).

ALL STARS: The Cardinals lone All-Star game represen-
tative was shortstop Paul DeJong (MLB selection), who
made his first appearance in the mid-summer Classic.

MONTHLY HONORS: Paul Goldschmidt was voted the
NL Player of the Month in July and Jack Flaherty took NL
Pitcher of the Month honors in both August and September.

WORST TO FIRST: The Cardinals set a club record with
just 66 errors and posted a league-best .998 fielding pct.
and tied the White Sox for the majors lead in double plays
with 170. The Cardinals led the majors with 133 errors in
2018 and became the first team to go from worst to first
in errors in back-to-back seasons.

POSTSEASON RESUMES: The Cardinals began the play-
offs with a combined 281 games of postseason experi-
ence on their roster, 4th among this year’s playoff field be-
hind the Dodgers (591), Astros (383) and Yankees (359).

THIS DATE IN POSTSEASON HISTORY

St. Louis is 2-7 in 9 postseason games played on October 11.

A 2-0 loss to the Yankees in WS Game 5, gave NY the World
Series Championship. The Cards had 10 hits, all singles. The
Yankees managed just seven hits, six singles and one HR
following a single.

Boston won 6-3 in Game 5 of the WS as all of St. Louis’ runs
were unearned as they managed just four hits.

Defeated the Yankees 4-3 for a Game 4 WS win. Cards’ starter
Ray Sadecki left after one out in the first and three runs, but

two relievers allowed NY just two hits the rest of the game.

Cardinals and New York Mets were rained out in Game 1 of
the NLCS.

Lost Division Series Game 4, 2-1, at Washington Nationals in
the bottom of the 9th on a walkoff HR by Jayson Werth. Kyle
Lohse had pitched 7.0 innings for STL, allowing just 2 hits,
one a solo HR.

Defeated the Dodgers 3-2 in 13 innings of Game 1 of the NL
Championship Series. Carlos Beltran hit a single to right to
score the winning run.

Dropped Game 1 of NLCS to San Francisco, 3-0, as Madison
Bumgarner bested Adam Wainwright.
