Has entered his 8th season (was injured for all of 2020) with the Cardinals in 2025; Leads active Cardinals pitchers in wins (65), innings pitched

e The Cardinals are 104-87 in his 191 career starts with St. Louis and Miles holds a 65-65 mark as a Cardinal.

o Started Game 2 of 4/6 doubleheader at BOS on ESPN Sunday Night Baseball; Lasted just 2.2 IP in the 18-7 loss, his shortest start since going
2.0 IP on 9/8/24 in 10-4 loss to Seattle.
