
PITTSBURGH PIRATES (10-14) vs. CINCINNATI REDS (3-22) 
May 7, 2022 at Great American Ball Park, Cincinnati, OH -- GAME #25 & 26/ROAD #13 & 14

RHP JT BRUBAKER & RHP MITCH KELLER vs. RHP CONNOR OVERTON & RHP ROBERT DUGGER 

THE PIRATES....were rained out last night for the second time this road trip (also Tuesday at Detroit)...Have split their last four games after losing their previous 
four games from 4/26-29...Went 5-4 in their first nine games; have gone 5-10 in 15 games since...Have won two games in a row on three occasions (last from 
4/21-22)...Were 12-12 after 24 games last year (12-13 after 25 and 12-14 after 26).

SEEING RED: This will be the first time the Pirates and Reds play three doubleheaders against each other in the same 
season since 1965....In addition to this series that will feature today's doubleheader, the Pirates will also play a split 
doubleheader here on July 7 before returning for another four-game series from September 12-14, which will include a 
doubleheader on September 13. 

LET'S PLAY TWO AGAIN: Today will be the second doubleheader in four days for the Pirates...The Bucs split a doubleheader 
Wednesday against the Tigers at Comerica Park after being rained out on Tuesday...It's the first time the Pirates will play 
two doubleheaders on the same road trip since doing so on August 15-16, 1986, against the Phillies at Veterans Stadium.

A RAINY DAY FEELING: Six games across Major League Baseball were postponed yesterday due to inclement weather... 
Prior to yesterday, the last time there were a half-dozen games called off because of weather was April 15, 2018...The 
Pirates have now been postponed three times this season due to the weather (the team had five games postponed last 
year due to the weather).

DOUBLEHEADER RESULTS AT GABP: The last time the Pirates swept a doubleheader in Cincinnati came on September 
17, 2016...The last time the Bucs were swept in a doubleheader at Cincinnati came on September 14, 2020...Pittsburgh's 
last doubleheader split at Cincinnati came on May 27, 2019.  

WHAT'S BRUING IN GAME ONE: JT Brubaker gets the start in game one of today's split doubleheader...In his last start 
one week ago today against the Padres, Brubaker allowed three runs in 5.0 innings, but came away with a no-decision 
in Pittsburgh's 7-6, 10-inning walkoff win...The Pirates have won two straight and three of Brubaker's last four starts.

KELLER IN GAME TWO: Mitch Keller will make his sixth start of the season tonight in game two of the doubleheader...In 
his last start Sunday afternoon vs. San Diego, he allowed one run on five hits in 6.0 innings while not allowing a walk but 
lost a 5-2 decision to Joe Musgrove...It marked the fourth time in Keller's career that he worked 6.0 innings in a game (he 
is 0-1 with a 0.75 ERA in those four games). 

DAN THE DH: Daniel Vogelbach enters today ranked first among all qualified designated hitters in Major League Baseball 
in OBP (.350) and second in both OPS (.864) and batting average (.292)...He also ranks fourth among all designated hitters 
in MLB with 37 total bases, trailing only Shohei Ohtani of the Angels (41), Boston's J.D. Martinez (41) and Philadelphia's 
Bryce Harper (39).  

LEADING THINGS OFF: Pittsburgh's leadoff hitters enter today with the third-highest batting average (.290) in MLB 
behind the White Sox (.333) and Twins (.292); Pittsburgh's leadoff hitters finished fourth in all of MLB in 2021 with a .279 
average...Coming into today, Pittsburgh's leadoff hitters also rank fifth in the National League in OPS (.780).

BEN COMING UP BIG: Ben Gamel finished Wednesday's doubleheader by raising his batting average 45 points after going 
5-for-8 with a double, triple and three RBI...Gamel has also hit safely in each of his last seven starts, going 10-for-26 
(.385) with three doubles, a triple, five RBI and .448 on-base percentage.   

GETTING THINGS STARTED: Pittsburgh's starting pitching staff has posted a 3.23 ERA (30.2ip/11er) in the team's last 
seven games...The starting staff has also recorded a .190 batting average against (22-for-116) and allowed three home 
runs (0.88 per 9.0 innings) in that time. 

RENEGADE: David Bednar struck out three of the seven batters he faced in 2.0 scoreless innings while earning his third 
save of the season Wednesday afternoon in game two of Pittsburgh's doubleheader...Since the beginning of last season, 
Bednar has posted a 0.53 ERA (17.0ip/1er), 22 strikeouts and .105 batting average against in 10 outings that he has 
worked multiple innings. 

DILLON DEALIN': Dillon Peters started and tossed 3.1 innings in game one of Wednesday's doubleheader to extend his 
scoreless streak to start the season to 16.2 innings (it's the longest active streak in MLB)...It's the longest scoreless streak 
to start a season for a Pirates pitcher since Paul Wagner worked 17.1 scoreless innings to begin the 1996 campaign.

ON THE MEND: Righthander Duane Underwood Jr. had his rehab assignment transferred to Triple-A Indianapols on 
Friday (Indianapolis' game was rained out against Louisville)...Underwood started and faced a total of five batters 
(0.2ip/1h/1r/2bb/0so) in his second rehab appearance Tuesday with Low-A Bradenton...He also retired all three batters 
he faced in his first rehab appearance with Low-A Bradenton on April 29 against Dunedin...Underwood is currently on the 
10-day injured list with a right hamstring strain.
