In 2013, Chief Executive Officer Jim Pohlad completed his 30th season
with the Minnesota Twins. He is an original member of the Twins Executive
Board and has owned a minority interest in the team since 2005. Jim provides
leadership to the Minnesota Twins front office on behalf of the Pohlad family
in several capacities, including decisions related to baseball and business,
as well as long-term strategic planning. Jim worked with his father, the late
Carl Pohlad, for more than 10 years to obtain funding for the new ballpark.
The Pohlad family has owned the Minnesota Twins since 1984.

In addition to his position with the Minnesota Twins, Jim currently holds
various leadership roles throughout several Pohlad family-owned business

) enterprises: Marquette Financial Companies, Twins Sports Inc., Northern Lights
Broadcasting and Pohlad Companies. He also serves on several committees for Major League Baseball.

Jim's civic engagements include work on behalf of organizations and programs that support the well-being and
interests of children and families in the Twin Cities and surrounding communities. He currently serves on the board of the
Pohlad Family Foundation. In past years, he has supported and provided leadership to the Greater Twins Cities United
Way, Minneapolis Institute of Arts, the Greater Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, The Minneapolis Foundation and Park
Nicollet Health Services and Melrose Institute.

Jim resides with his family in Minneapolis. He holds a degree in business administration from the University of Southern
California and is a certified public accountant.
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DAVE ST. PETER

PRESIDENT

Dave St. Peter was named the fourth president in Minnesota Twins history on November
26,2002. He oversees the team’s day-to-day operations, strategic planning and interaction
with Major League Baseball. In addition to his role with the baseball team, St. Peter
oversees the franchise’s sister company — Northern Lights Broadcasting —which includes
96.3 KTWIN-FM, the Twins flagship radio affiliate.

St. Peter played a central role in the approval, design, construction and opening of
Target Field, which was named 2011 Sports Facility of the Year by the Sports Business
Journal/Sports Business Daily. He also recently oversaw the team'’s effort to secure the
Major League Baseball All-Star Game, which will be played at Target Field in July 2014.

At age 46, St. Peter completed his 24th year with the Twins. He joined the organization in 1990 and held a variety of
positions including Vice President of Corporate Communications. He was named Senior Vice President of Business Affairs
in February of 1999 and assembled a sales and marketing team which helped increase attendance nine of the past 13
seasons. In 2010, the Twins established a new single season franchise attendance record by attracting more than 3.2
million fans to Target Field and the club was recognized by ESPN: The Magazine as having the best stadium experience
in all of professional sports. St. Peter's leadership has been integral in the team’s growing corporate partnership base;
development of the “Magic Moments” customer service initiative; the “Go Twins, Go Green” environmental stewardship
platform; the expanded Twins Radio Network; aggressive community outreach; and enhanced alumni involvement —including
creation of the Twins Hall of Fame.

St. Peter has been part of a leadership team helping the franchise win six American League Central Division championships
in the past 12 seasons (2002-04, 06 and 09-10). During St. Peter’s leadership tenure, the Twins have twice been named
“Organization of the Year” by Baseball America (2002 and ‘04). In 2006, the entire Twins organization was recognized as
the Minneapolis Star Tribune’s “Sports Person of the Year.” The franchise received the Atlanta Sports Council’s Horizon Award
(2002) as the Professional Sports Organization of the Year, while the Twins Community Fund was a 2000 recipient of the
Greater Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce’s Quality of Life Award and a 2006 recipient of a Project Evergreen Award. In
2010, the Twins were honored by the Star Tribune as one of the “Top 100" workplaces in the state of Minnesota. In 2011, the
Twins were the recipient of the Minneapolis Park and Recreation Board’s “Living the Dream” Award. St. Peter has also been
named to the Street and Smith’s Sports Business Journal and Minneapolis-St. Paul Business Journal’s “Forty under 40" lists.

In the community, St. Peter serves on the board of the Minnesota Twins Community Fund, the Ronald McDonald House
of the Twin Cities and Meet Minneapolis.

St. Peter was born in Bismarck, North Dakota, and graduated from the University of North Dakota in 1989. Dave, son
Jack and twin sons Eric and Ben make their home in Chanhassen, Minn.




EXECUTIVE VICE PRESIDENT, GENERAL MANAGER

Terry Ryan was named Executive Vice President/General Manager on November 7, 2011,
after spending the previous four seasons as a Special Assistant to General Manager Bill
Smith (2008-2011). He was originally named as the fourth General Manager in Minnesota
Twins history on September 13, 1994, holding that position until stepping down following
the 2007 season. Ryan is responsible for the team the Twins put on the field and overseeing
the coaching staff and entire baseball department, including team travel and baseball
communications.

