
TIGERS COMPLETE SWEEP WITH 3-2 WIN: The 
Tigers finished a three-game sweep of the White 
Sox with a 3-2 win on Sunday afternoon. With 
the game tied 2-2 in the top of the ninth, Andy 
Ibáñez hit a pinch-hit RBI single to score Matt 
Vierling with the game-winning run. Tyler Holton 
and Jason Foley combined to work a perfect 
ninth to close out the game. Kerry Carpenter 
and Jake Rogers each homered in the win, while 
Gio Urshela added two hits. On the mound, 
Jack Flaherty started and threw 6.0 innings in 
his Tigers debut, giving up one run on four hits 
with seven strikeouts. Holton struck out all four 
batters he retired to earn the win, while Foley 
pitched a perfect two-thirds of an inning to 
notch his second save of the season.

IBÁÑEZ COMES THROUGH: Andy Ibáñez was the 
hero in yesterday's game, hitting a go-ahead, 
pinch-hit RBI single in the ninth inning. It marked 
his second career go-ahead hit in the ninth 
inning (other, May 27, 2022 at Oakland). 

IMPRESSIVE DEBUT FOR FLAHERTY: Jack 
Flaherty made his Tigers debut yesterday against 
the White Sox and threw 6.0 strong innings, 
allowing one run on four hits with no walks 
and seven strikeouts. The performance marked 
the third time in his career that he has thrown 
6.0-or-more innings with one-or-fewer runs 
allowed, no walks and seven-or-more strikeouts 
(last, May 26, 2019 vs. Atlanta).

JAKE FROM PLATE FARM: Jake Rogers launched 
his first home run of the season yesterday, 
hitting a solo shot in the fifth inning. Rogers 
was one of the best power-hitting catchers last 
season, ranking fifth among American League 
backstops with 21 home runs. He became the 
seventh player in franchise history to hit 20-or-
more homers while at least 50 percent of their 
games at catcher.

WHAT A RELIEF: The Tigers bullpen was 
impressive in the three-game series against the 
White Sox, combining to throw 12.2 innings and 
allowing one run on four hits with 14 strikeouts. 
Paul DeJong's homer in the seventh inning 
snapped a streak of 35.1 scoreless innings by 
the Tigers bullpen dating back to September 26, 
2023 vs. Kansas City. Entering tonight's game, 
the Tigers bullpen leads the Majors with a .100 
opponent batting average, while they rank 
second in the big leagues with a 0.71 ERA and 
0.63 WHIP.

ANOTHER ONE-RUN WIN: The Tigers won their 
third straight one-run game yesterday with a 3-2 
victory. According to the Elias Sports Bureau, 
it marks the first time in franchise history 
that Detroit has started a season with three 
consecutive one-run wins. The last MLB team to 
do so was Arizona in 2012.

NOTES ON THE 3-0 START: Detroit is 3-0 to start 
a season for the first time since 2016...The Tigers 
are one of four remaining unbeaten teams in the 
big leagues along with Milwaukee, New York (AL) 
and Pittsburgh...The Tigers opened the season by 
sweeping a road series of three-or-more games 
for the first time since winning all three games at 
Toronto in 2004.

TIGERS AND METS: The Tigers and Mets begin 
their only series of the season tonight at Citi 
Field. The two teams met last year at Comerica 
Park with Detroit sweeping a three-game series. 
The Tigers have a 16-11 advantage in the all-time 
series against the Mets, including a 5-4 edge at 
Citi Field.

INTERLEAGUE ACTION: The Tigers begin their 
interleague schedule tonight against the Mets. 
Detroit went 21-25 against the National League 
last season. The Tigers have finished with a 
winning record in interleague play in three of the 
last four seasons.
