RECENT REDBIRDS: The St. Louis Cardinals and San Diego Padres 
conclude their weekend series with today’s finale at Busch Stadium as 
the two teams face off for the 4th time over a 10-game span (July 24-
Aug. 3) ... St. Louis has won 13 of its last 17 over the Padres at Busch 
Stadium since April 7, 2019 ... The Miami Marlins, who sport MLB’s 
2nd-best record (26-13) since June 10, visit St. Louis tomorrow for 
three games leading up to Thursday’s MLB trade deadline.

BIRD WATCHING: St. Louis begins the day in 4th place in the NL Cen-
tral, 8.0 games behind division co-leaders Milwaukee and Chicago, and 
2.5 games behind San Diego for the 3rd and final NL Wild Card spot.

UNDER THE SUN: Today marks the only day game of the Cardinals 
seven-game homestand, but 51st overall of this season, 3rd-most day 
games played in MLB behind the Twins (51) & White Sox (54).

MAGIC MIKE: San Clemente native and rookie right-hander Michael 
McGreevy makes his first career appearance against the Padres this 
afternoon ... The Cardinals sport an 8-1 record in McGreevy’s first nine 
career appearances (4-1 this season).

• The eight Cardinals team wins in McGreevy’s first nine appearances 
tie Allen Watson (1993), Eduardo Sánchez (2011), Seth Maness 
(2013), and Cardinals broadcaster Brad Thompson (2005) for 2nd-
most to begin a pitcher’s career behind only Dakota Hudson  (STL 
was 12-0 in his first 12 relief outings in 2018).

WINN & WALKER WARMING: Masyn Winn has hit safely in eight of 
nine games at a .371 clip (13-35), with his 13 hits sharing the National 
League lead since the All-Star break ... Jordan Walker is batting .303 
(10-33) in nine games since returning from the Injured List, with five of 
his 10 hits being doubles.

DID I CATCH A LINER IN THERE: Five of the top 10 line drive percent-
ages in the National League face off today at Busch Stadium: Gavin 
Sheets (30.8, 1st), Brendan Donovan (29.8, 2nd), Luis Arraez (29.0, 
4th), Willson Contreras (28.4, 8th), and Victor Scott II (28.3, 10th).

TIME CHANGE: ESPN has announced that the Cardinals game against 
the division-rival Cubs on Sunday, August 10 at Busch Stadium has 
been picked up as the nationally-televised ESPN Sunday Night Baseball 
Game of the Week ... First pitch is now scheduled for 6:10 p.m. CT.   

THIS DATE IN CARDINALS HISTORY (July 27, 2022): 42-year-old Al-
bert Pujols homers to help 40-year-old Adam Wainwright earn the win 
in a 6-1 victory over the Blue Jays at the Rogers Centre ... It was the first 
time that a 40+ year old starting pitcher got the win in a game that a 40+ 
year old teammate hit a home run since Andy Pettitte and Raul Ibanez 
(both age 40) of the Yankees on September 24, 2012 at Minnesota.

Louis (1998-2000)...is famously remembered for 
hitting two grand slams in one inning (April 23, 
1999 at Los Angeles), both off of Chan Ho Park. 

Miles Mikolas was selected by San Diego in the 7th 
round of the 2009 MLB draft...pitched parts of two 
seasons with the Padres (2012-13), where he made 
his MLB debut.

Thomas Saggese was born in and resides in Carls-
bad, CA...graduated from Carlsbad High School.

Phil Maton pitched parts of three seasons with the 
Padres (2017-19)...selected by San Diego in the 
20th round of the 2015 MLB Draft...Made MLB de-
but on June 11, 2017 vs. KC at Petco Park...struck 
out first batter faced, Lorenzo Cain (swinging).

Mike Shildt coached and managed parts of 18 
seasons in the Cardinals organization (2004-
21)...served as area scout (2004-07) and coach  
(2005-08) before transitioning to minor league 
manager (2009-16)...Joined St. Louis coaching 
staff in 2017 and was Cardinals manager for parts 
of four seasons (2018-21)...led Cardinals to three 
postseason berths...2019 NL Manager of the Year.

Cardinals Hall of Famer Jim Edmonds played 26 
games for San Diego in 2008...traded by St. Louis 
to San Diego for David Freese (Dec. 14, 2007).

FanDuel broadcaster Mark Sweeney played parts 
of four seasons in San Diego (1997-98, 2002, 
2005) and appeared in the 1998 World Series...
was a part of the Padres broadcasting team for 12 
seasons (2012-23)...resides in San Diego.

Hall of Famer Ozzie Smith was selected by San 
Diego in the 4th round of the 1977 MLB Draft...
played four seasons with San Diego (1978-81)...
traded by San Diego with Al Olmsted and Steve 
Mura to St. Louis for Luis DeLeon, Sixto Lezcano 
and Garry Templeton (Dec. 10, 1981).

Hitting Coach Mike McCoy was se-
lected by St. Louis in the 34th round of the 2002 
MLB Draft...played six minor league seasons in 
the Cardinals organization. 

Padres Hitting Coach Victor Rodríguez played two 
minor league seasons (1986-87) for the Louisville 
Redbirds (AAA) in the Cardinals organization. 

Padres Baseball Operations Advisor Allen Craig 
played parts of five seasons (2010-14) with St. 
Louis, where he was a 2013 NL All-Star and mem-
ber of 2011 World Series Champion Cardinals.

Cardinals Hall of Famer Ray Lankford played parts 
of two seasons for San Diego (2001-02)...traded 
by St. Louis with cash to the Padres for Woody 
Williams (Aug. 2, 2001). 

