ANEW DAY: After an off day on Thursday, the Giants returned to Oracle Park yesterday and
lost both the game and the series to the Yankees with a 3-0 defeat...it marked the first time
SF has begun a season 0-2 since the 2020 season when the Giants lost the first two games
of the shortened season to the Dodgers in Los Angeles.

» It'salsothefirsttimeinteam history thatthe Giants were shut outin both their firsttwo games.

THAT'S LIFE: SF will try to end its eight-game home losing streak to NYY with a win...SF
has been swept in each of its last two completed home series vs. NYY the (2019 and 2024).

» The Giants' last victory over the Yankees here in SF came June 24,2007 (7-2).

» SF's 2-9 (.182) home winning percentage against the Yankees is its lowest vs. any team
since Interleague play beganin 1997.

MAHLE TIME: RHP Tyler Mahle will make both his season and Giants debut today after
signing with San Francisco as a free agent this offseason.

» Mahle went3-0with 13 strikeoutsand norunsallowed in four Cactus Leaue starts (10.0ip)
this spring...he also made one exhibition start on March 22 at Triple-A Sacramento with
just one hitand one run allowed over 5.0 innings.

» The veteran was a stopper for the Rangers last season, going 3-2 with a 1.56 ERA (6er,
34.2ip) in six starts in which Texas lost the previous game.

» Mahle's go-to off-speed pitch last season was his splitter (27.7% usage rate, 18.8% put
away rate)...since the start of last season, the Yankees have slashed .193/.242/.326 vs.
splitters with their .568 OPS standing below the MLB average (.589).

WAKE THE BATS: The Giants' offense has not scored a run in 18.0 innings to start the
season, their longest stretch since 1909 when they went 20.0 innings without scoring to
start the year...that year they were blanked in the first game of that season, a 13.0-inning
loss, and then kept off the scoreboard for the first 7.0 innings in their second game.
