METSCELLANEOUS: The Mets fell to the Cubs, 4-2, yesterday 
in Chicago...Today, the Mets conclude their second trip of the 
season...The team is on a six-game seven-day trip (0-5) against 
the Dodgers (0-3) and the Cubs (0-2)...The Mets are off on Monday 
before the start of a 10-day, nine-game homestand against the 
Twins (three games), Rockies (three games) and Nationals (three 
games). 

HANG 10: The Mets are on a season-long 10-game losing streak...
The Mets have posted a 6.25 ERA (59 ER/85.0 IP) in that span 
with 35 walks and 80 strikeouts...As a team, they are batting 
.203/.246/.289...They have been outscored 60-18 in the current 
streak...The last time the team lost 10 or more games was an 11-
game streak from August 28-September 8, 2004. 

MY OH MYERS: Tobais Myers is slated to start today's contest...He 
is 0-1 with a 3.46 ERA (5 ER/13.0 IP), on walk and nine strikeouts 
in six appearances this season...He last started on August 9, 2025 
against the Mets...In 31 career starts, Myers is 8-7 with a 3.48 ERA (60 
ER/155.1 IP), 48 walks and 138 strikeouts...He was acquired by New 
York from Milwaukee along with RHP Freddy Peralta in exchange 
for RHP Brandon Sproat and INF Jett Williams on January 21, 2026.

ON THE WAY UP: Francisco Lindor is batting .277 (13-47) with five 
runs, two doubles, one home run and one steal over his last 11 
games...Over the last six games, he is batting .333 (8-24) with two 
runs, one double, one homer and a steal. 

STOP SIGN: The Mets are 30th in the league in OBP and 25th in 
the league in walks...Francisco Lindor has not drawn a walk in each 
of his last 13 games (min. 1 PA)...His 13 straight such games (min. 1 
PA) is his second-longest single regular season streak...He had an 
18-game streak from August-September 2016...Courtesy of Elias. 

FRANKLY SPEAKING: Francisco Alvarez is batting .273/.385/.509 
with one double, four homers, five RBI and eight walks in 19 games 
this year.

SAY HEY MJ: Since being recalled from Triple-A, MJ Melendez has 
appeared in three games, going 4-10 with one run, two doubles, an 
RBI and two walks.

DAY-MAN: The Mets are 4-7 with a 4.38 ERA (50 ER/102.2 IP) with 
39 walks and 100 strikeouts in day games this season...Their 100 
strikeouts in the daytime are fourth in the Major Leagues and third 
in the National League.

THE HUASCAR GOES TO: Huascar Brazobán has not allowed an 
earned run in 11 multi-inning appearances since 2025...He has yet 
to allow a run over 9.0 innings this season, tied for the seventh-
most innings without allowing a run in the Majors by a relief pitcher.

WE REMEMBER: The New York Mets announced that the club will 
wear a memorial “Davey” patch on the sleeve of their home and 
road uniforms during the 2026 season...Johnson passed away on 
September 5, 2025 at the age of 82...He finished his Mets career 
with the most managerial wins in franchise history (595) and the 
best winning percentage (.588)...In 1986, Johnson guided the team 
to a franchise-record 108 regular season victories and capped the 
year off with a dramatic World Championship...From 1984-1990, 
under his helm, the Mets averaged more than 95 wins.

STARTING PART I: Today, Myers is scheduled to make his first start of the season and the 32nd start of his career...His last start came on 

August 9, 2025, vs. New York-NL while with the Brewers...Last season, six of his 22 appearances were starts, and over his career 31 of his 55 

appearances have come as a starter...As a starter, he is 8-7 lifetime with a 3.48 ERA (60 ER/155.1 IP) and 138 strikeouts.

WHAT A RELIEF: So far this season, he has exclusively pitched as a reliever, and over six appearances, he is 0-1 with one hold, a 3.46 ERA 

(5 ER/13.0 IP), and nine strikeouts...He is holding opposing batters to a .191 batting average (9-47)...His 13.0 innings pitched are the 11th-

most in the majors and seventh-most in the NL among relievers this season...Two of his relief outings have been for 3.0 or more innings and he 

is one of 13 relievers in the majors with multiple 3.0+ inning relief appearances this season.

VS. CHICAGO-NL: Has made five career appearances (three starts) against the Cubs and he is 0-2 with a 4.67 ERA (9 ER/17.1 IP) and 17 

strikeouts in those contests...His last start against the Cubs came on July 22, 2024, and he allowed two earned runs over 5.1 innings while 

striking out six...In three career starts against Chicago-NL he is 0-2 with a 5.65 ERA (9 ER/14.1 IP) and 14 strikeouts.

ROAD WARRIOR: In four appearances on the road this season he has allowed one earned run over 7.0 innings and batters are hitting just 

.167 (4-24) against him...Over 29 career road appearances (16 starts) he has posted a 2.89 ERA (32 ER/99.2 IP) with 82 strikeouts.

NEW YORK NEW YORK: Was acquired from Milwaukee along with RHP Freddy Peralta in exchange for RHP Brandon Sproat and INF Jett 

Williams this offseason....Had made all 52 of his career appearances (31 starts) to that point with Milwaukee, and he went 10-9 with a 3.10 

ERA (67 ER/194.2 IP) and 170 strikeouts.

