
AHOY MATEY: The St. Louis Cardinals and division-rival Pittsburgh Pi-
rates wrap up a four-game series with today's finale at PNC Park ... The 
Redbirds are concluding their first four-game April series in the Steel 
City since April 10-13, 1987, a wraparound weekend series highlighted 
by Brian Bartow's first roadie as a PR pro and newly-acquired All-Star 
catcher Tony Peña breaking his left thumb against his former team ... 
Following today's game, the Cardinals fly back to St. Louis to open a six-
game homestand tomorrow with the defending World Series Champion 
Dodgers (May 1-3) and division-rival Brewers (May 4-6).

FLIGHT PATTERN: St. Louis enters today in 3rd place in the NL Central, 
2.0 games back of first place Cincinnati ... Today's game is their 7th of a 
season-high 17 straight without an off day (3-3 record) ... The Cardinals 
(-8), Athletics (-8), and Diamondbacks (-12) are the only three MLB 
teams with winning records but negative run differentials ... The Cardi-
nals have notched a winning March/April record for the 18th time in 26 
seasons since 2000 and their first since the 2022 Redbirds started 11-9.

DOBBINS DEBUTS: Prior to today's series finale, the Cardinals activated 
RHP Hunter Dobbins from the 15-Day Injured List (right knee surgery 
in 2025) and optioned RHP Ryan Fernandez to Memphis (AAA) ... The 
26-year-old Dobbins, who was acquired from Boston this offseason 
with minor league pitchers Blake Aita and Yohoiker Fajardo in ex-
change for 1B Willson Contreras, makes his Cardinals debut and first 
Major League start since July 11, 2025 as a member of the Red Sox.

WALKING THE PLANK: With a win today, the Cardinals would secure 
their first series sweep of the Pirates since May 5-7, 2025 at Busch Sta-
dium, their first in Pittsburgh since May 20-22, 2022, and the first  four-
game series sweep in the Steel City since July 22-25, 2019, which was 
highlighted by Paul Goldschmidt homering in all four games that began 
with his 10th inning game-winning grand slam into the Allegheny River. 

BURIED TREASURE: St. Louis has won three straight in Pittsburgh for 
the first time since May 20-22, 2022 when the Three Amigos Yadier 
Molina, Adam Wainwright, and Albert Pujols were active ... The last 
time the Cards won four in a row here at PNC was a 10-game winning 
streak from  Sept. 18, 2020-Aug. 12, 2021.

DEVIL MAGIC?: The only teams Paul Skenes has faced multiple times in his career and not recorded a win against are the 
Cardinals (0-4 in 6 GS), Phillies (0-1 in 2 GS) and Astros (0-1 in 2 GS) ... Skenes has faced the Cubs seven times (2-2), the 
Reds six times (5-0), and the Brewers five times (2-2).

•	 Skenes's six starts without a win vs. St. Louis to begin his career are the most by a Bucco since RHP JT Brubaker went 0-6 
over his initial eight starts from 2021-22.

	• Alec Burleson's six hits off Skenes are the most of any batter (6-for-17, .353) and tied for the most Burly has off any pitcher 
(also Jameson Taillon and Mitch Keller).
