Astros (1-0)...Seattle is coming off a 3-game set at the White Sox (1-2)...following the 4-game set in
Houston, the Mariners will return home for a 6-game homestand against the Padres (3 G, 5/15-17) and
White Sox (3 G, 5/18-20)...tonight's game will be televised and streamed live on Mariners TV with Aaron
Goldsmith, Dave Valle and Mariners Hall of Famer Jay Buhner on the call and Brad Adam serving as
sideline reporter...the game will be broadcast live on Seattle Sports (710 AM) with Rick Rizzs and Gary
Hill Jr. on the call.

ODDS AND ENDS...the Mariners won 3-1 over the Astros last night...it marked the Mariners 24th game
decided by 2 runs or less, tied for the most games in MLB (also: Cleveland)...Seattle is 5-3 in 2-run games
and 6-10 in 1-run games this season.

e Never Done With 1 Run - Seattle leads MLB, playing 16 1-run games and going 6-10 in those contests
this season...dating back to 2021, Seattle has played an MLB-leading 283 1-run games, going 156-
127 (.551), ranking 2nd in winning percentage to only the Milwaukee Brewers (.568/138-105).

¢ Roster Moves - Yesterday the Mariners recalled RHP Domingo Gonzalez and placed LHP José A.
Ferrer on the Paternity List...Gonzalez will make his MLB debut when he first appears in a game.

¢ Upcoming TV Schedule - The Mariners upcoming weekend series against the Padres (May 15-17) will
be televised on Mariners TV on Friday, FOX on Saturday and Peacock on Sunday.

ASTRONOMIC SUCCESS...the Mariners have won 8-consecutive games against the Astros (9/17-c),
including back-to-back series sweeps (3 G, 9/17-19, 2025 and 4 G, 4/10-13, 2026)...Seattle's 8-game
winning streak against the Astros is their longest against Houston in Mariners history (previous: 6 G,
7/19-8/31/13)...during the streak, Seattle has outscored Houston 49-24...the Mariners longest winning
streak against an individual opponent was 13 games against the Athletics (7/23/21-5/23/22)...Seattle has
captured the season series against the Astros in each of the last 3 seasons (2023-c).

JULIO IS OFF TO THE RACES...Julio Rodriguez is off to a great start this season, batting .277 (46x166)
with 22 runs, 8 doubles, 7 home runs, 19 RBI and 3 stolen bases, getting on base at a .341 clip and
slugging .452 (.792 OPS) in 42 games...his .792 OPS is his highest OPS mark through his first 42 games in
his career, ranking ahead of his .727 OPS in 2022, and .720 OPS in 2025.

HOT ROD...since April 3, Julio Rodriguez is batting .314 (44x140) with 8 doubles, 7 home runs, 18 RBI
and an .890 OPS...during that span, he ranks 4th in the AL in average and T-7th in wRC+ (155)...over his
last 15 games since April 25, he is batting .344 (22x64) with 5 doubles, 6 home runs, 11 RBI and 1.067
OPS...during that span he ranks 5th in the AL in OPS and 6th in fWAR (0.9).

NAYLOR HAS BEEN SAILING...despite having his 9-game hitting streak snapped last night, Josh Naylor
has been exceptional as of late, batting .377 (29x77) with 8 runs, 4 doubles, 3 home runs, 13 RBI, 7 stolen
bases, a .424 OBP and slugging .545 for a .969 OPS over his last 20 games (4/17-c)...during that span, he
ranks 2nd in average, 7th in OBP, T-8th in wRC+ (179) and T-2nd in SB in the American League.

SET YOUR ALARMS: IT'S MILLER TIME...Bryce Miller is set to be activated off the Injured List on
Wednesday and will make his season debut after missing the start of the season with a left oblique strain...
he made 4 rehab starts between High-A Everett and Triple-A Tacoma holding a 1.98 ERA (3 ER, 13.2 IP)
and 14 strikeouts...Miller was limited by two seperate IL stints in 2025 for right elbow inflammation, but
excelled during the Postseason, going 1-0 with a 2.51 ERA (4 ER, 14.1 IP) in 3 starts.

FEELING STAFFY...the Mariners pitching staff has been among the best in the Majors this season,
combining for a 3.71 ERA, 102 walks, 358 strikeouts...among MLB pitching staffs they rank 1st in SO/BB
(8.51), 1st in BB% (6.6%),4th in quality starts (19), 7th in ERA and 7th in WHIP (1.23)...Mariners starting
pitching leads MLB with 240.0 IP and ranks 9th with a 3.94 ERA...Mariners relievers rank T-3rd with a 3.31
ERA.

COLE'S WORLD...Cole Young yesterday went 1-for-3 with an RBI, his 22nd of the season...he ranks
2nd among Mariners hitters in RBI, trailing only Luke Raley (23 RBI)...Young has also been exceptional
defensively for the Mariners, recording 11 defensive runs saved (Sports Info Solutions), tied for the most in
the Majors with Pete Crow-Armstrong-CHC.

RANDYLAND...Randy Arozarena is batting .285 (43x151) with 27 runs, 9 doubles, 1 triple, 3 home runs,
9 stolen bases, 17 walks, a .371 OBP and slugging .417 (.789 OPS) in 42 games this season...he leads
Mariners hitters, reaching base safely 65 times and ranks 2nd on the team with 12 multi-hit games.
