A QUICK PIT STOP AT HOME: The Detroit Tigers tonight begin a three-game series vs. the Milwaukee

Brewers at Comerica Park, a set that will represent the entirety of Detroit's current stay at home

... after leaving Boston yesterday with a four-game split of their Patriots Day weekend series with

the Red Sox, the Tigers return home for these three games before heading right back out on the

road for a six-game, seven-day trip that starts on Friday and motors through Cincinnati and Atlanta.

e  TheTigers return to Detroit aiming to build upon their 8-1 home record, the best in the majors
... Detroit has won eight of its first nine home games to start a season for the second year in
a row, the first time in franchise history they have done so in back-to-back seasons ... prior to
the last two years they had not won eight of nine home games to start any year since 1993.

e The Tigers have not won nine of their first 10 home games in 84 years since 1942 (9-1).

e The Tigers have won six home games in a row for the first time since last August 10-23 ... the
Tigers have not won seven home games in a row since a 10-game run from July 3-29, 2021.

e  Prior to last week's 6-0 homestand, the Tigers previously completed a perfect homestand of
six or more games when they turned in a 7-0 homestand from July 17-22, 2021.

WE'RE NO LONGER FEELING LEFT OUT: The Tigers are slated to square off tonight against Brewers

left-handed pitcher Kyle Harrison, their fifth southpaw starter faced in the last eight games after

starting the year by facing 16-straight opposing right-handed starting pitchers, their longest stretch

to start a campaign since facing 18-straight righties to begin the 2019 season ... (Elias).

e Since the start of last season, the Tigers have gone 28-18 vs. lefty starters as their .609 winning
percentage is best in the A.L. and behind only visiting Milwaukee (.623) for tops in the majors.

GREEN STREAK: Kevin McGonigle has reached base safely in his last 18 starts, the first Tigers

rookie to do so since Riley Greene reached in 20-straight starts from August 20-September 14,

2022 ... Greene was also 21-years-old at the time ... the last 21-year-old or younger Tiger prior to

McGonigle and Greene to reach in 18-or-more starts in a row?: 21-year-old Howard Johnson, who

reached base safely in 23-straight starts in 1982.

e McGonigle's run of reaching base safely in 18-straight starts is the longest active such streak in
the American League, trailing only Shohei Ohtani (21-straight starts in 2026) and Bryce Turang
(19-straight starts in 2026) for the longest active runs in all of baseball this season.

WHAT A CATCH: Dillon Dingler boasts 18 RBI this year, the most among A.L. catchers ... Dingler
ranks second among A.L. catchers with a .936 OPS, is first with a .368 on-base percentage, is second
with a .567 slugging percentage and is second with a .284 batting average.

e Since the 2000 season, Dingler is already one of only four Tigers to hit five homers as a catcher
by the end of April, joining Jarrod Saltalamacchia (six homers in 2016), Wilson Ramos (six
homers in 2021) and James McCann (five homers in 2017).

e Dingler has the most RBI by a Tigers catcher by the end of April since Alex Avila also had 18 RBI
in 2011 ... no other Tigers catcher has more RBI by the end of April than Dingler and Avila in
the last 52 years since in 1974 ... the Tigers are scheduled to play nine more games this month.

K-Y-L-E SPELLS RELIEF: Since joining the Tigers at last year's trade deadline, Kyle Finnegan has gone

4-0 with five holds, four saves and a 0.96 ERA (3 ER/28.0 IP) in 26 relief outings ... he boasts the

fifth-lowest ERA by any reliever in baseball starting last August 1, minimum 25 appearances, trailing

only Atlanta's Raisel Iglesias (0.28), San Diego's Mason Miller (0.52), Atlanta's Tyler Kinley (0.79)

and Boston's Garrett Whitlock (0.88).

e Finnegan is only the second Tiger to post a sub-1.00 ERA in his first 26 appearances with the
club in the past 113 years starting in 1913 ... he joins Jose Valverde, who posted a 0.36 ERA in
his first 26 Tigers outings back in 2010 ... thanks to Elias.

IT IS IN FACT GOOD FOR SOMETHING: Kevin McGonigle has posted a team-leading 1.6 bWAR

through his first 22 major league games, tied for the best mark in the A.L. and one of only five

big league position players to post such a mark or higher thus far this year ... the 21-year-old

McGonigle is the youngest of the top 12 in the majors on this particular list.

e McGonigle leads all major league rookies with a.317 batting average, .411 on-base percentage,
seven doubles and two triples ... he ranks sixth among all A.L. players in batting average.

KENLEY CLIMBS THE CHARTS: With three saves in the past week, Kenley Jansen now has 481 career

saves to surpass Hall of Famer Lee Arthur Smith (478) for third-most in major league history ... only

Hall of Famers Mariano Rivera (652 saves) and Trevor Hoffman (601 saves) have more.

e Jansen's 480 saves have come with five different clubs: the Los Angeles Dodgers (350), Boston
Red Sox (56), Atlanta Braves (41), Los Angeles Angels (29) and Tigers (five).

AND FINALLY: Kevin McGonigle is the first major league player aged 21-years-old or younger to
reach base safely in 18-or-more-consecutive starts, all within the early season months of March/
April, since 20-year-old Justin Upton did so in 20-straight starts with Arizona from April 2-23, 2008.
