REDBIRD RUNDOWN: The defending 2019 NL Central Champion St. Louis
Cardinals continue their season-long 12-game homestand with the finale of the
three-game 1-70 Series against the cross-state rival Kansas City Royals ... St.
Louis is in the midst of playing 53 games over the final 44 days of the season,
which includes 11 doubleheaders (55 games in 45 days, if necessary) ... Win-
ners eight of their last 14 games since resuming play on August 15, the Cardinals
are currently in 2nd place in the NL Central, 3.0 games behind Chicago ... The
Cardinals have sported records of 3-3, 4-4, 5-5, 6-6, 7-7, and 8-8 this season.

CROWNING ACHIEVEMENT: St. Louis has won 12 of their last 16 Interleague
match-ups over the Royals dating back to August 7, 2017.

SIX IS A SERIOUS NUMBER: The Cardinals have scored six or more runs in 11
of their last 12 wins over the Royals.

ROOKIE RIFLEMAN: Last night Dylan Carlson became the first Cardinals rookie with a pair of outfield assists in the same game since Harri-
son Bader vs. Chicago Cubs (June 15, 2018) ... His 86.6 mph throw to nail Whit Merrifield at third base was the 4th-fastest outfield assist
in MLB that got the base runner out and wasn’t cut off. (Statcast).

MOLINA MILESTONES: Yadier Molina needs one RBI to tie Joe “Ducky” Medwick (923) for 8th all-time in Cardinals history and one dou-
ble to tie Johnny Bench (381) for 8th all-time among primary catchers in MLB history ... Molina is five hits shy of tying Red Schoendienst
(1,980) for 6th in Cardinals history, and 25 hits away from becoming the 11th primary catcher in MLB history to reach 2,000 career hits.

INTERLEAGUE ACTION: St. Louis is 193-189 all-time in Interleague play, with a .505 win pct. that trails the Dodgers, (.506), Cubs (.516) and
Mets (.517) for 4th-best all-time among NL clubs ... St. Louis is 3-4 vs. the AL this season ... the Cardinals are 97-91 all-time in home games
against the American League (43-22 at Busch Il and 54-69 at Busch IlI).

BIRD BYTES: St. Louis (8-0) and Miami (7-0) are the only MLB teams to be undefeated when scoring five or more runs ... The Cardinals have
scored 32 of 81 runs (39.5%) with two outs ... St. Louis pitching lead MLB in average against (.180) and rank 2nd in WHIP (1.06) and 3rd
in ERA (3.37), while opposing batting averages by the starting rotation (.193) and bullpen (.164) are both tops in MLB ... Harrison Bader
has hit for extra bases in four straight games, tying his career-best (Aug. 15-18, 2018) ... the Cardinals lead MLB in batting average with the
bases loaded (.476, 10-21).

THIS DATE IN CARDINALS HISTORY (August 26, 1986): Outfielder Vince Coleman ends his streak of 1,721 at-bats without a home run

during a 5-4 win over the Astros at Busch Stadium. It was Coleman’s second career home run. His first was an inside-the-parker in 1985.

Dakota Hudson resides in Leawood, Kansas.

Miles Mikolas pitched his first career com-
plete-game shutout against the Royals on May 21,
2018 with a career-high nine strikeouts.

Kolten Wong’s first MLB home run was a grand
slam vs. Kansas City (June 2, 2014).

Hall of Fame manager Whitey Herzog managed
the Royals for three seasons (1976-78)...piloted
the club to three straight American League West-
ern Division titles.

Royals Hitting Coach Terry Bradshaw played in 34
games over two seasons for the Cardinals (1995-
96)...selected by St. Louis in the 9th round of the
1990 MLB Draft and spent his first eight seasons
in the Cardinals organization.

Mike Matheny was Cardinals Manager from
2012-2018 and played five seasons (2000-04) as
an Gold-Glove catcher for the Cardinals...his 591
managerial wins rank 5th all-time.

Royals Pitching Coach Cal Eldred pitched for St.
Louis for three seasons (2003-05)...served as
Cardinals Special Asst. to the GM (2013-15).

Royals Assistant Pitching Coordinator Jason
Simontacchi pitched for St. Louis in parts of three
seasons (2002-04)...was a Cardinals minor league
pitching coach for parts of six seasons (2012-17).

Cardinals broadcasters Rick Ankiel (27 games)
and Brad Thompson (16 games) both appeared
on the 2010 Kansas City Royals squad.

Cardinals broadcaster Al Hrabosky pitched in 116
games over two seasons (1978-79) with Kansas
City...traded to Kansas City for pitcher Mark Lit-
tell and catcher Buck Martinez (Dec. 8, 1977).

Cardinals Asst. Athletic Trainer Jeremy Clip-
perton worked one season (2001) with the Rook-
ie-level Northwest League Spokane Indians of the
Royals organization.
