23, the Cardinals break camp in Florida and fly to
Springfield, Mo. to play an exhibition with the Double-A
Cardinals at Hammons Field at 6:05 p.m. CT.

FINS AND FEATHERS: The Cardinals spring forward
today to play their 3rd of six Spring matchups against
the Miami Marlins in the stadium that both teams call
home during Spring Training ... Since 2006, the Cardi-
nals are 25-30-7 against the Fish as the visiting team
at Roger Dean Chevrolet Stadium.

CARDS TRIM SIX FROM ROSTER: The Cardinals re-
duced their Spring Training roster to 51 players yester-
day after optioning RHP Tink Hence, INF César Prieto,
2B/OF Bryan Torres, C Leo Bernal, and C Jimmy
Crooks to Memphis (AAA), and re-assigning RHP Sky-
lar Hales to minor league camp.

WORLD CLASS: The Cardinals have nine players, two
coaches, and one athletic trainer on provisional rosters
for the 2026 World Baseball Classic ... Among those in
Major League camp include Riley 0'Brien (Korea), Leo
Bernal (Panama), Gordon Graceffo (Italy), Thomas
Saggese (Italy), Luis Gastelum (Mexico), Matt Ko-
perniak (Great Britain), Bryan Torres (Puerto Rico),
coaches Stubby Clapp (Canada) and Julio Rangel
(Panama), and Certified Assistant Athletic Trainer Chris
Conroy (Puerto Rico).

ITIS YOUR BIRTHDAY: Former Cardinals born on this
date include Tommy Pham (38), Juan Encarnacion
(50), and Hall of Famer Dick Allen (1942-2020).

FEELING A DRAFT: The Cardinals own six of the top
86 picks (13, 32, 50, 68, 72, 86) in the upcoming 2026
MLB Draft, the most of any Major League team ... Since
the DeWitt ownership group (1996-present), 2026 will
be only the third time St. Louis has possessed as many
as six of the top 86 selections, following 2005 (6 of top
78) and 2012 (6 of top 86).

BE OUR GUEST: Those scheduled to visit Jupiter in a
coaching capacity this Spring Training include Cardinals
Special Assistants Yadier Molina and Willie McGee,
and Guest Instructors Adam Wainwright, 0zzie Smith,
and Kolten Wong, who arrives in Jupiter tomorrow.

IN FULL BLOOM: The Cardinals introduced Chaim
Bloom on Sept. 30 as the team's new President of
Baseball Operations taking the post that had been held
by John Mozeliak who headed the team's baseball op-
erations since Oct. of 2007 ... Bloom, who worked pre-
viously with the Boston Red Sox (2020-23) and Tampa
Bay Rays (2005-19) had served as an advisor for the
Cardinals the past two seasons.

GEORGE KISSELL AWARD: Dominican Summer League
Cardinals (R) Manager Fray Peniche (pah-NEE-chee)
was recently named the 2025 recipient of the George
Kissell Award ... Since 2008, winners have been selected
by a poll of Cardinals minor league staff ... The award is
presented to a Cardinals staffer who exhibits excellence
in player development ... Peniche, 52, enters his 16th
season as a coach in the Cardinals organization (28th
overall), all as manager for the DSL Cardinals at the Car-
dinals Dominican Academy in Boca Chica.

HIGH SCHOOL GRADUATES: The Cardinals recently
celebrated their 7th high school graduating class with
Jarol Baéz (HA-roll), Edward Guribe (goo-REE-bay),
and Xavier Cruz (zah-vee-air) earning diplomas from the
Cardinals Baseball Academy in the Dominican Republic.

OLI EXTENDED AS CARDS MANAGER: The Cardinals
recently signed Manager Oliver “0li” Marmol to a
two-year contract extension through the 2028 season,
with a club option for 2029 ... The 39-year-old Marmol
has piloted the team over the past four seasons (2022-
25) and enters 2026 ranked 11th on the franchise’s
all-time managerial wins list with 325 victories ... Oli
is currently the NL's 3rd-longest tenured manager ...
2026 is Oli's 20th year in the organization as a player,
coach, instructor, and manager (2007-present).

PROSPECTING: Seven of the Cardinals top 10 pros-
pects began Spring in Major League camp, highlighted
by two of Baseball America’s Top 100 overall: INF JJ
Wetherholt (#3) and OF Joshua Baez (#54) ... Wether-
holt is the highest-rated position player in the Cardinals
organization since outfielder Oscar Taveras (No. 1 in
2014) ... The Cardinals enter the 2026 season rated as
the No. 2 farm system behind the Pirates.

