UPCOMING OPPONENTS & PITCHING

METSCELLANEOUS: The Mets defeated the Marlins, 10-1, at Citi Field 
yesterday...That marked the team's second sweep of the season, both 
coming at Citi Field...The Mets are 16-12 over their last 28 games...The 
Mets finished a six-game homestand (4-2) against Cincinnati (1-2) and 
Marlins (3-0)...Today, the Mets head to the West Coast for the final time 
this season to start a seven-day, six-game trip against the Mariners 
(three games) and Padres (three games). 

LET'S GET STREAKY: The Mets have won four straight after dropping 
five straight...The team's four game winning streak is tied for the longest 
of the Mets season...The team has posted a 1.95 ERA (8 ER/37.0 IP) with 
20 walks and 37 strikeouts over that span...They are hitting .262/.326/.500 
during the winning streak, outscoring their opponents 29-11 in that span. 

THAT'S OFFENSIVE: The Mets +9 run differential yesterday was tied 
for their largest this season (also: 4/4 at San Francisco and 5/18 at 
Washington)...The team scored 25 runs in the last series, their most in a 
three-game series this season and tied for their most in a three-game 
series over the last two seasons (also: 6/6-8/25 at Colorado and 8/25-27 
vs. Philadelphia.

THE PEN IS MIGHTIER: The Mets bullpen has posted a 3.21 ERA (89 
ER/249.2 IP) as a group...That ranks sixth in the Majors and fourth in the 
National League...They have struck out 258 this season, the second-
most in The Show and the most in the NL...The group finished May going 
9-4 with a 2.40 ERA (34 ER/127.2 IP), 53 walks and 133 strikeouts...They 
tied for the Major League-lead with nine wins and led the Majors with 
133 punchouts. 

WARREN COURT: Austin Warren is set to start today's game...He is 1-1 
with a 1.40 ERA (3 ER/19.1 IP), with nine walks and 22 strikeouts in 14 games 
this season...His three earned runs have come in two appearances this 
season...He has recorded at least five outs without allowing a run in six 
appearances this season...Is tied for the third-most such games in the 
NL by a reliever this season...Today will mark his first career start...In 57 
career Major League games, Warren is 8-1 with a 2.44 ERA, 28 walks and 
69 strikeouts. 

A MUCH BETTER MONTH: The Mets went 16-12 in May compared to 7-19 
in April...The team's .571 winning percentage in May was tied for the fifth-
best mark in the NL...The team posted a 3.43 ERA (96 ER/252.0 IP) with 
262 strikeouts...Their 262 strikeouts were the second-most in the majors 
last month and the most in the NL.

CARSON CONNECTS: Carson Benge became the 12th Mets rookie to hit 
a lead-off home run and the first since Mike Baxter on August 30, 2012 
at Philadelphia, courtesy of Elias...He became the fourth different Met to 
hit a lead-off home run this season...The 2026 Mets join the 2007 Devil 
Rays and the 2005 Yankees as the only teams in Major Leauge history to 
have four different players with a lead-off home run before the team's 
60th game of a season, courtesy of Sarah Langs...Yesterday marked his 
first career home run off of a left-handed pitcher...He has a .324 (12-37) 
average off of left-handed pitchers this season, the sixth-best mark in 
the majors by a left-handed batter (min. 30 at-bats vs. LHP)...His 33 hits 
since May 3 are the most in the majors.

HOT SOTO: Juan Soto slugged his third career grand slam in the sixth 
(last: 9/1/25 at Detroit)...It was the first grand slam for the Mets this 
season...He has nine home runs in his last 15 games dating back to May 
14, the most in the majors during that span...His 1.342 OPS during that 
span is the highest mark in the majors...Is the first Met since DJ Stewart 
(8/15-9/2/23) to hit nine home runs in a 15-game span...His 12 home runs 
since April 28 are the second-most in the majors during that span.

RED SOTO CUP: Soto has safely reached base in 15 straight games since 
May 14...Over that span he is slashing .382/.469/.873 with 21 hits, 16 runs, 
nine home runs, 18 RBI, nine walks and four steals.

