
RECENT REDBIRDS: The St. Louis Cardinals kick off a three-game week-
end series/homestand tonight by welcoming the visiting Seattle Mariners 
to Busch Stadium ... The Cardinals recently went 4-2 on their two-city, 
six-game road trip through Houston (3-0) and Miami (1-2) before enjoy-
ing a scheduled off day in St. Louis.  

FLIGHT PATTERN: Winners of six of their last eight, the Cardinals en-
ter today in 3rd place in the National League Central, 1.5 games back 
of first place Chicago and Cincinnati ... Tonight's game is their first of 
a season-high 17 straight without an off day (April 24-May 10), when 
they'll face teams with a combined .576 win pct. (Mariners-3, Pirates-4, 
Dodgers-3, Brewers-3, Padres-4) ... St. Louis began 14-10 with five off 
days while facing teams with a combined .440 win pct.

COME AS YOU ARE: The Cardinals have won eight of 12 (.667) over Se-
attle in St. Louis (3-0 at Busch II & 5-4 at Busch III), tying Baltimore for 
their best home win pct. against any visitor since joining the National 
League in 1892 ... Overall, the Cardinals have lost five of their last six to 
the Mariners, including four in a row. 

FOR THE LOU: The Cardinals wear their red Nike City Connect uniforms 
tonight for the second time of 13 Friday nights this season ... St. Louis is 
16-9 (.640) all-time in City Connects since 2024.    TGIF: Andre Pallante 
leads the Cardinals starting staff with five career wins on Fridays (2024-
26) and has posted a 2.68 ERA (47.0 IP) in his eight Payday starts.

REDBIRDS RECORD BREAKDOWN: St. Louis is an MLB-best 5-0 in extra 
inning affairs, its best start since the 2004 Cardinals started their season 6-0 
in extras ... The Cardinals boast nine comeback wins, tied with the Braves & 
Dodgers for 2nd in MLB behind Arizona (11) ... St. Louis is 11-2 in games 
decided by two runs or fewer in 2026; only the Reds (10-0) are better.

DIVISION ON DECK: After Sunday's game, the Cardinals fly to Pittsburgh to play a four-game series with the Pirates for their first 
divisional game, Game No. 28 on the schedule ... The only other time St. Louis played its first divisional game this late into the 
season was May 7, 1993 at Philadelphia’s Veterans Stadium (also Game No. 28), when the Cardinals were one of seven teams 
in the National League East Division.

•	 The Cardinals host the Brewers in Game No. 35 on May 4, tying the 1998 Redbirds for the latest St. Louis has played its first 
home divisional game ... But as their 19th home game, this sets a franchise record for latest to play their first home divisional 
game.  - Elias Sports Bureau

A HARD FOUR: Victor Scott II's first four RBI this season have come without being knocked via hit (three sacrifices and one 
bases loaded walk) ... Scott II is the only position player to accomplish this feat in the Expansion Era (1961-present) and joins 
Rockies pitcher Denny Stark in 2003 (BB, SF, GO, BB) as the only two overall. - Elias Sports Bureau

0.00'BRIEN: Seattle native Riley O'Brien is off to a torrid start in 2026, going 3-0 with a perfect 0.00 ERA, seven saves, 15 
strikeouts, and no walks in 13 games ... One of 10 qualifying Major League relievers with a perfect 0.00 ERA, O'Brien ranks 
among MLB leaders in saves (T-2nd), appearances (T-6th), games finished (9, T-5th), WHIP (0.45, 3rd), and BR/9 (4.73, 4th).

BAZOOKAS: Cardinals outfielders have thrown out eight baserunners this season, most in Major League Baseball ... Jordan 
Walker's four assists lead MLB, while Nathan Church has two, and Thomas Saggese and Victor Scott II each have one.

EXTRA! EXTRA!: Masyn Winn has produced an extra-base hit in four straight games, matching his career-best and tying De-
troit's Kevin McGonigle for MLB's 2nd-longest active streak behind Arizona's Alek Thomas (5) ... Winn, who has eight RBI over 
his last five games, is batting .387/.429/.645 (12-31) over an eight-game hitting streak, T-3rd longest active in MLB.

