Robert Gasser started for Milwaukee (3.1ip, 7h, 6r, 6er, 4bb, 3k, 1hr, 1hbp, 1wp).....CF Garrett Mitchell went 1-for-3 with a 
run and a stolen base to extend his hitting streak to 7 games.....1B Jake Bauers went 1-for-4 with 2 RBI.

FREDDY, WILLING AND ABLE: RHP Freddy Peralta will make the first Opening Day start of his career next Thursday 
against the Mets at Citi Field.....Peralta will be just the third pitcher in franchise history born in the Domincan Republic to 
start on Opening Day, joining LHP Rafael Roque (1999) and RHP Wily Peralta (2016).....he has never pitched at Citi Field.

WHAT'S BREWING?: C Eric Haase is batting .387 (12-for-31) with 4 HR (tied for team lead) and 10 RBI (leads team) in 15 
games this spring with a .441 OBP/.839 SLG/1.280 OPS.....OF Garrett Mitchell is batting .389 (14-for-36, 4rbi) in his last 
11 games, including a current 7-game hitting streak (.385, 10-for-26, 2rbi).....over his last 2 games, OF Christian Yelich

has gone 5-for-8 (.625) with 2 HR and 3 RBI.

PRONUNCIATIONS

LHP Hoby Milner, 33, went 2-1 with a 1.82 ERA in 73 relief appearances last season.....his 73 outings led the team and 
marked a career high.....he ranked among NL relief leaders in appearances (4th), ERA (5th) and WHIP (6th, 0.96).....
he held opponents to a .209 batting average, marking a career best.

RHP Abner Uribe, 23, made his Major League debut last season, going 1-0 with a 1.76 ERA and 1 save in 32 relief 
appearances with Milwaukee.....he held opponents to a .154 batting average with 39 strikeouts in 30.2 innings.....he 
signed with Milwaukee as a non-drafted free agent out of the Dominican Republic on 7/2/18.

RHP Thyago Vieira, 31, spent most of last season at Triple-A Nashville, where he went 2-2 with a 3.35 ERA and 8 
saves in 33 relief appearances.....he appeared in 2 games with Milwaukee in 2023 after joining the team on Sept. 6.....
Vieira also has Major League experience with Seattle (1g in 2017) and Chicago-AL (22g from 2018-19) and in Japan 
with the Yomiuri Giants from 2020-22.....he was born and resides in Brazil.

ALSO SCHEDULED TO PITCH...

RHP Freddy Peralta, 27, went 12-10 with a 3.86 ERA in a career-high 30 starts last season.....he held opponents to 
a .212 batting average with a career-high 210 strikeouts in a career-high 165.2 innings.....his 12 wins and 16 quality 
starts also marked career highs.....the team went 17-13 in his starts.....he ranked among National League leaders in 
K/9IP (3rd, 11.41), WHIP (5th, 1.12), H/9IP (5th, 7.12), strikeouts (T5th, 210) and K/BB (7th, 3.89).....Peralta is signed 
through the 2024 season with club options for 2025 and 2026.....he will be making his first career Opening Day start.
