MAUTZ OPTIONED; FERNANDEZ RECALLED: The Cardinals optioned
LHP Brycen Mautz to Memphis (AAA) following last night's game and
recalled RHP Ryan Fernandez for tonight's game. Fernandez has ap-
peared in five games for the Cardinals this season and most recently
as the 27th player for the doubleheader in Cincinnati on Saturday. He
enters on a 5.0 inning scoreless streak and his next game will be the

100th of his career.

NOOT NEWS: Cardinals OF Lars Noothaar continues his minor league
rehabilitation assignment to Springfield (AA) as the S-Cards take on
Wichita (Twins) at Route 66 Stadium tonight.

BEER BASH: The Cardinals have hit 245 home runs over 206 games at American Family Field since it opened in 2001. it's the
2nd-most of any opponent behind the Chicago Cubs with 246 in 211 games. St. Louis homered in 24 consecutive games at
the stadium from Sept. 5, 2014-April 22, 2017, setting the stadium record.

THE KEG IS TAPPED: Unfortunately, the Cardinals have hit only one home run over their last seven games vs. Milwaukee, an
Ivan Herrera blast off Robert Gasser on Sept. 21, 2025 at Busch Stadium. Yet, the Cardinals have managed to go 4-3 over

those seven contests.

APRIL SHOWERS BRING MAY PLOWERS: Yesterday afternoon, Matthew Liberatore racked up a career-best 10 strikeouts.
It marked the first time a Cardinals southpaw achieved double-digit strikeouts since Jaime Garcia punched out 11 vs. ATL
(8/5/2016) and vs. MIL as Garcia whiffed 13 Crew' Men at Busch Stadium (4/14/16). Liberatore's 34 strikeouts in May rank
5th in MLB and are the most by a Cardinals left-hander in the month since Rick Ankiel fanned 35 in 2000.

DIRTY MIKE AND THE BOYS: The Brewers are the final team among the N.L. Central division foes Michael McGreevy has
yet to face. He's made appearances against 10-0f-14 N.L. squads (minus STL) and has the Brewers, Braves, Diamondbacks
and Phillies to face. McGreevy ranks 7th in the N.L. in ERA (2.40) and WHIP (0.99), 10th in opponent BA (.215) and 5th in
baserunners/9 IP (8.95). Since making his debut (7/31/24), he leads all Cardinals in winning pct (.667, 14-7). Of his 15 runs
allowed this season, eight have come via HR (7 solo shots).

MILWAUKEE CONNECTIONS

Riley 0’Brien’s grandfather Johnny O’Brien was
drafted by the NBA’s Milwaukee Hawks in 1953,
but instead chose to play baseball.

Bryan Torres originally signed with Milwaukee as
a non-drafted free agent in 2015 and played parts
of five minor league seasons in the Brewers minor
league system (2015-19)...played two seasons for
the Milwaukee Milkmen of the American Associa-
tion (2022-23), where he was back-to-back Inde-
pendent League Batting Champion (.374 and .370).

Matthew Liberatore earned his first MLB win on
May 28, 2022 vs. Milwaukee at Busch Stadium.

Nolan Gorman hit his first MLB home run on May
28, 2022 vs. Milwaukee with a 1st-inning solo
shot off Adrian Houser at Busch Stadium.

Andre Pallante struck out Christian Yelich (April
15, 2022 at Milwaukee) for his first career strike-
out, and Matt Svanson fanned Isaac Collins for
his first strikeout (April 27, 2025 at St. Louis).

Jacob Misiorowski played college baseball at
Crowder College in Neosho, Mo...made MLB de-
but vs. St. Louis (June 12, 2025 at Am. Fam.).

Cardinals Special Asst. to the President of Baseball
Ops & 2026 Cardinals Hall of Fame inductee Yadi-
er Molina hit his first MLB home run on Sept. 23,
2004 at Milwaukee off Matt Wise.

Jake Woodford was selected by St. Louis in
Competitive Balance Round A (39th overall) of
the 2015 MLB draft and pitched in 80 games (18
starts) for the Cardinals from 2020-23.

William Contreras’s older brother, Willson Contre-
ras, played in 344 games for St. Louis from 2023-25.

Brewers Lead Hitting Coach Eric Theisen played
college baseball at Illinois State Univ. (2005-08).

Stubby Clapp was a coach for Team Canada in the
2023 WBC with Brewers Major League Pitching
Coordinator Jim Henderson on the pitching staff.

Brewers Baseball Ops Special Asst. and Domes-
tic/International Scouting Rickie Weeks made his
MLB debut on Sept. 15, 2003 at St. Louis.

KMOX broadcaster Matt Pauley hosted Brewers
pre- and post-game shows for parts of six seasons
(2017-22)...was radio play-by-play voice of the
Univ. of Wisconsin-GB women’s basketball team.

Brewers Sr. Special Assistant to the President and
GM Carlos Villanueva pitched in 35 games for the
Cardinals in 2015.

Steve Dillard, father of Brewers broadcaster Tim
Dillard, was hitting coach for the Single-A Quad
Cities Swing/River Bandits from 2006-07 and hit-
ting coach for the High-A Palm Beach Cardinals in
2007...later piloted Quad Cities in 2008-09, where
he managed infielder Oliver Marmol.

Trevor Megill was originally selected by St. Louis
in the 3rd round of the 2014 MLB Draft, but did
not sign to return to Loyola Marymount Univ.

Ramon Urias’s younger brother, Luis Urias,
played in 330 games for Milwaukee from 2020-23.

Cardinals broadcaster Ricky Horton made five starts
for the Denver Zephyrs (AAA-Brewers) in 1990.

Cardinals broadcaster Mark Sweeney played two
seasons in Milwaukee (2000-01).

Brewers broadcaster Jeff Levering previously
worked three seasons (2010-12) as broadcaster
for the Springfield Cardinals (AA).

ONE-HIT WONDER: Struck out a career-high nine batters at SD (May 8) over 6.0 scoreless innings of one-hit ball at Petco Park in a 6-0 Cardinals win.
DODGE BALL: Blanked the Dodgers on 3 hits over 6.0 IP in a 3-2 win on May 2 as the Cardinals turned 4 double plays behind him.

THROW IT BACK: Didn't hook any keepers in 5-3 loss at Miami on April 20, allowing a season-high 4 runs over his 5.2 IP; the loss snapped the
Cardinals season-high 5-game win streak.

CURLY W: Limited Washington to just 4 baserunners over his 6.0 IP in 6-1 win at Nationals Park on April 8, retiring his final 11 batters faced in order.
Walked none and struck out one to earn his 1st win of the season.

Since 1961, the Cardinals record for the longest hitless inning streak as a starter (excluding any possible intervening relief appearances) to
begin a season is 8.0 IP by Daniel Ponce de Leon - July 23, 2018 (7.0 IP) and Aug. 21, 2018 (1.0 IP) - Elias

RARE BIRD: In his season debut on 3/28 vs. TB, became the 2nd pitcher in team history with a hitless start within his first 2 starts (Jack Flaherty
4/1/23 vs. TOR) and the 14th time in MLB a pitcher has in a start of 6.0+ IP. Emerson Hancock (SEA) had 6.0 no-hit innings vs. CLE the next day.

SPRING FLING: Went 4-0 with a 2.45 ERA in 5 Spring Training starts, striking out 16 to just 2 walks but did allow a team-high 6 HRs. Led MLB with his
4 Spring Training wins and ranked in top 10 in ERA (2.45), Opp. BA (.229) and WHIP (0.98).
