A TRIP TO CIN CITY: Fresh off a walk-off 5-4 victory and 2-1 series win vs. the Milwaukee Brewers, 
the Detroit Tigers have arrived in Cincinnati to begin their (already) fourth road trip of the season 
with the first of three games against the Reds at Great American Ball Park ... after a day off Monday, 
this seven-day, six-game N.L. road trip ends with a three-game series at Atlanta starting on Tuesday.
•	 The Tigers have won 10 of their last 13 games to creep two games above .500 after dropping 

nine of their first 13 games to start the season.
•	 The Tigers are 10 games (7-3) into a stretch in which they play 13-straight game days through 

this Sunday, Detroit's longest stretch of the season without a day off thus far ... the Tigers are 
scheduled for two additional 13-day stretches this year plus a season-long 14-games-in-14-
days stretch from June 19-July 2.

THE FIRST 25: Kevin McGonigle has had a remarkable 25-game start to his major league career, 
totaling 30 hits and 10 doubles with only 14 strikeouts at the plate ... he is just the fifth player in 
major league history with 30 or more hits, 10 or more doubles and less than 15 strikeouts in his 
first 25 big league games at 21-years-old or younger, and the first such player in 90 years when 
Cleveland's Roy Weatherly and New York's Joe DiMaggio each did so at 21-years-old in 1936 ... St. 
Louis' Joe Medwick (1932) and Cleveland's Joe Vosmik (1930-31) round out this list of five. 
•	 McGonigle (14 BB/14 K) is one of only four Tigers in franchise history ever to accept 14 or 

more walks with 14 or less strikeouts in his first 25 major league games, joining Johnny Groth 
(1946-49), Benny McCoy (1938-39) and Topper Rigney (1922).

WHAT A CATCH!: Dillon Dingler yesterday recorded his 19th RBI of the season to become the first 
Tiger in franchise history to reach 19 RBI as a catcher before the end of April (since 1920, when the 
RBI became an official statistic) ... thanks to Elias.
•	 Since the 2000 season, Dingler is already one of only four Tigers to hit five homers as a catcher 

by the end of April, joining Jarrod Saltalamacchia (six homers in 2016), Wilson Ramos (six 
homers in 2021) and James McCann (five homers in 2017).

•	 Dingler's 19 RBI are the most among A.L. catchers this season ... Dingler ranks third among A.L. 
catchers with an .854 OPS and .513 slugging percentage and is fourth with a .341 on-base pct. 

KEVIN!: Kevin McGonigle has reached base safely in his last 21 starts, the first Tigers rookie to do so 
since Austin Jackson reached in 25-straight starts from April 11-May 9, 2010 ... the last 21-year-old 
or younger Tiger prior to McGonigle to reach in 21-or-more starts in a row?: 21-year-old Howard 
Johnson, who reached base safely in 23-straight starts in 1982.
•	 McGonigle's run of reaching base safely in 21-straight starts is the longest active streak in the 

majors, two games more than anyone else (Julio Rodriguez and Nick Kurtz are at 19 games).
•	 McGonigle is the first big league player 21-years-old or younger to reach base safely in 21-or-

more-consecutive starts, all within the early season months of March/April, since 21-year-old 
Rocco Baldelli did so in 24-straight starts with Tampa Bay from March 31-April 27, 2003.

WE'RE NO LONGER FEELING LEFT OUT: The Tigers are slated to square off tonight against Reds 
left-handed pitcher Andrew Abbott, their seventh southpaw starter faced in the last 11 games after 
starting the year by facing 16-straight opposing right-handed starting pitchers, their longest stretch 
to start a campaign since facing 18-straight righties to begin the 2019 season ... (Elias).
•	 Since the start of last season, the Tigers have gone 29-19 vs. lefty starters as their .604 winning 

percentage is best in the A.L. and behind only Milwaukee (.611) for tops in the majors. 

GOOD COMPANY: Earlier this month, A.J. Hinch collected his 400th win with the Tigers, joining 
Cincinnati's Terry Francona as the only two active managers with at least 400 wins with two different 
franchises ... Hinch ranks eighth in Tigers history with 408 wins and 71st in major league history 
with 978 victories, second most among active managers, behind only Francona (2,049 wins).

