A Scout Sleepover Wristband and a signed waiver are required for every individual planning 
to spend the night.

NO FIRES ARE PERMITTED FOR ANY REASON.

NO AIR-MATTRESSES ALLOWED ON THE FIELD.

All chairs must stay on the warning track.

THE USE OF DRONES IS PROHIBITED AT TRENTON THUNDER BALLPARK.

No horseplay of any kind will be tolerated. Please be respectful to your neighbors.

DO NDO NOT use bug spray while on the grass.

No wagons are permitted on the field. If using a wagon, please keep it on the warning track.

No climbing on any of the walls (Outfield, bullpen, etc.) and under no circumstance should anyone be on, 
in, or around the dugouts.

The infield is completely off limits for the duration of the event.

The First Base Concession Stand will be open for your convenience for a portion of the night.

The restrooms located on the concourse level will be open for the duration of the event.
