Internship runs from date of hire through the end of the season, including playoffs. This intern will be focused on 
conducting interviews on our Live Stream Broadcasts (Youtube Live Stream) as well as studio shows. You will help 
identify and secure guests, help create the show outline and ensure we're ready for live broadcasts and studio 
content. Our live game broadcasts are shown on local television as well as live streamed on our website through 
Youtube Live Stream. You need a thirst for learning and growing as a sideline reporter. Interviews are conducted 
pre-game, in-game and post-game as well as during studio created content. Productions include live, multi-camera 
sporting event productions as well as studio created content. Housing, post-game meal for all home games, and a 
small stipend will be provided. There is a room & board and meals fee.

Essential Duties and Responsibilities: 

• Pre-production 
• Live 5 camera production including cut in, cut out, commercial ad cut ins and instant replay. 
• On field coverage of all 44 regular season games, home and away, as well as any post-season games 
• Facets of the program include, this is not an exhaustive list: 

o Working on live production crew 
o Setting up and working video shoots 
o Video graphic design 
o Editing vignettes 
o Working with Broadcast team on marketing scripts, scripts for game coverage, show ideas, etc… 
o Working with Broadcast team on in-game coverage, stories and interviews. 
o Work with Broadcast team on pre and post-game show. 
o Work with broadcast team on studio produced content and shows 
o Work with Broadcast team on social media stories and posts. 

Knowledge, Skills, and Abilities: 
• Knowledge of the game action of baseball and familiarity with MLB game productions 
• Knowledge of YouTube Live Stream 
• Experience with video editing software 
• Capacity to handle a variety of projects in a changing environment 
• Ability to learn very quickly 
• Ability to pay close attention to detail 
• Ability to work independently and collaboratively 
• Must have an advanced knowledge of baseball 
• At least 1 year of experience doing sports reporting of college baseball preferred. 
• Strong written and verbal communications skills, terrific work ethic, excellent organizational skills and 

strong interpersonal skills. (Bilingual in English/Spanish is a plus) 

Work Environment and Schedule: 
• Work is normally performed in a field environment and there may be exposure to adverse weather 

conditions. 
• Flexibility in scheduling is required and will involve some evenings, weekends, and holidays. 
• Must be able to work all Gatemen games.