Ryan began his professional career with the Twins in 1972 after being drafted in the
35th round out of Parker High School in Janesville, Wis. He pitched in the Twins minor
league system for four seasons, posting a 14-3 record, including 10-0 in 1973, before an arm injury cut his career short.
In 1975, he enrolled at the University of Wisconsin-Madison and graduated with a degree in Physical Education in 1979.

Ryan returned to baseball in 1980 as Midwest Scouting Supervisor for the New York Mets, a position he held for six
years before being named Scouting Director for the Twins in January 1986. He was recognized by Topps in 1998 with the
Advancement Through the Game Award. Prior to his first tenure as General Manager, Ryan served as the Vice President of
Player Personnel, a position he assumed at the end of the 1991 season. In that role, Ryan was responsible for scouting
and evaluating all talent at the major league level and assisting in personnel decisions. Ryan was also responsible for
signing all major league players with less than three years of major league service.

In addition to his duties with the Twins, Ryan was appointed to the Commissioner’s Special Committee for On-Field Matters
in December of 2009, as well as being a member of the Major League Baseball Playing Rules Committee since 2005. He
has also served on the Arizona Fall League (AFL) Steering Committee since 2005, a position he also held in 1997-98. In
2009, Ryan was the recipient of the AFL's Roland Hemond Award, which is presented annually to a baseball executive in
recognition of at least 15 years of outstanding service to the AFL and professional baseball in a key leadership capacity.
In January of 2013, he was awarded the George Genovese Lifetime Achievement Award in Scouting from the Professional
Baseball Scouts Foundation.

Through the efforts of Ryan and his staff, the Twins won the American League Central Division title in four of his last
nine years as the general manager (2002-04 and 06). He has twice been named Sporting News Executive of the Year
(2002 and 06), and was also named Baseball America's Major League Executive of the Year in 2004. The Negro Leagues
Baseball Museum honored Ryan with the Andrew “Rube” Foster Legacy Award as American League Executive of the Year
in 2004 and again in 2006. In 2002, the Twins were named Organization of the Year by Baseball America (also in 2004),
USA Today and Sportsticker.

Terry and his wife Karilyn have two children, Tim (daughter-in-law Tara) and Kathleen, and reside in Eagan, Minn.

ROBERTO CLEMENTE AWARD

Since 1971, Major League Baseball has annually presented an award that recognizes a player who best exemplifies the game of baseball
through sportsmanship, community involvement and positive contributions to his team.

In 1973, following the tragic death of Roberto Clemente, the award was named to honor the man whose spirit and goodwill will always be
remembered. The 12-time All-Star and Hall of Famer was killed in a plane crash in 1972 delivering food and medical supplies to earthquake
victims in Nicaragua. The award recognizes those individuals who truly understand the value of helping others.

A panel of baseball dignitaries, including Vera Clemente and Commissioner Allan H. (Bud) Selig, annually selects the winner from a list of 30
candidates, one from each Major League Baseball Club. The winner of the national Roberto Clemente Award is announced during a pre-game
ceremony at the World Series. Past winners include Jamie Moyer, Jim Thome, Rod Carew (Twins - 1977), Dave Winfield (Twins - 1994), Kirby
Puckett (Twins - 1996), Curt Schilling, Al Leiter, Tony Gwynn, Willie Mays, Ozzie Smith, Derek Jeter, Albert Pujols, John Smoltz, and Cal Ripken, Jr.

The 2013 Minnesota Twins Roberto Clemente Award nominee was Joe Mauer (first career nomination).

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BYRON BUXTON AND ANDREW ALBERS NAMED 2013
TWINS MINOR LEAGUE PLAYER AND PITCHER OF THE YEAR

QOutfielder Byron Buxton was named the 2013 Sherry Robertson Award winner as the Twins Minor League Player of
the Year and left-handed pitcher Andrew Albers was named the 2013 Jim Rantz Award winner
as the Twins Minor League Pitcher of the Year.

Buxton, 19, began the season at Single-A Cedar Rapids and hit .341 (92-for-270)
with 15 doubles, 10 triples, eight home runs, 55 RBI, 68 runs scored, 32 steals and
44 walks in 68 games with the Kernels. He was promoted to Single-A Ft. Myers on
June 24 and hit .326 (71-for-218) with four doubles, eight triples, four home runs,
22 RBI, 41 runs scored, 23 steals and 32 walks in 57 games with the Miracle. He
combined to bat .334 (163-for-488) with 19 doubles, 18 triples, 12 home runs, 77
RBI, 109 runs scored and 55 stolen bases in 125 games this season.

The Baxley, Ga. native led the minor leagues in triples, ranked second in runs scored
and 12th in stolen bases. He was named Midwest League MVP as well as the top minor league
prospect at midseason and Minor League Player of the Year by Baseball America, the second Twin to
win the honor after Joe Mauer earned the award in 2003. Buxton was the Twins first round (2nd overall) selection in
the 2012 First-Year Player Draft from Appling County (Ga.) High School.