Cardinals Hall of Famer Mark McGwire was the 
Padres bench coach for three seasons (2016-18).

Jon Jay played the 2016 season with San Diego...
traded by St. Louis to the Padres for Jedd Gyorko 
and cash (Dec. 8, 2015).

Padres Coach Nick Punto played 63 games for 
St. Louis in 2011 and was a member of the 2011 
World Series Champions. 

Padres Bench Coach Brian Esposito played parts 
of two seasons for Memphis (AAA) in 2006-07 
and one game for St. Louis in 2007. 

Padres broadcaster Carlos Hernandez played 17 
games for St. Louis in 2000...traded (July 31, 
2000) to St. Louis with Nate Tebbs from the Pa-
dres for Heathcliff Slocumb and current Memphis 
(AAA) manager Ben Johnson.

Athletic reporter Katie Woo spent the 2018 sea-
son covering the Padres as an associate reporter 
for MLB.com.

St. Louis Post-Dispatch reporter Daniel Guerrero 
graduated from San Diego State Univ. in 2020...in-
terned for NBC San Diego in 2019...also served as 
backup MLB.com reporter on-site at Petco Park. 

Cardenales broadcaster Polo Ascencio was born 
in nearby Tijuana, Mexico...considers Padres Edu-
ardo Ortega as a broadcasting mentor.

TODAY'S STARTER:

Making his 5th start (6th app) of the season. Making consecutive starts on the active roster without a transaction between for the first time this 
season.
Pitched a season-high 7.0 innings in his last start at Colorado. Enters on 4.0 scoreless innings after allowing a two-spot in the 3rd inning.
Has walked only five batters in his first 51.1 career innings. Joins Rene Arocha (1993) as the only two Cardinals with 50+ IP and 5 
walks or less in their first nine games.
Since his MLB debut on 7/31/24, has the lowest walks/9 IP (0.88) of pitchers with 50.0 or more innings pitched.
The Cardinals are 4-1 in his five appearances this season and 8-1 in his career.
Only Cardinals loss came vs. LAD (6/8/25) in a 7-3 decision opposing Clayton Kershaw.
Has made four starts and one relief appearance this season.
Has yet to be scored upon in the 1st inning of any of his seven Major League starts.
Was 8-3 with a 3.72 ERA in 15 starts at Memphis this season. Ranked 3rd among International League in winning percentage (.727, 8-3), 5th in 
wins (8) wins and 8th in ERA (3.72) and WHIP (1.24) at time of last recall.

LAST TIME OUT: Fired a season-high 7.0 innings allowing two runs (1 ER) while scattering seven hits and only one strikeout in a 6-2 Cardinals win at 
COL (7/21).

2025:

Was recalled twice from Memphis (AAA) and optioned back the following day on May 4-5 and June 8-9. Appointed as the 27th player for a 
doubleheader (June 19). Recalled on June 24 and most recently on July 21.
Matched a season-high with 7.0 innings at COL (7/21), the first team he has started against a team for the second time in his career.
Did not pitch 5.0 or more innings in a start for the first time in his career vs. CHI (6/24) getting removed after 4.2 innings allowing a career-high 
five runs in a no decision the Cardinals won 8-7.
Sustained most of his damage from the 5-9 batters in the Dodgers lineup on June 8; as they were 7-for-14 while the Top 5 batters were a 
combined 1-for-12 which included Shohei Ohtani (1-3, 2B), Mookie Betts (0-3, K), Freddie Freeman (0-3, K) &Teoscar Hernandez (0-3).
Made his 2025 debut against the New York Mets in Game 2 of a doubleheader on May 4. Earned the win and held the Mets scoreless to one hit 
over 5.2 innings with a walk and five strikeouts.
Held Francisco Lindor (0-2, K), Juan Soto (0-2), Pete Alonso (0-2, K) and Mark Vientos (1-3, K) to 1-for-9 with 3 strikeouts.
Is holding the top 5 batters of each lineup to 13-for-37 (.206) with a double and a home run while the bottom four batters have 
done most of the damage 13-for-44 (.295) with a home run, two triples and a double.

CAREER:

Since the start of 2022 leads all of Minor League Baseball in wins (39), Games Started (97), Innings Pitched (522.1) and Complete 
Games (4). Ranks tied for first in double plays induced (55), 11th in ERA (4.00) and 3rd in strikeout/walk ratio (3.59) among 
qualifiers.
Is 5-1 with a 2.81 ERA, 0.92 WHIP and .221 opp BA in nine career Major League appearances, making seven starts.
Cardinals are 8-1 in his nine Major League appearances.
Made his Major League debut against the Texas Rangers on July 31, 2024, firing 7.0 innings allowing one run on five hits with three strikeouts.
Scouted the Rangers while watching the game on TV from the hotel bar/restaurant across the street the night before he started.
Posted a 1.96 ERA in 2024, the best four game start by a Cardinals pitcher since Rene Arocha in 1993 (1.52 ERA, 23.2 IP, 4 ER).
Is the only pitcher in Cardinals history to earn a win as a starting pitcher (7/31/24 vs. TEX) and then as a relief pitcher in his second appearance 
(9/18/24 vs. PIT) in his first two MLB appearances.
Cardinals 2021 first round pick (18th overall) out of the University of California-Santa Barbara. Entered the 2025 season as the No. 10 prospect 
in the Cardinals organization by Baseball America.

McGREEVY vs. SAN DIEGO:

Is making his first career start vs. the Padres.
Has four career starts vs. N.L. West opponents in his career going 2-1 with a 3.12 ERA over 26.0 innings with 17 strikeouts and only one walk.
San Clemente native is an avid fan of the NFL's Chargers.