2025 RECAP: Appeared in 22 games (six starts) for Milwaukee last season and overall, he went 1-2 with a 3.55 ERA (20 ER/50.2 IP) and 38 

strikeouts...As a starter, he finished 1-1 with a 5.64 ERA (14 ER/22.1 IP)...As a reliever, he recorded a 1.91 ERA (6 ER/28.1 IP) with 20 

strikeouts.

CAREER YEAR: He was named the Brewers' Most Valuable Pitcher as voted on by members of the Milwaukee Chapter of the BBWAA 

following the 2024 season...In 2024, he went 9-6 with a 3.00 ERA (46 ER/138.0 IP) in 27 games (25 starts)...In the Postseason he started 

Game 3 of the 2024 NL Wild Card Series against the Mets (5.0 IP, 2 H, 5 K, HBP) and he tossed 5.0 scoreless innings while only allowing two 

hits.

Appeared in three Grapefruit League games and he threw 3.0 scoreless innings...He struck out five of the 11 batters he faced during 

the spring.

Last season, he made a career-high 52 appearances and finished with a 5-2 record, two saves, 12 holds, 57 strikeouts, and a 3.57 

ERA (25 ER/63.0 IP).

In 2025, he allowed just five earned runs over 25 combined appearances in March, April, and May (1.34 ERA)...His ERA through his 

first 25 games of the season is the 11th-best in franchise history.

6.86 ERA (15 ER/19.2 IP) and a 9.61 SO/9.0 IP...Peterson made 25 appearances vs. the National League last season, posting a 4.53 ERA (70 

ER/139.0 IP)...The Mets were 14-11 last year when Peterson started against a National League team.

ON THE ROAD: Dating back to last season, Peterson has recorded seven starts where he’s completed at least 6.0 innings and allowed two or 

fewer runs…Today's outing will mark his third road start this season.

SPRING TRAINING: In three Spring outings (three starts), Peterson recorded a 4.15 ERA (6 ER/13.0 IP) with nine strikeouts...Held Spring 

batters to a .235 (12-51) average...Last pitched on March 22 at Miami, tossing a spring-high 5.0 innings (1R, 5H, 1BB, 4K).

6.0+ innings pitched...He joined Sean Manaea (16 in 2024) as the only Mets lefties to record as many 6.0+ IP starts since Steven Matz (16 in 

2016 and 2019)...Peterson's 24 starts of 5.0+ innings pitched, his 16 starts of 6.0+ innings pitched, six starts of 7.0+ innings pitched and two 

8.0+ innings pitched are all his most in a single season.

HEY NOW, YOU'RE AN ALL STAR: On July 10, 2025, Peterson was named to his first career All-Star Game after posting a first-half career-

best 3.06 ERA and 93 strikeouts (previous: 3.09 ERA in 2024 and 84 K in 2022)...He became the first Mets starting pitcher to be named an All-

Star since Kodai Senga in 2023 and is the first left-handed Mets pitcher to be named an All-Star since Johan Santana (2009)...He threw 1.0 

scoreless inning in the Midsummer Classic on July 15, becoming the first Met to do so since Jacob deGrom in 2019 and the first left-handed 

Mets pitcher to do so since Tom Glavine in 2004.

LEFTY LEADERBOARD: His 614 strikeouts are the seventh-most by a left-hander in franchise history...Tug McGraw is next on the list with 

618 K...His 115 career starts are the eighth-most in franchise history by a southpaw...Vs. left-handers this season, he posted a .228/.275/.289 

slash line (34-149) and allowed just one home run to 161 lefty batters faced...Among qualified left-handed pitchers facing left-handed batters 

this season, he finished fifth in groundball percentage (63.7), tied for fifth in strikeouts (48), seventh in opponents' SLG (.289), 10th in OPS 

(.564) and 13th in opponents' OBP...He reached 500.0 career innings pitched on May 18, becoming one of 18 left-handed pitchers to reach the 

milestone with the franchise...He also became the 13th Mets southpaw to reach 500 strikeouts on May 6 and was the first to do so since 

Steven Matz (recorded his 500th strikeout on 9/11/19).

Skubal, Framber Valdez, Max Fried and Cristopher Sánchez).

APPLE PICKING: Last season, Peterson recorded a net bases prevented of eight (a sum of advances prevented and outs added assigned to 

the pitcher) according to Baseball Savant, which was tied for the second-best in the majors with six others, trailing Matthew Boyd and Max 

Fried...Since his Major League debut in 2020, his 33 net bases prevented is the most among qualified Major League pitchers...Max Fried is 

next on the list at 23...Peterson has recorded 18 career pickoffs (three this season), which is tied with Sid Fernandez for the seventh-most by a 

Mets pitcher...He trails only Ron Darling (41), Jerry Koosman (36), Dwight Gooden (32), Al Leiter (28), Jon Matlack (24), Mike Scott 

(20)...According to OPTA.



CAREER NOTES: Set new career highs in strikeouts, innings pitched and starts last season...Had a career-high 15.0 scoreless inning streak 

from June 5-17...He threw at least 5.0 innings in 12 straight starts from April 12 - June 17, which was the longest such streak of his 

career...Over parts of six Major League seasons with the Mets, the southpaw has gone 37-30 with a 4.12 ERA (285 ER/622.2 IP), 262 walks 

and 614 strikeouts in 131 games (115 starts)...Was drafted by the Mets in the first round (20th overall) of the 2017 First-Year Player Draft out 

of the University of Oregon.