#53 ANDRE PALLANTE - RHP - 6-0 - 220LBS - AGE 27
 Pitched for Team ltaly in the 2023 World Baseball Classic.

* Made the Cardinals Opening Day Roster each of the last four seasons (2022-25) after arriving at
2022 Spring Training as a non-roster invitee, his first official invite to Major League Spring Training.

« Utilized as a hybrid pitcher during his 2022 rookie season with 47 appearances and 10 starts. After
leading the Cardinals with 62 relief appearances in 2023, transitioned to the rotation in mid-May
2024 and has made 51 starts since.

 Established single-season highs in starts (31), quality starts (9), strikeouts (111), and innings
pitched (162.2) in 2025.

« Since his 2022 Major League debut, boasts the highest ground ball percentage (63.8%) in Major
League Baseball among pitchers with 400.0+ innings pitched.

 As a starting pitcher (328.1 IP), Pallante’s 60.3 career groundball pct. currently is the 8th-best in
MLB since the stat has been tracked since 1987 (min. 325.0 IP as starter).

* Has a career reverse-split holding left-handed batters to .242 batting average & .669 OPS, while
right-handed batters are hitting .288 with a .778 OPS.

e Started vs. San Francisco (June 20, 2024) at Rickwood Field in Birmingham, Ala., tossing 5.1
innings in the 6-5 Cardinals win. Was the first Cardinals starting pitcher to earn a win at a neutral
site since Alan Benes vs. San Diego on April 19, 1997 at Aloha Stadium in Honolulu, Hawaii.

#55 RYNE STANEK - RHP - 6-3 - 235LBS - AGE 34

* Signed as a free agent in January, returning to the city he was born. The Cardinals become his
6th Major League organization.

* Originally a 1st round draft pick (29th overall) by the Tampa Bay Rays out of the University of
Arkansas in 2013.

* Member of the 2022 World Champion Houston Astros.

¢ Ranks 25th among active pitchers with 466 career appearances since 2017. Since his career
began in 2017, ranks 15th among all pitchers in appearances.

* Is one of four pitchers in Major League history with a perfect fielding percentage (1.000) to have
made 400 career appearances and pitched 400.0 career innings; joining Hector Rondon, Hunter
Strickland and Luis Vizcaino.

* Appeared in 30 career postseason games, going 4-0 with a 2.89 ERA. Ranks 9th among active
pitchers with 30 career postseason appearances and T-26th in MLB history.

* His 1.15 ERA during the 2022 regular season set the Astros’ franchise record for lowest mark by
a reliever and was tops among American League relief pitchers that season.

 Pitched for Team USA in the 2016 Futures Game at Petco Park in San Diego.

* Made 54 appearances as an “Opener” with Tampa Bay (2018-19), never throwing more than 2.0
innings. Made nine consecutive scoreless starts (6/7-7/10/2018) establishing a Major League
record, though he only compiled 13.2 innings during the streak.

#59 JOJO ROMERO - LHP - 5-11 - 215LBS - AGE 29

¢ Acquired at the 2022 trade deadline from the Philadelphia Phillies in exchange for infielder
Edmundo Sosa on July 30.

» Set career highs in 2025 in innings pitched (61.0), strikeouts (55), saves (8)

* Has appeared in a career-high 65 games in each of the last two seasons, the first Cardinals pitcher
with 65+ outings in back-to-back seasons since Kevin Siegrist from 2015-16, and his team-leading
130 outings in that span rank 13th in the National League.

 His 30 holds in 2024 ranked 2nd among Cardinals relief pitchers and T-5th all-time for single-
season in franchise history with Kyle McClellan (2008). Only Ray King (31 in 2004) had more
among Cardinals southpaws all-time. Also led all left-handed pitchers with 54 holds from 2024-25,
ranking second, overall, in the NL (5th in MLB), behind Tyler Rogers (65). Ranks T-6th with Randy
Flores in Cardinals history with 57 holds.

¢ Has held left-handed batters to a .185 BA (48-259) with four home runs allowed in his career (Last:
8/8/24 to Brandon Lowe vs. TB). Since 2022, his .175 opponent BA (38-217) vs. LH batters ranks
4th in NL (min. 200 batters faced).

* Held opponents to two home runs, which tied for the fewest home runs allowed in MLB among
pitchers who threw at least 60.0 innings. Became the first Cardinals pitcher to throw at least 60.0
frames with two-or-fewer HRs allowed since Jose Quintana (1 HR, 62.2 IP) in 2022, the first St.
Louis reliever since Jordan Hicks (2 HR, 77.2 IP) in 2018 and first Cardinals lefty reliever since
Ray King (1 HR, 62.0 IP) in 2004.