JUAN OF A KIND: Juan Soto has 257 career home runs...That is the 11th-
most in Major League history prior to turning 28 (next: Frank Robinson, 
262)...His 257 homers are 24th among active players...It is 21st all-time 
amongst players born in the Dominican Republic...George Bell is next 
with 265. 

MAY DAY: Benge finished May batting .306/.375/.426...He went 33-108 
with 19 runs, seven doubles, two homers, 15 RBI, nine walks and three 
steals...He led all rookies with 33 hits, finished fourth with a .306 AVG and 
tied for third with three doubles...He is the first Mets rookie to record at 
least 30 hits in a month since Pete Alonso did so in 2019. 

BRETT THE MET: Over the last 18 games, Brett Baty is batting .274 (17-62) 
with seven runs, two doubles, two homers, 10 RBI, seven walks, a .348 
OBP, a .403 SLG and a .751 OPS...He has safely reached base in 15 of those 
18 games.

ON THE ROAD AGAIN: The Mets are 11-18 on the road in 2026...Last 
season, the Mets went 34-47 on the road...The team has posted a 3.55 
ERA on the road, which is seventh in the majors and fourth in the National 
League...Their 242 road strikeouts are third in the National League. 

STRIKE THAT: Mets pitchers have tallied 551 strikeouts this season, that is 
tied for the most in the National League and tied for the second-most in 
the Majors...Their 551 punchies are the fourth-most in franchise history 
through the team's first 59 games of a season...Only the 2021 team (565), 
the 2020 team (564) and the 2018 team (557) had more.

THEY'RE OUT OF OUR LEAGUE: The Mets continue their Interleague 
schedule with a three-game set against the Mariners...In 2026, the Mets 
are 9-6 against the AL, including 5-1 over their last six games against the 
league...Overall, the Mets are 311-306 against the AL. 

DREAM WEAVER: Luke Weaver as not allowed a run this month, tossing 
12.2 scoreless innings and allowing nine hits, four walks and striking out 
16...He is now 2-1 with a 2.92 ERA (8 ER/24.2 IP) this season with eight 
walks and 24 strikeouts...He has recorded five multi-inning appearances 
this season and each of those appearances have been scoreless.

THIS DAY IN 1986: The Mets dropped the second game in a row to the 
Giants, falling 7-3 at Shea Stadium...Ron Darling took the loss, allowing 
five runs (four earned) on six hits with two walks and struck out one 
over 5.0 innings of work...It was his first loss of the season...The team 
collected seven hits in the defeat including a double from Tim Teufel 
and a homer from Ray Knight...This season, the Mets will celebrate the 
40th anniversary of the 1986 World Series Champions..The Mets will also 
host a 1986 World Series Reunion and Celebration to celebrate the 1986 
title on Saturday, August 1 prior to the 4:10 p.m. game against the Miami 
Marlins...Additional information for the 1986 World Series Reunion and 
Celebration is available at Mets.com/1986.

Since joining the Mets last season, he has pitched to a 1.26 ERA (4 ER/28.2 IP) over 19 appearances...He has recorded 31 strikeouts, 

good for a K/9 of 9.73, and he is holding opposing batters to a .192 batting average (19-99)...He has recorded at least three strikeouts in 

five of his 19 appearances over the span.

Threw a scoreless eighth inning on May 30 vs. Mimai (1.0 IP, H, 2 K, BB)...Has recorded multiple strikeouts in six of his 14 appearances 

this season.

Earned his first win of the season after he threw a scoreless 10th inning on May 29 vs. Miami (1.0 IP, K)...11 of his 14 appearances this 

season have been scoreless.

Fired 1.2 scoreless innings in relief and struck out three on May 25 vs. Cincinnati (1.2 IP, H, 3 K, BB)...Has recorded at least five outs 

without allowing a run in six appearances this season...Is tied for the fourth-most such games in the NL by a reliever this season

Four of his 14 appearances this season have been at least 2.0 innings and scoreless, which is tied for the 11th-most such games by an NL 

reliever this season.