2022 vs. TB)...2023 PCL Post-Season All-Star for 
AAA-Tacoma...acquired by the Cardinals from the 
Mariners for cash considerations (Nov. 5, 2023).

Ramón Urías’s younger brother, Luis Urías, 
played in 41 games for the Mariners in 2024. 

Ryne Stanek pitched in 46 games for Seattle 
during the 2024 season before traded to the Mets 
for OF Rhylan Thomas (July 26, 2024)...originally 
drafted by Seattle in the 3rd round of the 2010 
MLB draft, but did not sign to attend the Univer-
sity of Arkansas. 

Brant Brown coached parts of six seasons over 
two stints in the Mariners organization (2013-17, 
24), previously serving as the Mariners Bench 
Coach/Offensive Coordinator (2024), Offensive 
Coordinator (2017), and Minor League Outfield 
Coordinator (2013-16).

Randy Arozarena played in 19 games for St. Louis 
in 2019 and parts of three minor league seasons 
in the Cardinals organization (2017-19)...original-
ly signed with the Cardinals as an international 
free agent (Aug. 1, 2016)...traded to Tampa Bay 
with José Martínez, and Cardinals Compensation 
draft pick A (INF Alika Williams) in exchange 
for Matthew Liberatore, Edgardo Rodriguez 
and Rays Compensation draft pick B (RHP Tink 
Hence) on Jan. 9, 2020.

Mariners Pitching Strategy Coach Trent Black was 
born in St. Louis...graduated from nearby Colum-
bia (Ill.) High School.

Patrick Wisdom played in 32 games for St. Louis 
during 2018 debut season...originally selected by 
the Cardinals in the Supp. 1st round (No. 52) of 
the 2012 MLB Draft, as compensation for Octavio 
Dotel signing with Detroit...traded by St. Louis to 
Texas for Drew Robinson (Dec. 11, 2018).

Cardinals Hall of Famer Vince Coleman played in 
Seattle in 1995, including all 11 postseason games.

Cardinals broadcaster Chip Caray worked for the 
Seattle Mariners for three seasons (1993-95).

Cardinals Director, Pitching Matt Pierpont worked 
four seasons in Seattle’s organization (2021-24), 
most recently as minor league pitching coordinator.

Mariners broadcaster Aaron Goldsmith was born 
in St. Louis...graduated from Principia College in 
Elsah, Ill...began broadcast career in 2007 with 
the nearby Gateway Grizzlies in the independent 
Frontier League. 

Mariners broadcaster Rick Rizzs is a 1975 gradu-
ate of Southern Illinois Univ. in Carbondale...pre-
viously served as a broadcaster for the Memphis 
Chicks (AA-Expos) from 1978-80.

CAREER:

Has made the Cardinals Opening Day Roster for five consecutive seasons (2022-26) after arriving at 2022 Spring Training as a non-roster 
invitee, his first official invite to Major League Spring Training.
Since his 2022 Major League debut, boasts the highest ground ball percentage (63.3%) in Major League Baseball among pitchers with 400.0+ 
innings pitched.
As a starting pitcher (348.1 IP), Pallante's 59.8 career groundball pct. currently is the 8th-best in MLB since the stat has been tracked since 
1987 (min. 340.0 IP as starter).
Started vs. San Francisco (June 20, 2024) at Rickwood Field in Birmingham, Ala., tossing 5.1 innings in the 6-5 Cardinals win. Was the first 
Cardinals starting pitcher to earn a win at a neutral site since Alan Benes vs. San Diego on April 19, 1997 at Aloha Stadium in Honolulu, Hawaii.

PALLANTE vs. SEATTLE:

Is making his 1st career start and appearance vs. the Mariners.
Seattle is one of four teams he has yet to face in his career along with the Angels, Athletics and Cardinals.
His win last Sat. (4/18) at HOU was his 1st win in an Interleague start since 5/16/25 at Kanas City; is 5-7, 4.93 ERA in 18 career Interleague 
starts.