THEY'RE IN ANOTHER LEAGUE: This series with the Reds continues a run of nine-straight games 
against N.L. competition, a stretch that will bring Detroit's total to 21 interleague contests out of 
32 games to start the year through the end of April ... put differently, nearly two-thirds of Detroit's 
schedule prior to May 1 will take place against interleague competition (barring postponements). 
•	 The Tigers will quickly make up for lost time, however, as they will play all but three games (59 

of 62 contests) against A.L. competition from May 1-July 9.

IT IS IN FACT GOOD FOR SOMETHING: Kevin McGonigle has posted a team-leading 1.7 bWAR 
through his first 25 major league games, the fourth-best mark in the majors behind only Yordan 
Alvarez (1.8 bWAR), Nico Hoerner (1.8 bWAR) and Jordan Walker (1.8 bWAR) ... the 21-year-old 
McGonigle is the only player in the top 20 on this list younger than 24-years-old.

AND FINALLY: Kevin McGonigle is only the fourth Tiger in the history of the franchise to record 
at least 10 doubles within his first 25 major league games, joining Brennan Boesch (10 in 2010), 
Barney McCosky (11 in 1939) and John Stone (10 in 1928).

Tied his career high allowing eight earned runs including six in the first inning on April 8 against Minnesota...had previously surrendered eight earned 

runs twice, both with the Astros while facing the Angels.

Spun six scoreless innings in his home debut and Detroit's home opener on Friday, April 3 against St. Louis.

Made his Tigers debut on Friday, March 27 against San Diego...allowed one earned run on seven hits and a walk while striking out five over 6.0 

innings.

Signed with the Detroit Tigers as a free agent on Feb. 10, 2026...went 2-0 with a 0.98 ERA in four Spring Training starts for the Tigers.

In 2025, led the Astros in wins (13) and innings (192)...marked the 3rd-highest win total of his career behind his 17 wins in 2022 and 15 wins in 

2024...also led the team in starts alongside RHP Hunter Brown (31). 

Among AL pitchers on the 2025 season, finished 2nd in GB% (59.2), 2nd in opponent GIDP (22), 2nd in GIDP/9 (1.03), 5th in Pitching WAR (4.3), T-

5th in quality starts (20), 6th in innings pitched (192.0), T-6th in wins, and 10th in opponent OPS (.667). 

Surpassed 1,000 career strikeouts in his start on July 28, 2025, vs. WSH, finishing the season with 1,053...surpassed 1,000 career innings during his 

start on July 5 at LAD last season.

Since joining the Tigers at last year's trade deadline, has gone 4-0 with five holds, four saves and a 0.93 ERA (3 ER/29.0 IP) in 27 relief outings as of 

April 24...he boasts the fifth-lowest ERA by any reliever in baseball starting last Aug. 1, minimum 25 appearances, trailing only Atlanta's Raisel 

Iglesias (0.28), San Diego's Mason Miller (0.52), Atlanta's Tyler Kinley (0.84) and Boston's Garrett Whitlock (0.91).

Re-signed with Detroit on a two-year deal as a free agent on Dec. 20, 2025…appeared in 16 games with the Tigers last season, posting a 3-0 record 

with a 1.50 ERA (3ER/18IP) with 23 strikeouts. 

Made his first postseason appearance with the Tigers in 2025, playing six games and striking out three in 7.1 innings of work. 

Landed on the injured list on Sept. 5 with a right adductor strain...activated Sept. 19 and allowed one run in three of the first four games since 

returning from the IL.

Became the first MLB reliever to change teams at the deadline and immediately throw 14+ scoreless innings since Erik Goeddel in 2018...the first 

Tigers reliever to do so since Doug Blair in 1983.

Recorded a four-out save on Aug. 2 at Philadelphia in his Tigers debut...started his Tigers career going 3-0 with a hold and four saves, allowing just 

three hits and three walks while striking out 19 over his first 14.1 innings (12 games).

Earned 20 saves with the Nationals in 2025 prior to being traded to Detroit on July 31, sixth-most in the N.L. at the time...went 1-4 with a 4.38 ERA 

(19 ER/39.0 IP) in 40 relief outings, including 34 games finished for Washington.