Albers, 27, began the season at Triple-A Rochester and went 11-5, 2.86 ERA (132.1 IP,
42 ER), allowing 124 hits with 32 walks, 116 strikeouts and three complete games
(one shutout) in 22 starts. He had his contract purchased by Minnesota in August
and went 2-5, 4.05 ERA (60.0 IP, 27 ER), allowing 64 hits with seven walks and
25 strikeouts in 10 starts, including 17.1 scoreless innings to begin his career,
setting a Twins record by a starter.

The 6-foot-1, 201-pounder was named to the Triple-A All-Star game in 2013. At
the time of his promotion to Minnesota, he ranked first in the International League
in strikeouts, tied for second in wins, third in innings pitched and fifth in ERA. The
Battleford, Saskatchewan native was signed by the Twins as a minor league free agent
March 11,2011 and was originally drafted in the 10th round of the 2008 First-Year Player

Draft by the San Diego Padres. Albers becomes the 12th winner of this award.

The Sherry Robertson Award, named in honor of the Twins first farm director, was established in 1970 to recognize
the Twins top minor league performer each season. Beginning in 2002, the award began recognizing the Twins Minor
League Player of the Year while an additional award was created to recognize the Twins Minor League Pitcher of the
Year. This award was named in honor of former Twins Minor League Director and Twins Hall of Famer, Jim Rantz.

MINOR LEAGUE RECAP

RUBHESTER (77-61, Triple-A, International League) -- The Red Wings clinched their first playoff berth since 2006 by finishing 77-67
and securing a wild card spot, winning the tiebreaker against the Norfolk Tides. Red Wing hitters finished second in the
league in runs scored (669), RBI (624) and on-base percentage (.339), along with finishing first in walks (561).

The Twins ican Republic i its 10th season of operations at the Baseball City Complex in Boca Chica, Dominican Republic in 2013.

The Complejo Latinamericano de Beisbol, S.A. (a.k.a. “Baseball City") opened in May of 2004 and now houses five major league organizations: Arizona, Baltimore, Chicago
White Sox, Cincinnati and the Twins. Each club has its own individual facilities within one large complex.

The club provides housing and meals for amateur players working out in the Academy program, as well as for its professional players on the Dominican Summer League team.

Alower level of the two-story building includes a locker room, weight training room, office/meeting space, laundry, kitchen and a large dining room. The second floor features
seven dormitory rooms which can accommodate up to 56 players, two large staff rooms and a large game room. Programs are provided year-round to teach English and cultural
development to all signed players.

Boca Chica is located 30 minutes east of downtown Santo Domingo and the Twins complex is just 15 minutes from the international airport.

The playing facilities include a full-sized playing field, an additional infield for workouts and drills, two covered batting tunnels and a six-mound training area for pitchers.

The Twins Dominican facility is in full operation from February through mid-December.

Guardado played 17 years in the major leagues, including 12 seasons { \
with the Twins from 1993-2003 and was traded back to the Twins in
2008. “Every Day Eddie” is the Twins all-time leader in games, appearing
in 648 throughout his career, recording at least 60 appearances in eight
different seasons.

The two-time All-Star became the club’s closer from 2001-03 and helped lead
the club to two division titles. He led the American League with 45 saves in 2002,
while his 116 career saves as a Twin rank third-most in club history.

His 83 games in 1996 and 45 saves in 2002 both rank second on the Twins all-
time single season lists. He is one of just three pitchers in Twins history to record Twmg‘
40-plus saves in consecutive season, having done it in 2002 (45) and 2003 (41).

Additionally, he is the Twins all-time leader in innings (579.0) for a reliever, and
ranks second among Twins relievers in strikeouts (550) and wins (34).

The Stockton, California native was drafted by the Twins in the 21st round of the HALL OF FAME
1990 First-Year Player Draft and spent parts of his major league career with Seattle,

Cincinnati and Texas. The left-hander was named one of the “50 Greatest Twins”
in 2010.

Som AMee

MEDIA RELATIONS/OFFICIAL SCORER/BROADCASTER, 1961-2007

Mee began his career in 1957 and was witness to the
Twins’ first baseball game in 1961. Widely regarded
as the organization’s first employee, Mee had many
roles within the organization, including serving as
the club’s backup radio and television announcer and
public address speaker. He was most well-known for
his role as Director of Media Relations, a position he
held for 30 years.

The St. Paul native received the Robert 0. Fischel
award for Public Relations excellence in 1988 before
retiring in 1991. He was the second ever recipient of the

Herb Carneal Lifetime Achievement Award in 2007. Mee, who

also served as the Twins official scorer after retirement, dedicated
his life to baseball in Minnesota and is vastly responsible for
the Twins’ rich history. The Tom Mee Library, which is located

in the Baseball Communications office at Target Field, is
named in his honor.
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