His 1.86 ERA (6 ER/29.0 IP) this season is the 13th-best mark in the NL among all 

pitchers (min. 25.0 IP)...Has held opposing batters to a .160 batting average (16-100), 

which is the ninth-best mark in the NL (min. 25.0 IP).

Made his fourth start of the season on May 27 vs. Cincinnati (1.0 IP, H, 2 K, BB) and he tossed a scoreless inning...Over seven career 

appearances as an opener, he has allowed two earned runs and one hit over 8.1 innings.

He hasn't surrendered an earned run in 20 of 25 appearances this season.

Fired 2.0 innings and earned the win without allowing an earned run in extra innings on May 18 at Washington (2.0 IP, H, R, K, 2 

BB)...Since the beginning of last season, he has had 12 relief appearances of at least 2.0 innings in which he hasn't surrendered an 

earned run...His 12 such games are tied for the seventh-most in the NL over that span.

Dating back to September 20, 2025, he hasn't allowed an earned run in 24 of his last 29 appearances...He is 3-1 with a 1.53 ERA (6 

ER/35.1 IP) and is holding opposing batters to a .154 batting average (19-123) over that span...His ERA is the fifth-best among NL 

pitchers over that span (min. 35.0 IP).

Since the start of last year, he has recorded four or more outs without allowing an earned run in 21 relief appearances, which is tied for the 

sixth-most appearances among NL relievers.

Made his third career Opening Day roster and his second consecutive with the Mets.

Pitched in three games for the Dominican Republic in the World Baseball Classic...He tossed 4.0 scoreless innings and struck out seven 

of the 13 batters he faced.

Last season, he made a career-high 52 appearances and finished with a 5-2 record, two saves, 12 holds, 57 strikeouts, and a 3.57 ERA 

(25 ER/63.0 IP).

In 2025, he allowed just five earned runs over 25 combined appearances in March, April, and May (1.34 ERA)...His ERA through his first 

25 games of the season is the 11th-best in franchise history.

Fired 3.0 innings in relief and allowed one earned run while striking out six on May 26 

vs. Cincinnati (3. IP, 3 H, ER, 6 K, 2 BB)...Marked his second game with six or more 

strikeouts in relief (also: 7 K, 4/24 vs. Colorado)...Joins Chase Dollander (3) and 

teammate David Peterson as the only relief pitchers this season with multiple games of 

six or more strikeouts.

Has thrown 34.0 innings in relief this season, which is the second-most among NL relievers....His 38 strikeouts this season are the third-

most among NL relief pitchers.

Over 19 career appearances (18 starts) against Seattle he is 8-8 with a 4.04 ERA (48 ER/107.0 IP) and 94 strikeouts.

Allowed one earned run over 3.2 innings in relief on May 22 at Miami (3.2 IP, 4 H, R, ER, 3 K)...Has recorded multiple strikeouts in 11 of 

his 12 outings this season and has a 10.06 K/9.

Recorded seven strikeouts over 3.1 innings in relief on April 24 vs. Colorado (3.1 IP, 3 H, 2 ER, 7 K, BB)...Marked his third career game 

with seven or more strikeouts as a relief pitcher (also: 8 K, 5/22/23 at Minnesota w/San Francisco and 7/13/25 at Kansas City)...Joins Tug 

McGraw (5), Nolan Ryan and Skip Lockwood as the only relief pitchers in franchise history with multiple seven+ strikeout games.

In 45 career games in relief, Manaea is 5-5 with a 4.42 ERA (61 ER/124.1 IP) with 41 walks and 141 strikeouts.

In 2025, finished the season going 2-4 with a 5.64 ERA (38 ER/60.2 IP), 12 walks and 75 strikeouts in 15 appearances (12 starts).

Last season was originally placed on the 15-Day IL on March 27 (retro. March 24) with a right oblique strain and then was transferred to 

the 60-Day IL on April 29.
